       'Shrove' comes from a 
word meaning 'to confess', so 
Shrove Tuesday means that 
on Shrove Tuesday we 
confess all our wrongdoing to 
God and our sins are 
forgiven. Then on Ash 
Wednesday we go to church 
and receive a smudge of ash 
on our forehead. It is like a 
badge of faith, showing that 
we are sharing Jesus' pain and 
temptations.   
       And 'M ar di  Gr as'  
means 'Fat Tuesday' in 
Fr ench, because i t is 

traditionally the last day we 
can eat rich food before Lent, 
and all the fat in the house is 
to be used up in preparation. 
Lent is a time when 
Chr istians traditionally give 
things up, read the Bible 
more diligently, pray more 

regular ly and 
look forward to 
Holy Week and 
Easter . 
              L i k e 
Jesus on the 
M o u n t  o f 
Transf i gurat i on 
thinking about the 
f u t u r e  a n d 

showing his faith in God, 
many Christians do the same 
and prepare for Easter by 
thinking about how we can 
deepen our faith.

    Dr. Mwenda Ntarnagwi is 
an Assistant Professor in the 
Sociology Department at 
Augustana College.  The 
academic specialty in which 
he has written numerous 
articles and has made several 
professional presentations is 
Anthropology.  Mwenda, his 
wife Margaret and their two 
children live in Rock Island.  
Margaret commutes to the 
University of Iowa as she 
looks forward to completing 
her Ph.D. 
    Born and raised in Kenya, 
Mwenda has taken on the 
project of rebuilding and 
upgrading Mutuuma Primary 
School that he had attended 
as a child.  During the 
summer of 2004, he returned 
to Kenya with over $2,600 he 
had raised for this special 
project.  Included in that 
amount was $1,000 gift from 
Trinity’s Endowment Fund.  
American dollars go a long 
way in Kenya.  It was 
amazing what he was able to 
do with $2,600.  Prior to that 
summer, the ratio of students 
to textbooks in Mutuuma was 
about 10 to one.  Mwenda 
i mpr oved t hat  r at i o 
considerably.  In addition, he 
purchased 16 desks along 
with 16 chairs for teachers 
and another 30 desks for 
students.  For the building 
itself, he purchased five doors 
and a cover for the library 
ceiling which helped reduce 
dust blowing in the building.   
    These improvements to 
Mutuuma Primary School 
were in addition to many 
other things that he had done 
previously to rebuild and 
upgrade the school and its 

include:

Dennis and Meredith have 
b een  a g r i c u l t u r a l 
missionar ies in Tanzania 
since 1983.  They work in 
the area of food production.  
They are currently working 
with Heifer International. 
Heifer International provides 
a “ living loan”  of an animal 
along with extensive training 
in animal care and good 
farming practices to needy 
families.  Families who 
receive an animal repay the 
loan by passing on one or 
more of  the ani mal ’ s 
offspring to other families in 
need. 
 

Dr . M ark and L inda 
Jacobson and family 
Dr . M ark and L inda 
Jacobson have been medical 
missionar ies in Tanzania 
since 1985.  As a medical 
doctor, Mark shares his time 
between directing Selian 
Hospital that he founded, 
community health outreach 
and a major church campaign 
to battle AIDS. Mark’s 
inspiring commitment has 
provided leadership for the 
development of a surprisingly 
modern and effective hospital 
in a country that has very 
antiquated medical facilities 
and practices. The recently 
constructed Arusha Lutheran 
Medical Center, to which a 
gift of $42,252 from the Reid 
estate was given, is a 
companion clinic to Selian 
Hospital.

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     I wonder if any week is 
really a “ regular one.”   
People to visit in the 
hospital.  Stuff to write. 
Bible study.  Several 
meetings.  Lots of prayer 
about one thing or another.  
At home my “ to do”  list has 
swamped my available hours 
to accomplish things.  I 
needed to move beyond a 
maintenance mode and 
really “get stuff done.”   
     On one of my Fridays off 
I was determined to do just 
that.  I did my regular 
exercise routine.  Some 
banking.  Some grocery 
shopping.  Some bill paying.  
And, a bit of watching the 
weather.  I’ ve done that a lot 
lately as I had a mid-winter 
job done of roof and gutter 
replacement on my house.  
Somehow, the project 
proceeded on schedule in an 
odd run of warmer January 
days.  I was quite pleased to 
wake up one morning to the 
sound of rain that was 
conveniently running off the 
roof into those beautiful 
gutters.   
     One project faced me that 
Friday as the temperature 
started to drop again:  
getting rid of the left over 
bundles of shingles that lay 
on my front lawn.  I was 
convinced that the roof crew 
was coming back for them 
and even called to remind 
them.  They assured me that 
they left the shingles in the 
event of shingle loss at some 
time in the future.  So on 
that Friday, I donned my 
down coat and hat and 
gloves, and schlepped the 
wheelbarrow to the curb to 
“ tote”  the shingles away.  
However, as I spied this 
roofing material, I was quick 
to note that what they left 
were “3-tab”  shingles and I 
had new “ archi tectural 

shingles.”   Hence, they 
could not be mine, and I 
returned the wheelbarrow 
and my winter gear to their 
respective locations and 
went to the phone. 
        I  addressed the 
appropri ate answeri ng 
machine, “Hello?! This is 
… and THOSE shingles are 
surely not mine.  Could 
someone please remove 
them.”   About 1 minute 
later I received a return call.  
Yes. Those ARE my 
shingles.  They are for the 
“cap”  or the “crown”  or 
whatever, and were mine to 
keep. 
        By this time I was 
brewing a little bit of an 
attitude about the shingles.  
(Of course there were 15 or 
so other things I could be 
doing besides finishing up 
this one particular task.)  
None the less, it was getting 
even more cloudy outside, 
and more toward dusk, and 
“with God as my witness”  
those shingles must be 
moved! 
        So, back on with the 
winter gear.  Back to the 
shed for the wheelbarrow. 
(Note: common sense was 
never called upon…)  And 
off I went with my best “no-
one-else-is- going-to-do-
this-so-I-must”  attitude.  I 
don’ t remember even 
kicking the shingles before I 
lifted the top pack.  If I had 
kicked them, I would have 
discovered a consistency 
and movement a bit like the 
tire on a Hummer….a.k.a 
heavy and not moving 
anywhere. 
        I did my best “clean 
and jerk”  which was more a 
grab on for dear life and lift 
to the height of my heavy 
duty wheel barrow and drop 
(make that allow to fall) that 
bundle into that great green 

wheelbarrow cavern.  It is 
amazing how that dropping 
came at the exact same 
moment with the realization 
that I HURT MYSELF!  My 
lower back raged a severe 
protest to my lack of 
foresight and common 
sense.  I scoffed at the 3 
remaining bundles and 
dragged the “wheelbarrow 
and shingles of terror”  back 
to the shed before I cried 
too hard in front of my 
neighbor’s houses and the 
local squirrels. 
       The next morning, I 
gathered my newfound 
wisdom and my medicated 
physique to church for the 
church council retreat.  In 
closing devotions, I told my 
shingle story and what I 
learned about asking for 
help.  About the importance 
of working with others.  
About sharing the burden

the cost of working alone
