The Call Committee would
like to thank the
congregation for your
continued interest and
support of the Senior Pastor
Call process. Our Committee
is working extremely well
together. We are very
mindful of our responsibility
to help find the right person
to be our next Senior Pastor,
hopefully for the next many
years! While we are well
aware of the immediate
desire and need for a new
Senior Pastor, we are
carefully allowing the
process to evolve, without
undue rush or quick
judgment on our part. We

The
Committee may or may not
travel to hear the candidates
preach (depending on the
Committee®initial consensus
of each candidate@
appropriateness as a possible
next Senior Pastor for TLC.).
The Committee may meet with
the candidates for a second or
third interview, and/or may
travel to hear the candidates
preach again. These steps are
dependent on the Committee®

each candidateGs
appropriateness, or not, for
Trinity Lutheran Church.
This becomes more clear as
the discernment process
continues. Throughout this
part of the process, the
identity of the candidates is
highly confidential and is
known only to members of
the Call Committee.

Once one candidate is
unanimously chosen by the
Call Committee, (and given a
feeling the Committee has
received from the candidate
that a formal "Cal" to TLC
would be welcome), the Call
Committee recommends this
one candidate to the Church

$

Council. The Council must
approved the candidate by a
majority vote of the Council
Membership. The Council
then arranges for the
recommended candidate to
informally visit the
congregation. Ultimately, if
things are dtill proceeding
positively, the Council sets a
Congregational Meeting,
during which the
congregation votes on the
issue of extending a Senior
Pastor Call to the candidate.
(There needs to be a
minimum of 2/3 magjority
voting in favor of the
candidate in order for the Call
to be extended.) The
candidate has 30 days in

which to either accept or refuse
the Call invitation.

Take one Messiah, add two
women, two thousand years
of church history, one really
good myth, a bunch of
medieval churches, acouple
really famous pieces of art, a
Harvard art historian, the
Louvre, oh and don’t forget
an albino monk. What do you
get? The best selling novel,
The Da Vinci Code by Dan
Brown.

Brown’s book — awork of
fiction — tells the tale of
Robert Langdon, a Harvard
art historian who studies
symbols and their meanings.
Professor Langdon is
somehow implicated in the
murder of the curator of the
L ouvre museum, Jacques
Sauniere, who just happensto
bethe... grandfather of Jesus
grest-great-great-great-grest-
great-(you get the idea)-great-
granddaughter, Sophie.

While this may sound more
than alittle ridiculous, Brown
weaves enough real history
into his novel to get many
people wondering about how
much of the entire tale is
myth and how much might
just be historical. Here' sthe
myth: Jesus married Mary
Magdalene. Mary happened
to be pregnant at the time of
the crucifixion and escaped to
Gaul (modern day France)
where she bore a daughter
she names Sarah. Sarah had
children, her children had

children, all the way down
the kings of France known as
the Merovingians who ruled
Francein the 10™ century.
One of the Merovingian
descendants founded an order
of knights called the Knights
Templar to retrieve and
protect the proof that Jesus
and Mary had been married.
Along with the Templars a
secret society called the
Priory of Son (pronounced
Zion) was formed to protect
the proof that included living
descendants. Some of the
most important peoplein
history have been associated
with the Priory, according to
a secret document found in
the Parislibrary. These
people, including Leonardo
DaVinci, left clues asto the
nature of the proof and it’'s
meaning in their artwork,
writings and architecture.

Sounds like a good fairy
tale, you say, or anice
murder mystery to read
during a hot and lazy summer
day. So, where'sthe history?
Brown makes use of enough
evidence from Biblical
studies and the study of
earliest Christianity to bathe
histale in the aura of
possibility. He mentions the
Dead Sea Scrolls and the
collection of documents
found at Nag Hammadi in
Egypt. These two collections
of documents from the

earliest of Christian
communitiesinclude
documents called gospels
written by other disciples,
including Mary Magdal ene.
Are you intrigued yet? Want
to learn more? This spring at
Trinity we have two adult
education offerings that will
shed light on this topic! In
April we will be offering a
course on the Dead Sea
Scrolls that include
fragmentary gospels that did
not make into the Bible. Craig
Tigerman will be leading this
course in the Lounge. Come
May we will have a chance to
discuss the novel itself when
Anne Williams, Education
Minister, offers a three-week
serieson The Da Vinci Code.
Watch for more information
about opportunities to see the
movie with other Trinity
members as well.
