Notes o the Journey

As| write for May, I'm
actualy in the midst of my
busiest time of the year —
Holy Week. Most folks can
imagine that it is a pretty
busy time for pastors, but
truly itisfor al the people
on staff and for the many
folks who offer their gifts
for ministry. In seminary,
one classmate
joked that he
experienced more
of aweek of
Holy “terror,” as
he was
overwhelmed by
the quantity of
things that need to be
accomplished.

I’ll admit that there are
more things on my list of
stuff to do than might
realistically get done, but |
in no way would want to
skip thistime of year —or
this time of the church year.
Spiritually, | am nurtured by
extended study in the
central stories of our faith. |
visualize Jesus on the colt,
entering Jerusalem. | cringe
each year as Peter denies
Jesus for the third time
before the cock crows a
second time. Would | have
done the same? | remember
hearing these storiesas a
child in worship. | liked the
worship in Holy Week —
even if there was alot more
of it — because it surprised
me, and it was mysterious —
and then beautiful!

Thereisaso kind of a
practical way that | move
through Holy Week as well.
After al, laundry still piles
up and fertilizer still needs
to be spread on the lawn.
Thisyear I’ve paid special
attention to the teaching that
is happening around the
house. (Note: | have also
learned how to use a new
TV remote, how to retrieve
an earring from the
bathroom drain without
disassembling the
plumbing; and check out

books on CD from the Rock
Island Library.)

Inone day, | learned
that | had successfully
modeled how to do eight
loads of laundry (from
gathering to redistributing
the folded clothes), cooking
ameal that included the
grilling of meat on the
Weber Grill, and
purchase of $40 of
essential grocery
items—al ina24-
hour period. How
did I learn that | had
done this? Because
my eldest daughter
did it for me! | have since
taught how to distribute the
charcoal evenly in the grill
bed onceit isal hot and
white. | have demonstrated
how to prune roses (at least
| THINK that | am doing it
correctly). | have led the
back yard field trip to
discover the difference
between wild strawberries
and columbine when they
arelessthan oneinch tall.
And, | am most proud that |
have fostered alove of rain
gauges— and the desire to
know (to the nearest tenth)
how much it nourished our
lawn in the previous 24
hours. (Ah—life onthe
farm...)

It's amazing how kids
learn — when we're trying to
teach them — and how they
learn when we don’t even
know they are looking.

On Palm Sunday, it was
so wonderful to hear the
children offer their witness
and praise of Jesus. | was
with them on the first
Sunday morning opening
time when they heard their
new song for the first time —
and then heard it after they
had practiced it for weeks.
They got it! The
excitement! Thefun! The
palms! The clapping and
stomping (afavorite part for
some)! All of them are
learning — even when we

aren’t looking! Eventhe
youngest know that the
biggest crossin the
sanctuary is behind the altar.
They now know that the
huge bell sound comes from
up behind the organ — and
when it rang on Palm/
Passion Sunday, it reminded
us of how sad we are to hear
that Jesus has died.

I love watching them
learn about prayer. Itis
wonderful for kids to pray at
home with mom and dad
using simple mealtime or
bedtime prayers. Isn'tit
cool to also pray in aroom
with hundreds of other
people who are all saying
the same prayer as you?
I've learned that even some
of our youngest worshipers
like to lead in echo prayers
at home.

One of my favorite
rolesin ministry isfostering
faith growth. I’'m especialy
excited about teaching
“Baptism 101 for Parents’
inMay. Lately | have
baptized several parents at
the same time as their
children. What a wonderful
giftitisfor afamily to take
those steps in faith together.
However, | know that there
isapretty big “learning
curve’ for parents, whether
they are new to Christianity
or not! That got me
thinking about how we
could talk more about why
we baptize — why we teach
what we teach — why we
worship as we do — and how
we share the basics of faith
with our children! | hope
that parents of young
children (especially) and
those who love young
children, and those who are
young at heart (!) will join
me during Learning for All
Ages (10-10:50 a.m.) on
Sundaysin May.

The lmportance of Feeding the Hungry

Despite the bounty of our agricultural production in the United States, one
of the most complex and serious health problems is hunger. Elimination of
hunger is a moral issue driven by compassion for others as well as a
practical issue involving the long-term future of millions of our nation's

children.

Chronic hunger and malnutrition take a heavy toll on children’'s lives.
Days missed from school, inattention in class, stunted growth, and frequent
illness jeopardize their education and their future as productive citizens.
There are approximately 36 million Americans—including 14 million
children—who live in households that suffer from hunger or food insecurity. About 10 million
of these individuals , 3.4 million children, live in households that suffer directly from hunger

caused by aninability to afford food.

Locally, we gather non-perishable foods each month to support the food pantry at Christian
Friendliness, an interdenominational mission agency, serving the Quad City Area.

In March we served 181 families. That means 554 people were fed through Trinity’s
thoughtfulness. Year round, at home and around the world, Trinity Evangelical Lutheran
Church heeds Jesus' call to love our neighbors and care and comfort those in troubled times.
There are Hunger envelopes in the pew racks for ELCA World Hunger. You may drop food
items at Trinity or give a monetary gift for the Food Pantry at any time. Non-perishables may
be left outside Founders Hall and monetary gifts need to be designated “the pantry”.

Dear Trinity Members

By now, you have had time to adjust to the changes in the Trinity

Visitor. Thank you to the many Trinity members who have shared
their praise and appreciation of the new format. Thanks also to those of you who have taken time
to ask questions and voice concerns. | would like to answer some of those questions:

Why do we only print monthly?

We changed to a monthly newsletter because of the expense, each Visitor mailing costs between
$75 and $80. Add the cost of paper and time, and the saving is significant. Also, each Visitor
duplicated much of the same information from the previous issue

Why isn't the Visitor a book fold anymore?

The complaint | received the most about the previous format was that articles were continued on
other pages. The best way to solve that problem was moving to afull-page. The full-page format
had the unexpected bonus of large margins that can be used to highlight important dates,
interesting pieces of an article, or artwork.

Why isn't the mailing aletter size anymore?
The monthly newsdletter does require an extra page and sometimes two. Mailing it asaflat
(single-fold) alows for the extra bulk.

Some of the other changes to the Visitor include:
The addition of a people page; for information about Trinity members..
An events page, for fellowship opportunities.
An education page, for learning opportunities.

I am considering one more big change to the Visitor. When | use up the legal-sized paper, | hope
to switch to letter-sized. It'sless costly and easier to turn the pages.

I love hearing from you and appreciate any ideas you may have for the newsletter, although
sometimes | am unable to publish certain information or implement agood idea. Please let us
know what you think by taking a moment to answer the following questions.

Ten members of Trinity
traveled to Kishwaukee
College in Malta, lllinois
for the Congregational
Resourcing Event in March.

This month,
Judy Rullman offers a
summary to three of the
sessions she attended.
1.Building a Spirit of
Congregational
Togetherness Through
Careful  Leadership—
Pastor Marty. The
church is the best place to
develop community—
better than the Y, the
neighborhood, etc. Like
a mosaic, it is necessary
to stand back to see the
whole picture. Standing
too close, one sees only
the individual pieces. We
need to create an
environment in which
people are truly interested
in each other. They need
a feeling of beonging,
not just attending.
Leaders need to think

congregationally—not
just what's best for their
committee or their own
persona preference. The
term church family can
be misleading—in a
family—everyone knows
everyone only too well.
Rather we all need to be

more like guests,
expectant.
2.World Hunger—An

interesting quiz about
hunger began the session.
Lutheran participation in
the ONE campaign was
noted. The white wrist
band is a globa symbol
of commitment to
achieving the Millennium
Development Goals. A
film presentation was
given on “The Growing
Project:. Rural
congregations provide
acreage and farm skills
while urban
congregations  partner
with financial aid.
Businesses are involved
for best prices on see, etc.
When it is time to harvest

the congregations gather to
give thanks. All profits
from the venture go to the
Food Response Bank. Aid
is then given where needed
around the world. Time
did not permit much
discussion on Stand With
Africa—a brochure was
handed out.

3.Bible Month—An idea for

Renewing the Focus on
Scripture in
Congregations; This
session was presented by
St. Matthew’ s in Princeton.
The primary emphasis was
during worship—not adult
education or Sunday
School. The services ran
longer than Trinity’'s
schedule permits so the
ideas present would need
to be modified. The pastor
used the stained glass
windows as the basis of his
sermons to basically tell
each story in the Bible.
There was aso a puppet
show, Bible Trivia,
giveaways, etc. to build
enthusiasm.
