Lately I've been trying
to make sure that | make
full use of “stuff” that I've
been given. The event that
got me thinking even more
about this was the death of a
cousin of mine, Mary
Larkin. She was actually
my grandfather’'s first
cousin, and perhaps that
makes her my first
cousin twice
removed
Nonetheless, she
was an important
part of our family
as she lived her
full 106 years.

Thirty years ago, Mary
made me a Danish Pie Plate
patterned quilt. After 40-
plus years of quilting, it was
her “next to last work of
art.” By then her eyesight
was greatly failing, as was
her hearing. However,
some of the greatest gifts
she gave were the gifts of
prayer and a good humor.
She faithfully prayed for my
family, and me -- especially
in these last few years. My
youngest daughter and | till
laugh at the stories she told,
and about how she told my
mom to “get modern!” in
one of our more recent visits
to her in the nursing home.
She lived life to the fullest
and used the gifts God had
given her.

Some of my ponderings
aren't nearly so spiritual.
I'm glad that finally, a year
and a half after Rod' s death,
| happened to figure out
how to use the surround
sound speakers on the TV
stereo system.  (I'm also
more likely to dust stuff |
use!) I'm thankful to use
one of the $300 Northwest
Airline travel vouchers that
my daughters and | acquired
when our trip home from
San Diego was extended for
those 16 hours in
Minneapolis in  January!
This spring, | also whipped
out the meat dicer to cut the
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ham my sister-in-law
brought for lunch. The girls
claimed that it didn’t exist —
| knew it did — it just hadn’t
been used for 6 years or so.
| was aso glad that | had
that hot glue gun and 50 or
so glue sticks when it came
time for the “model of the
mansion” from the book
The Great Gatsby to
be assembled.

This “making full
use of stuff” shouldn’t
be confused with
“multi-tasking.” I
dready do plenty of
that (e.g., reading the
paper while | fix my hair
and eat breakfast every
morning). And, | don't
want to confuse my
“making full use of stuff”
with just trying to legitimize
why | have either kept
something or collected
something or packed and
moved something (or even
hoarded something!).

Really, what 1I'm
hoping to rekindle is a mix
of thanksgiving and
contentment.

(Remembering

Hebrews 13:15 Keep

your life free from love

of money, and be

content with what you

have; for he has said,

"I will never fail you

nor forsake you.").
Sure it's great to have
surround sound (working)
and airfare, dicers and glue
guns, but | could also live
without them. They don't
define or cause my
contentment. When | ponder
contentment — and how it
isn't supposed to be related
to what | do or don't
“have,” I'm reminded again
of my cousin Mary, and of
how | experience Jesus
continuing presence through
relationships.

While | know from
Mary that she was ready to
“be at home with the Lord,”
I'm certainly glad that my

family stayed in relationship
with her (e.g., made full use
of this gift). She's the
faithful Catholic who told
me the story of my great-
great grandmother who
never converted to
Catholicism (as she had
promised her groom’s
family) and raised her
children Lutheran — and
now | am a pastor! (for
which | am thankful...)
She’'s a woman who
witnessed a breadth and
depth of change of scientific
and societa change over
time, and at the same time
kept a vigorous faith in God
that lasted over a century.
She's one more person who
loved us and helped us learn
about caring across the
generations.

What is this about?
What is this rambling?
Where do | encourage you
and me? Maybeit’'sthis. If
we've got good china — get
it out and useit. If we have
family and friends around —
tell them we love them and
sit and tell stories. If we
have folks that we aren't
reconciled with —do that! If
we wake up in the morning
thankful or hopeful or
fearful — pray to God who
will never “fail or forsake.”
If we have a Bible sitting
there—read it. If thereisan
opportunity to say we care
and act it — do that too. If
God sent Jesus to restore the
earth and suffer, die, and
rise again so that we can
have life now, and eternally
(and of course the answer is
“Yesl”)— then, let's sing
God's praise, say thanks,
and tell the story every
chance we get.

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Work and play are the
stuff of our lives. Almost
all our waking hours are
spent doing one or the
other. Because these
activities are so
dynamically  connected
with self-concept, a sense
of meaning and purpose,
and, in some cases, with
our very survival, they are
strong determinants  of
wellness. I there are
significant, ongoing
problems in either work-
life or play, our state of
health will usualy reflect
it.  The list of stress
related diseases grows
daily. And many of usare
employed in highly
stressful jobs. Moreover,
we can hardly be living
life to the fullest of we
have no energy with
which to play, or have no
inclination for simply
‘fooling around’.

Playing is a form of
self-nourishment. Playing
is not necessarily
something we do, it is
rather an attitude we
create at any time, in any
place, which transforms
the mundane into the
divine, the boring into the
joyful, the required into
the desired, and the
present moment into a
sacrament. Play is often
thought of in terms of
recreation. A form of the
word recreation is ‘re-
creative and can be
described with words such

as revitalizing, absorbing,
fascinating, peaceful, restful,
exciting, invigorating, fun.
How often do you
experience such feeling
while involved with an
activity?  Hopefully, your
answer is “often”. If not,
here are a few pointers for
adding some healthy ‘play’
into your life:

- Write a list of enjoyable
activities and make a point
to engage in some of them
on a regular basis.
Activities that nourish one
person aren't aways the
same as those that will
nourish you. It's very
individual.  Also, these
activities are not the
‘shoulds’ of your life -
they arethe ‘wantto do’s'.

- Be with children - they
have a lot to teach us
about being playful. For a
child, work is play and
play is learning. Both
playing and learning are
fun for children.

- Break out of the
‘seriousness’ box once in
awhile. Yes, lifeis serious
business, but too much
seriousness breeds anxiety
and tension which are
chief causes for problems
we experience in body,
mind, and spirit.

- Experiment with new
ideas or activities - you
might be surprised at what
you learn.

- Remember that play can
happen at any time, at any

place. It doesn't
reguire organization or
a list of rules. It
doesn’t have to cost a
anything. There are no
winners or losers - if
it’s enjoyable,
everyone involved is a
winner!

You may feel asif time
for play is wasted or
unproductive time. As
adults we are often
embarrassed by our
enjoyment of recreation
and feel we need to
justify it to ourselves and
others. If that is the case,
think of this-
Nourishment of yourself

isthe best preventive

medicine currently
available!
By balancing our lives to
include rest, relaxation
and play, we will become
healthier and have more
focused energy to meet
the challenges that life is
constantly throwing at us.
