Social Ministry team 
collected 10 boxes for the 
synod assembly and is 
planning a work day for July 
22nd at the Thrivent Habitat 
for Humanity building 
project. 
The Communications team 
New bulletin boards in the 
West Narthex and mailboxes 
for all ministry teams will be 
installed. Attendance will be 
published in upcoming 
Trinity Visitors. 
Witness &  Outreach:  An 
entrance table will be set up 
for Skip-a-Long parents  
September 23. upcoming 
discipleship classes are Dec. 
2nd.  Eight new members  
were introduced at last 
week’s service.  The team is 
planning a community picnic 
in the fall. 
Congregational L ife:  There 
will be a retirement 
celebration on June 25th for 
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Financial Report: The Moving Forward campaign has culminated and garnered approximately 
$36,000.  $12,000 of this will be used to make up the deficit approved for this year’s budget.  
With Pastor Meyer’s retirement, his position will be reformatted to focus on Children Youth and 
Family ministries.  It is anticipated that advanced planning and communication should occur to 
prepare the budget for 2007.  The Council enthusiastically supports the idea of an accelerated 
budgeting process and looks forward to hearing from the Finance team in the fall. 
 

Mid-Year Financial Review:  The executive team recommends a mid-year financial review 
meeting to share results of the Moving Forward campaign, year-to-date performance measures, 
funding of the Children Youth Family minister position, and spending reports including detailed 
human resources expenses.  This meeting will be led by Council and the Finance Team and is 
tentatively scheduled for July 23rd at 11:00 am. 
 

Children Youth and Family Minister Update:  In a meeting with the HR and Executive 
Committees, the group affirmed the Council’s decision to move forward with hiring of this 
position and refocusing the time and ministries of the Education Minister and the LYO Youth 
Minister with both of these positions maintaining their current status and salary.  This position 
will report to the Associate Pastor.  Pastor Laura and the HR team will finalize the position 
description.  The position will be advertised and posted and a team of six will be formed to 
interview candidates.  The team will be composed of representatives of related ministry teams.   
 

Fall Schedule Task Force:  A sub-team met twice to discuss the Sunday morning schedule for 
fall.  The group’s mission was to review the current schedule and submit a recommendation to 
the Council.  The group reviewed the mission of TELC, the decision to move to a dedicated 
education hour, attendance trends, and overall goals of supporting Sunday attendance, youth and 
families, and education for all ages. The group narrowed 17 options down to 4.  Fifteen members 
participated and voted to recommend the following to the Council: 
8:30 – 9:30 am Traditional Worship service 
9:45 – 10:30 am Learning for all ages 
10:45 – 11:45 am Contemporary Worship service 
Fellowship with refreshments would be available continuously from 8:15-10:45 am. 
 

HR Update:  a). Pastor Meyer’s Retirement:  Letters went out to the congregation and a party is 
planned to honor him on June 25th.  While he intends to remain as a Trinity member he will truly 
be retired and unavailable for baptism, weddings, funerals, etc.  The Council expresses gratitude 
to Pastor Meyer and Jeanne for their years of faithful service and wish them God’s Blessing on

She leaps, 
swims, climbs, and then sits 
so very quietly to wait for 
those crickets to come 
around her – even stalking 
them if she’s really hungry.  
I love the way she rubs her 
little toad face after she eats 
one.  And, she’s beautiful – 
a bri l l iant 
bright lime 
green wi th 
black spots 
every where 
but her belly 
and under side of 
her limbs – which are a 
bright orange red with the 
same black spots.

their retirement. 
B). Interim Pastor:  The Executive Team is in conversation with the Synod to bring a 2nd interim 
Pastor to Trinity.  Pastor Joel is available to Trinity through August.  The Executive team in 
meeting with Pastor Joel recommends that we bring a 2nd interim to Trinity in late July/early 
August to allow for an early transition prior to our fall schedule.  During this transition the Call 
Committee will continue their good work.   
 

Sunday School Update:   
The team has worked hard to create a new model for the fall.  Pastor Laura referred Council to 
Anne William’s staff report which details information about the new curriculum and new model 
to be used in Children’s Sunday School this fall.  The model will move to a more classroom 
based initiative.  Seven teachers have already been recruited for the fall.  Others interested in 
teaching or wanting more information should talk with Anne Williams.

I give thanks 
that the Spirit of God is 
alive and well – calling us 
to health, wholeness, and 
“hoppy”  living.  (I couldn’ t
