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    Three years ago when my 
family and I moved to town 
we decided to do some 
home re-decorating right out 
of the gate.  I had 
purposefully set aside about 
6 weeks to “rest”  and get 
settled in our new home.   
    The girl’ s rooms got the 
first attention.  We stripped 
a lot of wallpaper and did a 
lot of painting.  At one point 
in the process, when we 
were turning from “ forest 
green”  to white 2 doors and 
trim, 2 double French doors 
and trim, window trim and 
chair rails, I made the 
comment:  “Just in case 
there is ever a day when you 
wonder if your mommy 
loves you, remember the 
days I painted your trim.  
This is love.”   We all kind 
of laughed, because I had 
remembered saying how I 
was sure I could paint walls, 
but trim?—no way!  (I think 
it scared me!)  But there I 
was, painting trim. 
    Now there are many ways 
to express love to our kids – 
feeding, clothing, praying 
with, playing with, (repeat).  
I appreciate the book “The 
Five Love Languages of 
Chi l dren”  by  Gary 
Chapman and Ross 
Campbell, M.D.  They 
suggest five “categories”  or 
languages of love:  physical 
touch, words of affirmation, 
quality time, gifts, and acts 
of service (like painting the 

trim in your daughter’s 
room).  While all five ways 
of showing love are 
important, usually one or 
two are primary for each 
individually.  Maybe you 
encourage your children or 
grandchildren every time 
you see them and shower 
them with gifts, but if they 
are craving time spent with 
you or a hug or a backrub, 
they can feel less loved.  (I 
know that the “ trim 
painting”  was appreciated – 
but other stuff ranks higher 
on the list at our house.)   
    These same languages 
work for couples and 
families as well.  But today, 
I’m wondering how they 
play out in the body of 
Christ – the church.  As a 
pastor, some times I 
experience a bit of a 
guessing game to determine 
how to best express Christ’s 
love to this person or that 
one.  Some folks most 
appreciate a visit at home 
and a hand held in prayer.  
Others love a note in the 
mail or knowing that I’m 
praying for them.  Some 
love a visit while loved one 
is in surgery, others would 
prefer that no one ever 
knows that they have even 
had surgery.  Yet others 
might prefer that I read 
minds – but I’m not gifted 
in that way! (I know….what 
a disappointment!)  Sharing 
the Means of Grace – God’s 

word and the sacraments of 
baptism and communion are 
always ways to offer God’s 
love in my role. 
    Probably one of the worst 
things that a pastor can do is 
to even “pretend”  that he or 
she can be all things to all 
people.  That role belongs to 
Jesus. Any individual 
attempting it will find that it 
can’ t work, regardless of the 
size of the church. 
    The beauty of the body of 
Christ comes as we have 
been gifted to share just 
what is needed, just when it 
is needed.  Some of us are 
good encouragers.  Others 
are great cooks.  Others 
generous stewards.  Others 
teachers, and more.  Like 
the money in our pockets – 
enough is there, it just needs 
to be shared! 
    One tough thing that I’ ve 
been even more acutely 
aware of lately is that some 
folks aren’ t feeling loved.  
Perhaps they haven’ t 
experienced love from one 
particular person or another.  
We also hurt when others 
that we love are hurting.  
Some of this is truly a part 
of one or another stage of 
grieving.  Unfortunately, 
when we experience loss 
and grief in our church, 
some experience this as a 
loss of God’s love as well as 
their neighbor’s love. 
    Be assured that there is 
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Financial Repor t:  The team is working toward a preliminary 2007 budget to be shared with 
Council in the early fall.  Income is continuing to meet our budget for the year. 
Children and Family M inister  Update:  A search team has been formed including:  Pastor 
Laura, Becki Grimes, Laura Ford, Ted Thoms, Herb Schultz, Deb Slothower and Kathy Meyer.  
Several applications have been received and the team will be meeting shortly to begin the 
selection process.  The job description for this position is posted on the website or available 
from the office for those who would want to learn more about the specific duties of this new 
position.  Prayers for this team and candidates are welcomed.  Concerns were raised about the 
distinction of duties for various staff members and this new position.  Communication vehicles 
will be developed and shared in TV, website and other venues. 
M inister  of Music Search Team:  The Executive Team gained input from the Council on 
potential names for this team.  They will continue to work and present names to the Council in 
the near future.  This team anticipates beginning the search process in September. 
Inter im Pastor  Update:  Kurt Meyer has continued conversation with the Synod to secure an 
interim pastor.  Further updates will provided to the congregation as events unfold. 
Congregational Communications:  Congregational members have raised many questions 
about the transitions and changes occurring at Trinity.  Some ideas for increasing 
communication include Temple Talks, letters, articles in TV, etc.  Kurt Meyer will prepare a 
Temple Talk for August 20th and Laura Ford will write an article on the Children and Family 
minister position for the Trinity Visitor.  Additionally, the Communication Team is asked to 
discuss this and suggest additional ways to proactively communicate into the future.   Council 
members reiterated their individual commitment to discuss concerns and questions with any 
congregational member. 
Stewardship Planning &  Update:  The Stewardship team will be meeting shortly to plan for 
2007 Stewardship plan.  It is tentatively scheduled to share information in October about the 
year ahead with  stewardship activities to follow and a wrap-up on November 19th.  This year, it 
is hoped that a tentative budget and plan for 2007 can be shared so members will understand the 
initiatives that their pledges will be supporting. 
100th Anniversary Planning:  Trinity will be celebrating a 100th anniversary in 2012.  A long-
range team will be put together, possibly in early 2007, to begin discussions on how to 
celebrate and commemorate this occasion.  This will be further discussed at future Council 
meetings. 
M inistry Team Repor ts: 
· Music M inistry Update:  Steve Steely joined the Council to share his plans and ideas 

while serving as Interim Minister of Music.  Worship services will continue in three styles 
(traditional, contemporary and WOW) with a consistent focus on worship.  Recruitment of 
additional members to be involved in all music ministry activities will occur this fall. 
Additional activities will take place in the next month to smooth the transition between 
staff members. 
The Council noted that a farewell is being planned for  Br ian Schou and Jon Palomaki 
for  Wednesday, September  6th.   

· Witness and Outreach:  Saturday, October 21st 11-2 pm Trinity will host a neighborhood 
picnic with booths for various ministry teams, activities, food and entertainment.  Bilingual 
invitations will go out to the neighborhood.  All members are encouraged to reserve this 
date as much help will be needed. 

· Adult Spir itual Formation:  A travelogue series will begin on August 13th and will 
highlight travels of various members during the education period.. 

· Proper ty:  The team’s main focus is planning for 2007 and anticipating energy costs, 
insurance, and unexpected events and expenses.  The team continues to prioritize the 
facility needs and issues.  Utility expenses are continuing to rise and are above budget.

plenty of love from God for 
us and for the whole world.  
And, that love is for all 
people, regardless of 
whether they are married or 
di vorced, si ngl e or 
widowed, male or female, 
young or old, singers or 
speakers, involved or 
distant.  I guess one of my 
points is that our life in the 
body of Christ isn’ t a 
contest about “who is God’s 
favorite.”   (As an aside, a 
friend has a shirt that reads 
“Jesus loves you.  But I’m 
his favorite!”   Funny – but 
wrong!!!!)   The body of 
Christ is diverse!  The body 
of Christ is beautiful 

because it is made up of 
everybody.  There is a place 
for everyone. 
    Some times in my own 
grief work, I practiced 
j ournal i ng somethi ng 
specific each night – what I 
looked forward to in the 
next day.  (Usually “day,”  
because it was hard for me 
to look as far ahead as a 
week or month.)  What are 
things you look forward to 
in ministry here?  Certainly 
I look forward to the next 
interim pastor and to the 
next called senior pastor, 
but I am anxious to start 
looking beyond the “ lead-
person”  to where we are all 
going to be called in 
ministry.  What is God 

calling us to do when we 
move on? 
    How is God calling us to 
love the body of Christ in 
the world?  We have the 
best news in the world!  
God has sent Jesus to 
redeem and forgive, and 
lead and heal.  Some of the 
best healing will happen 
when we have heard God’s 
call to offer God’s love 
beyond ourselves in new 
ways – perhaps painting 
trim (?) or whatever folks 
say when we ask them what 
they need.

�  A very popular 
devotional Bible is the 
NIV – New 
International Version. 

o This edition is a mix of 
literal translation and 
paraphrase. 

o The NIV Bible can be 
f ound i n l ots of 
devotional formats; for 
women or men, girls or 
boys. One of the most 
common devot i onal 
Bibles is the NIV Life 
Application Bible which 
has thought provoking 
questions and comments 
to help you live out 
Biblical principles. 

o Easily found at Christian 
bookstores. 

 

�  One of the newest 
editions out there is The 
Message. The Message is 
a very modern paraphrase 
derived from the Hebrew 
and Greek manuscripts. 

o This is a fun, family 
friendly edition of the 
Bible though it is not 
literal.  

o Easily understood by 
older children and adults. 

o There are no notes in most 
editions of The Message. 

o HINT: If you want to buy 
The Message, get the 

REMIX edition – it has 
chapter  and verse 
numbers! The original 
Message doesn’ t!
