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“And they were on the
road, going up to Jerusalem,
and Jesus was walking
ahead of them; and they
were amazed, and those
who followed were afraid. “
Mark 10: 32

During two recent
nights of thunderstorms, our
dog Princess, a Japanese
akita, piled into bed with us,
trembling and
hyperventilating. There was
no way to assuage her fear
except to remain cam
ourselves and seek to
comfort her with hugs and
pets. She let her fear
dominate her. But sheis a
dog, not a human being.

Y et are we so different?
Read the above verse from
Mark 10 and ponder that the
temptation to fear is part of
the human condition.

This may seem like an
odd verse of Scripture for a
newsletter article, but |
believe it is comforting in
our day of great anxiety and
uncertainty to remember
that the disciples also felt
fear. Whether in our world
as a whole, our
congregation, or, for many
of us, in our individual and
family lives, fear seems all
too pervasive.

Fear is often rooted in
the unknown, which we fail
to understand. It plays on
our ignorance. But fear also
creeps into our illusions of

control, the self-deceiving
notion that we are
ultimately in charge of our
lives. We fear that which
reminds us that we are
finite, sinful, mortal
creatures.

Mark’'s gospel
continually uses human fear
as a foil or counterpoint to
the Lordship of Jesus. In
chapter 10, Jesus makes it
clear that the cross is his
destiny—and his
destination. He aso makes
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it clear that following him
means taking up that same
cross. His disciples are
amazed and fearful—yet
they follow him. And
throughout the gospel of
Mark, numerous unnamed
persons, men and women
both, pay witness to Jesus as
the Christ, and receive

blessing. till, the disciples
flee when Jesus is arrested
and even the women at the
empty tomb fail to grasp the
joy of the resurrection but
go away filled with fear
(Mark 16:8).

We live haf a world
away and two millennia
later, but fear can dill
impact us in ways that we
can only begin to analyze
and understand. But thereis
good news. Wherever we
go in life, fearful or not,
Jesus is adready there,
walking ahead of us, leading
us to the cross, yes, but also
to the empty tomb, to the
resurrection.  The terrors,
the dangers, and the pitfalls
of life are very real—but we
are loved and saved through
God's love in Jesus. Or, as
St. Paul states it so
eloquently: “I am sure that
neither death, nor life, nor
angels, nor principalities,
nor things present, nor
things to come, nor powers,
nor height, nor depth, nor
anything else in al creation,
will be able to separate us
from the love of God in
Christ Jesus our
Lord.” (Romans 8:38-39)

The Bible and the
message it gives us of God's
Kingdom and the body of
Christ are central to how we
worship on Sunday
morning. Check out this
small sampling of Bible
passages that make it into
worship on a regular basis:
John 6:68, Exodus 34:6,
John 1:29, Luke 2:29-32,
Psalm 58:10, Revelation
5:12 and Mark 11:9,
Matthew 26:26-30, Mark
14:22-25, Luke 22:14-23.

All these verses are said in
worship — actually, most of
them are sung! Lutherans
sing their way through the
Bible in worship — who
knew? When we sing “This

is the Feast of Victory for
our God” we are quoting
parts of Revelation 5. The
Gospel acclamations,
“Alleluia, Lord to whom
shall we go,” if you worship
a 8:30 is from John 6.
“Your words are sweet to
my mouth, sweeter than
honey” - the Gospel
acclamation at 10:45 is from
Psalm 119! “Lamb of God”
isfound in John 1. When we
sing “Holy, haly, holy,
hosanna in the highest” we
quote from Mark 11.

Than of course, there are
the spoken parts of worship
that come from the Bible:
the Lord's Prayer found in
Luke 11:1-4, the words of
institution (the prayer Pastor
says that beings “in the night
in which he was betrayed”)

found in Matthew 26, Mark
14, and Luke 22.

Of course there is the fact
that the word “worship”
occurs 167 times in the
Bible. St. Paul spends a
good amount of time telling
his congregations how to
worship properly (for
example, check out large
parts of 1 Corinthians). The
Letters of James and Jude
aso give instruction for
proper worship.

So, GET YOUR HANDS
ON THE BIBLE! Openit up
and check out al those
places where the Bible is
used as the basis for worship
or gives up insights and
even instructions about how
to worship!
