November has more 
than its share of memorable 
days.  November 1 is All 
Saints’  Day, with the 
following Sunday, 
November 5, serving as All 
Saints’  Sunday.  November 
11 is Veterans Day.  And 
my favorite day of the year, 
Thanksgiving Day, is 
November 22! 

Now I want to lift up 
another day, a church 
festival, the Day of Christ 
King.  This year it falls on 
Sunday, November 26.  It 
marks the end of the 
Pentecost season in our 
worship—Advent begins 
the following Sunday.  The 
gospel for the day, John 
18:33—37, depicts Jesus 
before Pilate, an 
extraordinary scene in 
which Jesus, the arrested, 
tortured suspect on trial puts 
Pilate, the epitome of 
earthly power, in his place. 

For Jesus is no ordinary 
king.  He is not like the 
Windsors in England, 
whose every breath is 
subject to scrutiny and 
gossip.  He is not like the 
House of Saud, ruling with 
absolute power.  He is not 
like the European kings of 
old, nor even like the 

biblical David.  He is not 
the king we expect! 

Rather, he is the 
suffering one, the man of 
Calvary, whose kingship 
defies all human categories 
and labels.  He is the one 
who destroys our excuses, 
our illusions of control, our 
petty distinctions and our 
arrogant assumptions.  And 
he does it all by dying. 

During recent years, 
certainly during the years of 
my ordained ministry, there 

have been frequent attempts 
to re-translate the idea of 
king ( and kingdom) in the 
church.  Some say the

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 After doing so much 
painting in my house, it is a 
wonder why I would even 
ponder picking up a brush 
again.  In fact, there are 
buckets and bins in the 
basement that are full of 
painting supplies that still 
need to be put back in their 
proper places.  The blue 
masking tape, the trimmers 
and edgers, the rollers and 
paint trays all say, “We’re 
ready!  Just get some more 
wall paper stripped and we 
are good to go!”   See, 
there’s the hitch – more wall 
paper stripping.  Yikes.  
And yet, I did pick up a 
brush. 
 This brush wasn’ t used in 
my home, though.  This 
clean soft brush was handed 
to me by a Trinity Lutheran 
“artist in residence”  with the 
intention that I would add 
my smooth brush strokes to 
the wonderful room-sized 
labyrinth as it is being 
painted during the month of 
October. 
 Now this is one of the 
huge perks of being a pastor 
– not only do I get to 
worship twice on a Sunday 
morning, but I get to do 
crafts (in this case, paint) 
right in the middle of my 
ministry morning.  What a 
hoot!  (I also have a similar 
response with talking to 
babies, singing with the 
preschoolers, playing Play-
Doh with folks who might 
come see me in my study, 

climbing huge outdoor 
structures at camps, visiting 
the homebound, celebrating 
communion – ok, there are 
lots of things I love to do.) 
 Anyway, painting the 
labyrinth was a blessing.  
The artists in residence (Joel 
and Bruce that day) 
encouraged us to write a 
message or something into 
the labyrinth and then to 
paint over it.  It seemed kind 
of like planting a seed of 
faith.  I wrote Bible verses 
and names and then prayed 
them as I painted them in – 
sealing them with love and 
hope. 
 While I painted, I visited 
too.  Folks talked about the 
people they care about, and 
about painting and school 
and stuff.  It was a calm 
place to stop on the journey 
that week.  It was a place to 
reflect.  It was a place to 
offer a little bit to a much 
larger project. 
 One of the parts that I like 
about a labyrinth is the 
journey to the center.  It is 
much like life, in that we 
journey all of it, there is no 
path we are on that we are 
not fully on.  All must be 
journeyed – the straight 
paths and the curves, alike.  
And, on that journey, when 
I keep my focus on Jesus 
journeying with me, as well 
as Jesus being my final 
destination, the path is 
always “do-able”  even when 
it isn’ t easy. 

 I also appreciate sharing 
the journey with others – 
not just the painting of the 
journey, but the walking of 
it.  As you receive this 
newsletter, our congregation 
will be right around the time 
of meeting a candidate for 
the senior pastor role in our 
congregation.   The 
candidate has been 
journeying already with our 
faithful and prayerful call 
committee, with me, and 
with our church council, and 
also our staff.  Like the 
labyrinth project, many 
people have been a part of 
the “project”  and are also a 
part of the walking of it. 
 While the walking of this 
call process has been long, 
it has been necessary.  The 
focus has been on Jesus, and 
his ministry through Trinity, 
and reaching out from 
Trinity into the world.  I 
await the work of the Holy 
Spirit in Trinity’s response, 
in good faith and with 
excitement for our shared 
journey.  It’s everyone’s 
turn to paint our path to the 
future. 
 

Together with you on the 
journey, 
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 Earlier this fall you may 
have recalled Pastor Fred’s 
mention of Kathleen Norris 
as one of his favorite 
authors and her spiritual 
journey in the barren land of 
the Dakotas.  If that 
awakened your curiosity at 
all, then you may want to 
check out “Dakota”  by 
Kathleen Norris from 
Trinity’s Library. 
 Subtitled, “a spiritual 
geography,”  her book traces 
her move from a working 
poet in New York City to 
Lemmon South Dakota with 
her husband (also a writer) 
to live in her grandparent’s 
homestead.  Throughout her 
writing, she evokes the slow 

pace she adopted and her 
appreciation for her new 
found quiet and isolated life 
– which makes the reader 
want to pause and think 
rather than race ahead to 
read the next page. 
 As well as chronicling the 
lifestyle of the rural 
Dakota’s, the book also 
chronicles the spiritual 
growth the author 
experiences as well.  Early 
in the book she expresses, 
“Nature, in Dakota, can 
indeed be an experience of 
the holy.”   The book gives a 
unique perspective on life 
outside of an urban hub, and 
how one’s spirituality can 
be nurtured by the quiet and 

solitude in a land off the 
beaten track.
