There are plenty of
metaphors and analogies
and symbols used in church
or religious language. We
talk about Jesusliving in
our hearts — he doesn’t
literally. We talk about the
Holy Spirit descending like
adove or like tongues of

fire. We say that God islike

amighty fortress. We talk
about our lives of faithasa
journey of faith or our walk
with God. The journey
metaphor is one of the most
common metaphors used in
the Bible to talk about our
lives. Some of the most
popular and famous Bible
stories are about journeys.
Abraham, Jonah, Jesus, the
disciples, Paul —these folk

and plenty of otherswere on

journeys to which they had
been called by God. The
Biblical writers record the
journey stories of famous
people in the histories and
chronicles of the Bibles.
The prophets and psal mists

speak of journeys as
metaphors and symbolsin
their writings. In fact the
earliest Chrigtians referred
to their faith as The Way
(see Acts 9:2).
Thisjourneying stuff
isn't just in the Bible either!
One of my favorite songs
from the National Y outh
Gathering is called “Ever
Walk with Me Lord.” Think
about hymnslike | Wonder
as| Wander; | Want to
Walk as a Child of Light;
Lord, Take My Hand and
Lead Me. Pastor Lauracalls
her column in the newsl etter
“Notes on the Journey.” Our
journeys today are not quite
asliteral asthose of
Abraham or Paul but we are
journeying nonetheless.
Sometimes we are changing
places; most often we are
trying to draw nearer to God
inour daily lives, or
searching for God and
God' s direction for us right
where we are.

This Lenten Season, in
our Spiritual Formation
ministry, we honor those
journeys. Our devotion
book, written by Trinity
members, is called
Journeysin Faith and
looks at those famous
journey storiesin the Bible
and journeys that our own
members have taken. We
will also be using our new
labyrinth as a tool on our
journeys. Each Wednesday
evening, starting on Ash
Wednesday, the labyrinth
will be available for use
before and after worship.
