 Since his original visit to 
Tanzania, Mike returned to 
the Mwangaza Teacher’s 
Resource Center in Arusha, 
Tanzania in 2005 and again 
in 2006.  The purpose of 
those visits was to develop 
and implement training 
seminars, programs, and 
activities for teachers in the 
more than 50 Evangelical 
Lutheran Church of Tanzania 
secondary schools located 
throughout the entire nation. 
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� As we celebrate Global M ission Sunday, M ike Wadle will be guest speaker  at both 
services.  Mike is a teacher and coach in the DeKalb Illinois Public Schools.  As part of the 
Mwangaza Teacher Exchange Program through the Northern Illinois Synod, he has visited 
Tanzania on three separate occasions, helping to develop and implement training seminars and 
programs for teachers in Evangelical Lutheran Church of Tanzania secondary schools. 
 The special offering taken this Sunday will be exclusively for Trinity’s global mission 
programs.  The success of Trinity’s global mission projects this year will be largely dependent 
upon the congregational support shown this Sunday and on Tri-A-Tithe Sunday in October.  
Next week, we will receive a letter and offering envelope in the mail encouraging us to support 
Trinity’s global mission efforts.  Each of us will have to make our  own decisions as to 
whether  we will make an offer ing.  Whatever  we decide to do, it’ s essential that God be 
involved in our  decision making.  With God’s Grace through the Holy Spir it, our  special 
mission gifts will enable Tr inity to fulfill its commitment to the global mission projects 
planned for  the year  2006. 
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In addition, he has been 
invited to return to Tanzania 
this coming summer and next 
and is currently assisting U.S. 
and Tanzanian teachers who 
are writing lesson plans by e-
mail. 
 Mike not only contributes 
his time and expertise in his 
trips to Tanzania, but also 
serves along with Art Milton 
as a member of the Northern 
I l l i noi s Synod Gl obal 
Mission Committee that 
guides and implements the 
Synod’ s global mission 
programs and efforts. 
 Trinity has a longtime 
investment of both funding 
and Christian support for 
M wangaza T eacher ’ s 
Resource Center that Mike 
serves so wel l .

In early June, the Byerlys 
moved from Iringa to the Pare 
Diocese, located northeast of 
Arusha, near Moshi. The Pare 
Diocese is a companion synod 
to the Southeastern Iowa 
Synod (SEIA), Beverly’s home 
synod.  A s “ vol unteer 
missionaries”  they now receive 
support from the SEIA as well 
as from St. Paul’s Lutheran 
Church in Davenport (their 
home church) through which 
Trinity makes its annual 
contribution. Working directly 
with the Pare Diocese, they are 
helping SEIA establish a 
meaningful relationship and an 
expanded partnership with the 
Diocese. One of their first 
assignments is to review the 
health care situation within the 
diocese, especially at Gonja 
Hospital, which is the only

 As I write today, it is two 
days away from Ash 
Wednesday.  We have just 
cel ebrated a Tr i ni ty 
Lutheran Church version of 
Mardi Gras yesterday with 
some amazing gumbo and 
King Cake.  My childhood 
memories of this time of 
year take me back to the 
M cD o w el l  Pancak e 
Breakfast.  I loved that 
meal.  The farmers in that 
church produced the most 
flavorful, lean, homemade 
sausage.  Many more people 
attended than could be 
served in the church 
basement, so folks waited in 
turn in the pews in the 
sanctuary. 
 My other memories of 
Lent itself had to do with 
what we could eat at school.  
We always had fish sticks 
on Fridays, and at home 
always had fish on Fridays.  
I remember talking about 
what I would give up for 
Lent, but don’ t remember 
what I did. 
 In more recent years, I 
have made a practice of 
adding some sort of healthy 
behavior for Lent, like 
exercise or more fruits and 
vegetables.  Last year I 
memorized scripture.  This 
year, it is prayer. 
 About a dozen years or so 
ago, some girlfriends of 
mine from church and I 

used to get together every 
other Saturday for prayer.  
We did this for years.  The 
whole time I kept a prayer 
journal.  Each week I started 
a new page.  On one side of 
the page I listed my prayers 
for family, friends, and 
church.  On the other side of 
the page I listed my prayers 
for the folks in my prayer 
group.  We made a covenant 
to pray for one another each 
day, and kept that promise. 
 Having that regular type 
and time of prayer is a 
blessing in and of itself.  I 
still do that kind of praying, 
but haven’ t recorded them 
since the time I left the 
group and went to seminary.  
I miss the blessing of that 
kind of recording.  My more 
recent runs at writing stuff 
down in that detail, were 
journaling my husband’s 
treatment and care during 
his treatment for cancer.  
Then following his death, I 
wrote in a journal daily for 
almost 2 years.  Some of 
what  I  wrote was 
conversation with Rod.  
Some was conversation with 
God.  Some was poetry.  
Some was lament… 
 It is a blessing to go back 
and read through all of that 
writing.  It is a chance to see 
where God was at work.  It 
is a way to see how I have 
changed and grown, and 
how those around me have 

as well.  I’m ready to do 
that with my prayers as 
well.  In some ways I have 
that with the prayer chain 
prayers already, but having 
those prayers stay with me 
in a more portable and 
per manent  f or m i s 
something I desire.  (One of 
my daughters gave me a 
beauti f ul  j ournal  f or 
Valentine’s Day that will be 
just right for this use – and 
will last me for two years!)  
I think it will be a good 
compliment to the journey 
we are taking in our 
midweek dramas, in our 
Trinity Lenten Devotion 
Book, and in our labyrinth 
walking as well. 
 Last month I  was 
reflecting on Romans 12:12 
Be joyful in hope, patient in 
affliction, faithful in prayer.  
Now that I really am 
recovering from that whole 
bronchitis/pleurisy thing, 
I’m ready to move on.  So 
this Lent, I’m restarting a 
tried and true method for 
me:  journaling my prayers 
on the journey.

 When I received an 
email that ELCA President 
Hanson had joined other 
rel i gi ous l eaders i n 
requesting that President 
Bush make peace in the 
Holy Land one of his 
priorities, I was very 
thankful.   I had just 
finished reading Bethlehem 
Besieged  375 RAH by 
Mitri Raheb and he and his 
congregation in Bethlehem 
were heavy on my heart.  
Raheb is a Palestinian 
Lutheran pastor.  An earlier 
book of his I am a Palestian 
Christian was reviewed in 
Library Lines last year.  
This new  book contains 18 
short “stories of hope in 
times of trouble” .  Many 
would have given up long 
ago given what Mitri, his 
wi fe and two young 
daughters have had to 
endure.  But his strong faith 

is surely a message for all of 
us. Raheb feels that his 
stories are his best avenue 
of nonviolent resistance.  
One of my favorite episodes 
is the story of how, through 
nothing short of a miracle 
the organ – made 110 years 
ago and finally given up as 
hopeless, plays “Oh Little 
Town of Bethlehem” on 
Christmas Eve.  If you need 
a reminder to consider the 
blessings of freedom or an 
inspiration to act for justice, 
I guarantee this short 
moving chronicle will do it.�
