 I can’ t quite figure out 
what the weather is doing.  
One day it is 76 degrees and 
sunny.  A few days later it is 
22 degrees and hinting at 
snow.  As I write, my 
daughters and I are in the 
midst of travel and travel 
plans.  I never thought that 
weather would be an issue, 
but it is!  One day I’m 
praying for de-icing systems 
and the next that the creek 
won’ t rise! 
 Those beautiful sunny 
days have made me linger a 
bit longer in my yard.  The 
birds are thankful, I’m sure, 
as it turns out I am a “ fair 
weather feeder.”   I even 
wander so far as to see that I 
have a few early bulbs 
coming up.  It feels a bit 
like I am living in Lent, but 
ready to run to Easter. 
 Rev. Craig Satterlee, a 
professor from the Lutheran 
School of Theology in 
Chicago was at Augustana 
for a seminar last week.  He 
led a group of us pastors 
through a study of the Bible 
texts for the season of 
Easter.  Yes, the Easter 
season is just as long as the 

Lenten season.  He warned 
us that we Lutherans often 
do a better job of Lent than 
we do of keeping Easter.  It 
is a bit like enjoying the 
getting ready and the 
anticipation of what ever 
special day, but once it is 
here, we are ready to move 
on. 
 Easter is too important to 
move on quickly. 
 I’m challenged by that.  
I’ve always thought of 
myself as a person with 
great hope.  But as Rev. 

Satterlee spoke I realized 
that the hope I live out is a 
hope that I often live from 
my attitude of Lent – woe is 
me, my home, my church, 
my world.  While I hope for 
the future, there i s 
something else to living as a 
resurrected Child of God – 
shar i ng  i n  Jesus’ 
resurrection. 
 I’m not sure what this 
Easter season is going to 
look like.  As little girl, 
Easter meant a beautiful 
new dress, new shoes, white 
gloves and a hat – as well as 
Jesus’  empty tomb.  Living 
in the resurrection is 
something more than 
wearing that new outfit for 
that one time – or even two 
or three times. 
 L i ving Easter l i ves 
changes everything.  I know 
that it changes more than 
the weather.  Join me at the 
empty tomb.  I want to look 
in one more time and see for 
myself  and see what 
changes in me. 
 
 Waiting in wonder, on the 
journey, 
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Once again we will be 
delivering plants from our 
Easter Memorial Garden to 
our homebound members.
