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Financial Report:

Council requests that the finance committee consider options to cover expenses (under
budget this month), should gifts continue to be below budget. Town meetings are May 6™
and July 22™. Attendance is showing an upward trend.

Ministry Team Updates:

Property: Property team has received estimates for boiler and roof repairs. Finance
team will explore options for financing these repairs. Pastor Larry has bids for repairing
the phone system and replacing some parts of the system. One pew has been removed
from the front of the church to alow for better movement during communion. Pastor
Larry is recommending that we adjust the pews to alow for more space between the
rows of pews to provide for better comfort of our congregation.

Motions Carried: That Council request congregational approva to refinance the
mortgage up to $400,000 to cover the costs of replacing the boiler, replacing sections of
the flat roofing and other major facility repairs of interior walls and flooring. (CC 04-
07-03) That the Council accepts Pastor Larry’s recommendation to repair the existing
phone system at a cost not to exceed $800. (CC 04-07-04)

Adult Spiritual Formation: Lenten devotional booklet was received positively. Pastor
Larry has recommended moving the big screen TV to Founder’'s Hall for programs to
run during fellowship time. A large flat screen monitor may also be placed in the entry
way to scroll announcements to keep the membership informed.

Communication Team: New clear plastic holders will be placed outside rooms so signs
can be changed as needed. Plans to move forward to purchase at least a 26" and
possibly up to a 42" flat screen monitor for the church office area. Mark Moran will
help work on the power point presentation to run on that screen.

Social Action Ministry Team: Peace Walk isMay 1%. Habitat has a fundraiser on May
13" Thrivent Builds House is scheduled for July 14™.

Witness/Outreach: Coffeehouse is May 4". New Member class is Tuesday, April 24"
and May 1%, 6:30-8:00 p.m. Global Mission Sunday brought in more financial gifts
than any other year.

Pastoral Reports: Staff meetings have been moved to Monday at 1:30 p.m. We are now
working with Carelink to provide for needs of homeless people who require assistance.
Skip Along Day Care will use the building from June 4™ through August 17". RK

Notes onthe Journey

As | was “fixing-to-get-
ready” to write for the “May
Trinity Visitor” | had aflash
of May memories from my
childhood. | would weave
little baskets out of
construction paper and fill
them with flowers -
dandelions, violets, and
lilacs. Then they would be
delivered by placing them
on the doorstep, a quick
doorbell ring, and running
to hide before my mom or
grandmother came to the
door

Now May 1% means
something else to my
family. It is the national
decison date for high
school seniors to make their
final decision about where
they will study in college.
By this day the applications
and the acceptances, the
campus visits and the
financial aid processes will
all be completed. It'sahard
process for parents, and
even more difficult for the
students. These are exciting
and hopeful, as well as
challenging times. It helps
me to know that other
people have been through
the experience and
successfully emerged as
students and parents!

Not everything helps,
though. Watching the news
yesterday and today didn't
help. As | write, it is less
than 24 hours from when a
gunman killed 32 people
and then himself at Virginia
Tech. Their campus and the
whole nation are shocked by
this tragedy. As | write,
families and friends don’t
even have a complete list of
those who were killed.

For families with
students at Virginia Tech
(and to a lesser extent at
other colleges and those of
us who are “fixing-to-get-
ready” to send students to
college) this is a “worst
nightmare” scenario. We
spend much of our lives as
parents keeping our children
safe and teaching them how
to be sofe. “Look both
ways before you cross the
street.  Don't play with
matches. Wear your seat
belt. Don't drink and
drive.”

Regardless of our
careful instruction and
earnest prayer, stuff

happens that is beyond our
control.  This is true for
students and retirees,
empty-nesters and grade-
schoolers. Beyond teaching
how to be safe, we also need
to know how to cope with
tragedy, and even cope with
just really lousy days, when
they strike.

My friend, Pastor Jane,
teaches kids “to use all the
‘God stuff’  they know”
anytime they are in danger,
in trouble, worried, or
whatever! As| drove across
town between hospital visits
yesterday | thought about all
the people 1 had
encountered who were
doing just that, and what
“God stuff” | brought with
me to them as well. One

person prayed and sang
“Jesus Loves Me’ while
waiting for surgery. Some
folks called friends, or me
or Pastor Larry and asked
for prayer. Some said the
Lord’s Prayer and the 23"
Psalm, others, the Apostles
Creed. Together we
celebrated the Lord's
Supper, prayed for strength
on the journey, and for hope
and healing for the folks at
Virginia Tech.

As| drove, | found that
| was singing hymns and
songs from Easter. As |
visited with people who
were in the depths of sorrow
or worry about where God
was, | shared Lamentations
3:55-58, and Romans 8:31-
35, 37-39. In my heart, |
remembered some of my
best “God stuff” — my
confirmation memory verse
(Joshua 1:9) and a favorite
passage that begins “So we
do not lose heart...” (2
Corinthians 4:16-18). Look
up these passages. Hear
God’s love and hope. Find
your own “God stuff” — a
favorite scripture, song,
hymn, or prayer and
practice it. Make it your
own. When May Day
comes — offer it as a gift to
someone you know.
