Finally it feels like spring.  
It took more than having to 
turn on the air conditioner 
because of a blast of 
summer heat.  It took more 
than trimming, mowing, 
and bagging a really tall 
stand of grass in the lawn.

I 
even enjoyed the 
conversation I had with a 
shopper who was trying to 
shop from my “already 
purchased cart”  of flowers 
that was waiting for me as I 

rushed to bring my vehicle 
closer to load it!  (She 
affirmed my choices!) 

 
This year as I planted on the 
first day (perhaps day 1 of 
my “creation” ) I also had 
the help of my parents.  
Mom trimmed trees and 
planted.  Dad helped clean 
out our garage and planted.  
We worked steadily, pacing 
ourselves with breaks for 
water and jokes.  I 
wondered why I had gone to 
work out at the gym that 
morning – cardio and upper 
body weights.  It seemed I 
was getting a double work 
out. 

 
Then I remembered how I 
had used that “gym time”  to 
ponder the scripture for 
Mother’s Day again, even as 
it was still on my mind as I 
was planting.

harvesting the same.  I 
asked Dad where he did his 
meditating now.  He 
reassured me that I didn’ t 
need to worry.  He got a 
good four hours or so of 
mowing to do each week. 

 
My planting continued for 
two more days.  (The days 
of mulch spreading are still 
ahead.)  The months of 
weed pulling and watering 
are ahead as well.  
Fortunately the enjoyment 
of the beauty and the 
“conversation”  with the true 
Creator, and the working of 
my physical and spiritual 
muscles come with the 
whole package.

“genesis”  is here at Trinity 
as well with the beginning 
of Jennifer Jordening as our 
new Children and Family 
Minister.
