the need for caring for it.

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Greetings to you in the 
name of our Lord! 

 
I never dreamed that I 
would become someone 
who would want to keep 
a lawn green. For many 
years, lawn care for me 
meant simply cutting the 
grass and little else. If it 
got hot and dry and the 
grass turned brown, it 
simply meant less 
mowing for me, as it did 
for most folk in the 
housing areas where I 
lived in the past. Even 
though the water was 
free there, few people 
bothered much with 
lawns. That's because 
everyone knew that they 
would not be living 
there many years. 

 
But home ownership and 
putting down roots here 
changed all of that. Now 
I do care how the lawn 
looks, along with my 
neighbors. Now I find 
myself watching 
weather reports for rain, 
hoping for that watery 
gift that keeps the grass 
greener over the summer 
months. Now I will drag 
out the sprinklers and 
water the lawn if 
necessary, despite the 
cost of the water. And I, 
much to my surprise, 
will even ask neighbors 
to water the grass if I 

will be away for a long 
time, since the grass 
does not take well to 2 
weeks without care. 
Now I will even do the 
same thing for them and 
their lawns. 

 
And our church (which 
is not my church but 
rather our church) can be 
compared to a lawn. 
When the weather is 
warm and summer 
vacations and other 
activities start, the needs 
of God's house of which 

we are a part do not 
stop. Without care, 
ministries at Trinity, as 
well as basic and more 
mundane needs, shrivel 
up like a lawn without 
water. It can get like a 
scruffy brown lawn 
without the time and 
talents of those who are 
a part of this community 
of faith, not to mention 
the costs, like watering 
the grass over the 
summer. As I now know 
with my lawn at home, 
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Bob Blew, Jane Bahls, Judy 
Johnson, and Bernie French 
were Trinity’s lay delegates 
at last month’s Synod 
Assembly.  This is the first 
of their reports on the event. 
A second report will appear 
in next months Visitor.  
Please visit our website, 
www.trinitylutheranmoline.
org., to view all of the 
reports as soon as they 
become available 
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Thank you for the opportunity extended to me to serve as a delegate to the synod assembly that 
was held at Augustana College June 15th & 16th.  I want to give you a “report”  about the 
assembly and to give you an overview of the sessions that I attended.  My thanks go out to you 
and also to those with whom I served, Pastor Larry, Pastor Laura, Jane Bahls, Bernie French, and 
Judy Johnson. 
 The “mountain top”  experience, for me, of the whole assembly was the worship service on 
Friday night.  We worshiped with about 600 people in Centennial Hall at Augustana College. 
The service included hymns of praise and celebration, and liturgy from the new Evangelical 
Lutheran Book of Worship, sermon from Bishop Wollersheim, communion, and installation of a 
new pastor and two associates in ministry.  I am not normally a person of deep emotional 
expression, but, I was moved to tears along with the Bishop and the rest of the people present at 
the conclusion of the installation ceremony as we all proclaimed, “Thanks Be To God!”   
 One of the wisest persons that I have met and studied with (as brief as it was) was our 
keynote speaker and bible study leader, The Rev. Dr. Mark Allen Powel.  My initial 
conversations with him were about the fact that we shared a common bond, not only as children 
of God, but as Eagle Scouts. It’s always a good thing to meet a fellow scout. The emphasis in his 
talks and bible studies was stewardship.  He gave good arguments that if a person or 
congregations are not giving, or growing in their giving, they are not growing in their 
spirituality.  The bible verse that he used that had the most impact on me was: Matthew 6:21 
“Where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.”  I would be willing to discuss this concept 
with any of you in relation to our giving to our church or to our synod.  I also plan on reading his 
book, Giving to God. 
 I also had the opportunity to greet and listen to the vice-president of the ELCA, Mr. Carlos 
Pena. He is the only lay person on the ELCA council, and no better person could be found to 
represent us in our mission of peace and justice throughout our country and the world.  I attended 
a breakfast forum on Saturday that was a slide show of his visit to Palestine and Israel last year 
as a representative of the ELCA.  He expressed that he was both shocked at the human injustices 
that the Palestinian people are enduring and how proud that he was that the ELCA was involved 
with education and delivery of healthcare services to the Palestinian people.  He is a marathon 
runner and was disappointed the he didn’ t bring his running shoes, etc. with him to take a run on 
our beautiful riverfront.  
 I attended a session on Global Mission that was led by our own congregational member, Art 
Milton.  It was interesting to see that in addition to the work that we are doing in Tanzania, as a 
synod, we are now partnering with the Lutheran churches in India.  We also voted on a 
constitutional change that would make the Global Mission task force sub-committee an 
autonomous committee of it’ s own in the synod organization.   I think that we should continue to 
support our efforts at Trinity for world hunger and outreach efforts in Tanzania.  I am anxious to 
see reports from Art about future efforts in India. 
 I also attended a session presented by the Social Action committee.  It was interesting to 
note that they are just entering serious discussions about environmental issues.  We will be 
seeing more about this in coming months at Trinity. Our Social Action Ministry team is now 
beginning to work on a joint effort with St. John’s Lutheran Church to deal with this issue.  I 
think that this should be supported with our best efforts.  We must act as good stewards of the 
world resources that have been given to us by our God! 
 I have expressed these feelings to the members of our delegation.  And am now expressing 
to all of you how we are blessed to be part of Trinity Evangelical Lutheran Church in the 
Northern Illinois Synod of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America under the leadership of 
Pastor Larry, Pastor Laura, and Bishop Wollersheim.  My prayer is that we continue to Praise 
God… Serve Christ… and Love One Another… in the body of Christ that we know as Trinity 
Evangelical Lutheran Church.

As I 
lifted the little green leafed 
plant, up would come one 
little set of roots after 
another.  Some plant trails 
stretched for 3 feet or more. 
 Weeding the lawn was 
actually a part of a 
larger project of 
sprucing up the 
lawn for my 
eldest 
daughter’s 
high school 
graduation 
party.  Of 
course the 
lawn work was 
followed by the 
garage-clean-out-and-
overhaul work, which was 
followed by house cleaning 
and cooking.  One thing 
always leads to another.  
There was enough work to 
do that it kept me 
pondering many such 
connections – connections 
that lead me once again to 
thanksgiving. 
 At the same time we 
were preparing for her 
graduation party, we were 
also pondering the move to 
college.  The long drive in 
August from home in Rock 
Island to Franklin and 

Marshall College in 
Lancaster, Pennsylvania 
will find us resting about 
half way in Columbus, Ohio 
with friends that we made 
15 years ago in our previous 
hometown of Normal, 
Illinois.  I know we will be 
thankful for their hospitality 
and friendship. 
 Remembering those 
friends brought to mind the 
hundreds of friends and 
family – new and old – who 
generously gave to our 
daughters’  education funds 
at the time of my husband’s 
death.  While the graduation 
party crew boasted a few 
treasured family and 
friends, the “send to college 
crew”  is huge.  I’m 
imagining a similarity to 

that cell phone 
commercial with 
the hundreds of 

support staff and 
the helicopters 
and such all 

standing behind 
the one fellow 
on the phone.  

As so many of you 
already know, the 
excitement and 
challenges of 

sending our children off to 
college can be a bit 
overwhelming!  Fortunately, 
the impact of the support we 
have received over these 
years has been 
overwhelming as well.  
And, we are thankful. 
 So, it made sense to me 
that when I got to 
experience my first summer 
Intergenerational Sunday 
School experience, it 
brought to mind those many 
men and women who 
helped to form my faith as a 
child.  I remembered how 

they taught me, how they 
took an interest in my life, 
how they prayed for me, 
and how they made church a 
place where I was 
welcomed and encouraged.  
I am thankful – and show 
my thanks through 
continuing to learn and 
encourage others in an 
intergenerational 
environment!  (I wonder if 
those folks so many years 
ago had as much fun as we 
are having!)

Learning the signs of each 
may save a life.  Heat stroke 
may be life-threatening and 
demands immediate medical 
attention (call 911!). 

 

How to prevent heat-
related illnesses: 

Dress for the heat – 
wear lightweight, 
light-colored 
clothing.  Wear hats 
and/or carry an 
umbrella. 

Drink water – carry 
water or juice with 
you and drink 
continuously even if 
you do not feel 
thirsty.  Avoid caffeine 
drinks and alcohol. 

Eat small meals and eat 
more often – avoid foods 
high in protein which 

Warm weather means 
activities and fun in the sun!  
Whether you love putting 
on shorts and enjoying the 
warm outdoors, or find it 
hot and uncomfortable, 
everyone must be careful 
not to let a heat-related 
illness spoil activities.   

 
Normally, the body has 
ways of keeping itself cool - 
by letting heat escape 
through the skin, and by 
evaporating sweat.  If the 
body does not cool properly 
or does not cool enough, a 
person may suffer a heat-
related illness.  Anyone can 
be susceptible; however the 
very young and the very old 
are at greater risk.  Heat-
related illnesses can become 
serious or even deadly if 
unattended. 

 
There are three heat-related 

increase metabolic heat. 

Avoid using salt tablets 
unless instructed by a 
physician. 

Slow down – avoid strenuous 
activities until cooler parts of 
the day. 

Stay indoors if necessary. 

Take regular 
breaks – take time 
out to find a cool 
place and rest. 

Know the signs of 
heat exhaustion and 
heat stroke and 
know what to do if 
someone is showing 
symptoms of either.

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What’s your favorite 
Bible story or passage? This 
past month of June four 
members of our 
congregation shared their 
favorite Bible passages and 
stories during adult 
education. They shared why 
particular stories moved 
them or had meaning in 
their lives. They shared how 
they are consoled, uplifted, 
strengthened and 
empowered by their favorite 
passages. We all are. We all 
have those little snippets of 
Scripture tucked away in 
our imaginations and 
memories that pop up in 
those times of joy or sorrow 
that seem to fit the moment 
so well. 

In June we explored those 
favorite Bible passages 
using a way of reading the 
Bible called lectio divina, 
Latin for sacred reading. 
Lectio divina is a way of 
reading Scripture that helps 
us explore and mine the 
story or passage for 
meaning that applies to us 
today. I was happily 

surprised when I came to 
Trinity to find lectio divina 
being used regularly in 
Bible Study at Wednesdays 
at One. I have been using 
this method of studying 
Scripture for about six 
years. I keep coming back 
to it in my own devotions 
because it always yields 
surprising results. The 
process demands that the 
Bible be taken seriously as a 
living document – one that 
speaks to us here today. For 
some of us, myself 
included, it is easy to 
understand the Bible as a 
document written thousands 
of years ago by people in 
very different situations 
from us. Sometimes it is 
harder to find the living 
Word of God within the 
words of the Bible. Lectio 
divina helps me to get 
around the history and the 
differences in culture and 
find the Word within the 
words. The best part is it’s 
easy! 

Lectio divina happens in 
three parts. The Bible 

passage being studied is 
read three times and each 
time a different question is 
asked. While reading the 
passage the first time, ask, 
what idea or word caught 
my attention? Think about it 
for a minute. I use a journal 
and write down some 
thoughts about that idea or 
word. The second time 
through the passage, ask, 
how does this story or 
passage touch my life? On 
the final read, ask, what is 
God calling me to do? I tend 
to journal most about this 
question. 

It really is that easy. This 
method of reading Scripture 
has been around since the 
Middle Ages. It has been 
rediscovered, if you will, 
more recently by Christians 
looking for the depth and 
richness of Scripture in their 
own devotions and worship. 
We at Trinity use lectio 
divina every Wednesday 
during our Bible study. If 
you’re intrigued and want to 
learn more, drop by on 
Wednesdays at 1:00 pm or 
Google it! 
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If you like to take pictures, 
play with puppets, pray with 
kids, play games, watch 
television, and generally 
have a good time, then VBS 
is the place for you! We're 
looking for adult and youth 
helpers who love to hang 
out with kids and have fun!
