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secure. He put a new 
song in my mouth, a song 
of praise to our God. 
Many will see and fear, 
and put their trust in the 
Lord. (Ps. 40:1-3). 

     So let us remember 
this wisdom from 
Scripture and patiently 
put our trust in God for 
the days and months and 
years ahead. Let us trust 
that God can and will 
pull us up out of 
whatever “miry bog”  we 
may face, placing our 
“ feet upon the rock” . Let 
us know in our hearts and 
souls that it is good to put 
our trust in our Lord, as 
individuals and as the 
people of God gathered 
at Trinity. God declared 
love for us long ago on 
the cross of Christ; the 
One who is fully worthy 
of our trust.

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 First of all, I would like to thank Trinity for the opportunity given to me to serve as a lay 
delegate to this year©s synod assembly.  As this was my first time to attend an assembly, I did not 
know what to expect, but I must say that I found it to be an uplifting and informative experience.  
Seeing a "larger picture" of our church and synod at work made me appreciate even more my 
faith and my small involvement here at Trinity.  The worship services were outstanding, Dr. 
Mark Powell©s Bible studies were excellent, and the forums gave me a greater knowledge of the 
scope and depth of our synod©s work.  To be able to listen to the debates on the very timely issues 
of the resolutions presented certainly showed me that we as Christians today have a huge 
responsibility to pray, think about, and then act on these important issues. 
 Following is my report on the forums I attended and a short summary of Dr. Powell©s 
message on Stewardship. 

Outreach 
 The purpose of the Outreach Ministry was simply stated as" being the business of growing 
God©s kingdom." 

Three areas of work were descr ibed as follows: 
1. Natural Church Development NCD-   This is a process available for congregations to use to 

help strengthen their congregations.  It involves what is called "coaching" where someone 
from the outside is brought in to provide support and to work with the congregation to help 
make it a more healthy one. 

2. This ministry helps to establish new congregations.  This process can take on different forms 
such as establishing a totally new congregation, a merging of 2 congregations, or an 
establishing or "planting" of a satellite congregation. 

3. The last area this ministry is involved with is the strengthening of our outreach to the 
Hispanic community, which is a fairly new endeavor. 

Global M ission 
 This forum reflected on the amazing work of our synod for the last 14 years in Tanzania.  A 
video and report from a committee member from Rockford gave us an idea of the kinds of things 
being done in not only Tanzania but Mexico also. 
 Because of the excellent work done in Tanzania, this ministry now has a new focus in India.  
Facts and background information were then given on this new Indian mission.  Information on a 
new memorial scholarship were given and facts about mission trips that can be taken were also 
given. 

Dr . Powell's Stewardship Messages 
 I enjoyed Dr. Powell©s interesting slant on stewardship.  Two things that stood out for me are 
as follows: 

1. This statement he made, "It is not just about faithful giving, but it©s about faithful living." 

2. His acronym for what is a faithful steward       ARMS 

   A -  stands for Acquire-  it©s important to know how we got our money 

   R -  stands for Regard-  what is our attitude towards our money 

   M -  stands for Manage-  do we do wise financial planning 

   S -  stands for Spend- how do we spend our money

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 Beginning the first full week after Labor Day, the music ministry of Trinity Lutheran Church will offer music programs for 
children ages birth through grade 6.  A description of the programs follows. 

 We encourage all members of our church family to prayerfully consider the benefits of the new programs for the children and 
grandchildren in your lives.  The foundational materials for the programs are drawn from the Musikgarten program for early 
childhood music and movement (Sunbeam through Kingdom Choirs), and from the Royal School of Music Voice for Life 
curriculum (Shalom).  Many of you know both the intrinsic value and the significant expense of early childhood music programs.  
As Trinity members, you now have the opportunity to have your children participate in such a program at no expense and in a 
faith-based context that nurtures the child’s spirit as well as the body and mind. 

 Please understand that, as we begin these programs, a relatively small number of children will participate in each ensemble.  It 
would be tempting to group them all together for the sake of scheduling; however, it is crucial that these children experience 
developmentally appropriate activities in order to fully benefit from the program.  If you are interested in having your child or 
grandchild participate, please contact Krista Mays as soon as possible regarding the optimal schedule for your family. We cannot 
possibly please everyone, but we are trying very hard to accommodate as many families as possible. 

 Please consider making time in your and your children’s busy schedules to bring them weekly to these programs. Children 
become weary from long days spent in school followed by afternoons and evenings filled with numerous activities. The God’s 
Children Sing programs provide a welcome respite from this frenetic pace. Children are energized and renewed by the time they 
spend making music, moving their bodies, and praising God. As adults, we understand that the programs are educational and 
purposeful; kids simply know that they have a wonderful time.  A lifelong love of worship through music starts here! 

Sunbeam Choir  (ages birth through 
preschool, with adult): The Sunbeam 
Choir is a program for children ages 
birth to preschool with a parent or care-
giver.  The presence of one adult per 
child is strongly encouraged, however, 
the activities allow for one adult to in-
teract with more than one child within a 
family.  Activities center on themes 
close to the child’s experience:  God, 
family, and nature.  Together with their 
adult, children will experience a variety 
of movement activities, unstructured 
dance, vocal activities, rhythm and tonal 
echo pattern games, listening experi-
ences, playing instruments, cuddling 
and rocking songs, and prayer.  Through 
sharing musical activities that are such a 
natural part of the young child’s world, 
the faith of both adults and children can 
be strengthened, enhanced, and enli-
vened. 

Hallelujah Choir  (Grades Pre-K/
Kindergarten):�The Hallelujah Choir 
makes music and worship fun!  Kids 
make a joyful noise to the Lord through 
activities centered on scripture and the 
child’s growing self-awareness as a 
child of God, moving outward to fam-
ily, community, and the natural world 
around us.  Multi-sensory activities for 
the development of musical literacy—
moving, singing and chanting, listening 
and playing instruments, rhythm and 
pattern games, graphic notation activi-
ties—are interspersed with activities for 
the development of faith—the reading 
of scripture, telling of bible stories, and 
prayer—in order to nurture the whole 
child, body, mind and spirit.  Interactive 
time with an adult or caregiver at the 
end of each session encourages families 
to strengthen their shared faith by bring-
ing songs and activities home. 

 

Shalom (Grades 4-6):  Shalom is a children’s choir that empowers kids to lead worship through music.  Through song, scripture, 
prayer, and service to the community, children grow in music literacy, knowledge of scripture, and personal faith.  Children in 
Shalom develop competency in beginning to intermediate music theory, learn to use their voices properly and to sing in parts and 
in canon, participate in percussion ensembles and begin playing handchimes, build a broad and increasingly advanced repertoire 
from varied genres, develop an understanding of the church year and participate in worship throughout its seasons, and learn to 
negotiate the hymnal and participate fully in all parts of the liturgy.  Children earn badges yearly through the Voice for Life pro-
gram by achieving targets in vocal performance, musical literacy, and liturgy and worship.  By making a commitment to share 
their time and talents, the children of Shalom build self-discipline, learn musical skills that positively impact academic learning, 
and develop a deeper understanding of stewardship as they offer their musical gifts to God through dedicated service. 

K ingdom Choir   (Grades 1-3):��Children 
explore through music, scripture, and 
prayer their place in the Kingdom of 
God.  Through exploring the music, 
songs, and dances of Christians across the 
world, children begin to find their place 
in the community of the faithful who for 
millennia have worshipped God in move-
ment and song.  Activities include sing-
ing sacred and folk songs, listening to 
and acting out bible stories and stories of 
the saints, praying with and for our fel-
low Christians, moving through singing 
games, free and structured dance, play-
ing, discovering and listening to instru-
ments from around the world, and devel-
oping music literacy through notation 
games, reading and vocalizing patterns 
and songs, becoming acquainted with the 
notation of whole songs, discovering to-
nal and rhythmic patterns within those 
songs, and improvising and composing 
with those patterns.
