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As I write, two rooms of 
our house are lined with 
“college stuff.”   Clothes. 
Electronic gadgets.  Books.  
Sheets and shoes and coats.  
Laundry supplies (yea!).  
By the time you read this, 
we will have put a few 
thousand miles on a 
vehicle, gone through 
several boxes of tissues, 
and those same rooms will 
be empty of the “college 
stuff”  and the college 
student. 

 
I can’ t say that there hasn’ t 
been some fun during the 
college selection and 
planning process.  I know 
that I enjoyed the campus 
visits with my daughter and 
it is exciting to consider all 
the possibilities that lie 
ahead.
