It was till abit scary
but also exciting as |
rappelled down to the

ground. | didit! | had
conquered my fear in
avery dangerous
situation! At least that
iswhat | thought for
just a second or two,
until I noticed the
second rope. What |
hadn’t noticed, and
could not seefacing
the tower
while
coming
down, was
that there
were not
one but
two ropes
connected
to each
person
rappelling
down the
tower. And the second
rope was held at one
end by a person on the
ground, who could
stop anyone from
falling and even hold
themup intheair by
simply using that
second rope. My ego
got a bit deflated after
| saw that therereally
was no danger while
someone held that
second rope at the
tower.

And we have a
God who holds that

second rope for us as
we live the sometimes
scary adventure of our
own lives. There are
times when we think
we will fal or that
what we see isthe end.
But the second ropeis
till there. God' s love
for us, shown most
clearly from the Cross
of Jesus, remainsto
catch us when we fall
and to hold us up
eternally. And when
we are doing that
leaning over the edge,
whatever that fear may
bein life, remember
the second rope, the
oneyou don’t see
when you face the
tower of life, the rope
held but our God.

Here are some
bottled water factsto help
you make earth-friendly
decisions about your
drinking habits:

I Bottled water is no safer,
cleaner or healthier than
tap water.

I A bottle that holds 1 liter
requires 5 liters of water
in its manufacturing
process.

I It takes more than 47
million gallons of ail to
produce plastic water
bottles for Americans
every year. Eliminating
those bottles would be
like taking 100,000 cars
off the road and 1 billion
pounds of carbon dioxide
out of the atmosphere.

I Plastic water bottles are
recyclable but almost
90% of them are NOT
recycled —that's

BILLIONS of bottles
annually!

! Bottled water can cost
$7.50 to $11.00 per
gallon but tap water costs
most customers one-tenth
of one cent per gallon.

I Although most
disposable plastic bottles
are safe for single use,
some plastics can leach
harmful chemicalsinto
your drinks (especially
#3, #6 and possibly #7
plastics).

So...what can we do to
reduce waste, save money
and stay healthy?

© Filter your tap water and
drink it fromrigid,
reusable containers made
of #1 or #2 plastic. Then
recycle them when they
are obviously worn —
worn plastics leach more
unwanted chemicals.

one but it does not include
water bottles— lllinois
does not have one yet.

Notes onthe Journey

So, I’'m learning how
to be the mom of a college
student. 1’m no longer
weeping at odd times. My
prayer life has
renewed vigor.

I’m getting some
pleasure out of eating
awider variety of
meals for supper.
(Read into that s
what you will.)
I'malso

enjoying doing

fewer loads of laundry.
Some things, however, can
make my heart skip a beat.

For example, just today
| got atext message from
my college student
daughter that read “there
was afirein our dorm, just
down the hall from us.
nobody was hurt but | had
to go to class without my
books.” It was written with
acareful attention to 1)
prompt notification, 2)
location, 3) safety/health
ramifications, and 4)
consequences. All-in-all
I’m very proud of her
combination of brevity and
thoroughness. It was also
written in away that was
supposed to keep me from
my mom-like knee-jerk
response to call back
immediately. So, of course,
| called.

One little detail was
fleshed out. (It wasafirein
ajanitor’'scloset.) Inthe
process of calling back and

forth, our call was
dropped 2 or 3
times and we
ended up having a
longer conversation
about changing cell
phone carriers.

Inthe
moments between
' calls| had timeto
reflect on a similar shock
that | gave to my parents
back in my junior high days.
| was aregular summer 4-H
camper at Camp
Shawanasee. | loved the
whole experience — hiking,
crafts, archery, singing,
underwater basket weaving.
| remember writing my
folks about how great it was
and about how when we
were “rock hopping” in the
stream, | had gotten swept
away in the current and one
of the counselors had to
rescue me. And the weather
wasgreat. And | made a
leather belt...and on and on.

In those days there
were no cell phones. There
was no immediate checking
in or counting of fingersand
toes. They waited until the
end of the week to be sure |
really truly was alright.

Nonethel ess — swept away
by the current versusfirein
thedorm—1 say “We're
even.”

Itisjust aswell that she
texted me when she did. |
was writing up my final
notes for teaching the
Introduction to the Lord’s
Prayer for confirmation
class —the “Our Father in
heaven” part. | had just
reminded myself of the
constant access we have to
God who is as close and
loving as a parent, but
ALWAY S accessible. No
dropped calls.

During October and
November I'll be talking
with many of you about this
kind of praying, and our
spiritual livesasawhole, as
| am teaching for two
months of Sundays on
Prayer and the Spiritual
Life. Whether we are
experiencing regular
communication with God
and feel particularly “on-
fire” with the Spirit, or, are
feeling like our spiritual
lives are more like a series
of dropped calls, thereis
room for all of usto grow in
faith.

| hope we can travel
together on the journey,

For those whose annual
pledge is a tithe, we thank
God that the Holy Spirit
working through them has
enabled themto reach this
Biblical goal. Should they
wish to make a contribution
toward Trinity’s global
mission projects, they are
encouraged to do so in the
“Try-A-Tithe Sunday”
offering envelope everyone
will receive in the mail the

October 16 around the
globeis World Food Day, a
day for giving special
attention to the plight of
hungry people around the
world. Trinity gives
attention to World Hunger
each month throughout the
year—but we have had a
long tradition of joiningin
this special emphasistime
each year.

Estimates continue to
place the number of hungry
people in the world at
between 800 million and 1
billion. Instead of focusing
on these paralyzing
numbers, we can focuson a
few hungry people or
villages plagued by hunger
and recognize that our
monetary gifts, channeled
through the Northern
[1linois Synod to the ELCA
World Hunger Appeal, can
help those people and

villages. Last year our
synod alone gave almost
$400,000 to the appeal.
When one considers that
small amounts of US$ can
do SO MUCH in poorer
nations of the world, the
value of this $400,000 is
enhanced more than one
might believe. PLEASE
share some dollarsin the
attached world hunger
envelope and bring it to one
of the services this month.
Y ou will help some hungry
people and you will feel
good in letting your
Christian faith be translated
into global responsibility.
While we hate to talk
about dollars alone and
statistics, some trends at
Trinity relative to the
Hunger Appeal are
disturbing. Asof August 31,
only $5,259 had been
received al year for the

Hunger Appeal — compared
to $7649 and $9457 at this

same time respectively in 06

and ‘07. Trinity has a history
of being one of the leading

congregationsin our synod in

terms of giftsto World
Hunger. We need to get back
to that position, not only to

fulfill our leadership role, but

more importantly to help
more needy folks with
agricultural development and
food relief. Again, please be
generous in October to help
us catch up this year.
