Newsweek magazine's
August 13, 2007 issue
features the arguments and
strategy of those who deny
climate changeisa
legitimate threat. Confident
that our congregations
recognize the importance of
looking at all sides of an
issue, we give a brief
summary of the article.

The argument began in
the early 1980s after the
U.S National Academy of
sciences sounded the
alarm. Free market think
tanks, energy, auto, steel
and other industries and
contrarian scientists (very
few actual climatologists)
have |obbied, written op-ed
pieces for newspapers,
advertised and attracted
media attention in a
coordinated, well funded
campaign to convince the
public and to influence
public policy. They claim
the science isinconclusive
and thereis no scientific
consensus on theissue. In
spite of study after study, by
international science and

the UN, the firm consensus
of the vast majority of
climate scientists, the
acceptance of most of the
industrial world and
widespread

publications, the "denial
machine" (Newsweek's
phrase) continues to be
effective.

Their key tacticisto
undermine the science by
funding their own studies,
conducted by television
meteorologists, conservative
think tanks and industry-
paid scientists. Where did
the funding come from?
Some examples:

1.Exon-Mobil has given $19
million in all to think tanks
like the Competitive
Enterprise Institute.

2.The American Petroleum
Institute, $53 thousand.

3.Western Fuels Association
(coal) and others paid
$165 thousand to a
University of Virginia
climatologist to write a
newsletter trashing
mainstream climate
science.

4.Greenhouse doubtersin the

White House Council on
Environmental Quality has
altered scientific reports and
offered $10 thousand to
scientist to challenge the
international panel’s latest

report

Thistactic is especially

effective since no legitimate
scientist ever claims 100 %
certainty.

National news media,
usually committed to giving
both sides of an issue, reports
on these compromised
studies, giving them the same
credence as the mainstream
science. Thus public policy
making has been affected in
congress and the executive
branch. Vital measures have
not been implemented and
precioustimeislost.

The good news: public
opinion has begun accepting

the mainstream science and

some state (California, New

Jersey, Minnesota and

others) and local (Rock
Island) governments are
addressing the problem.

Last week | waslearning a
bit of computer-eze using
Microsoft Publisher. While
| had the suggested
“typing” classin high
school, computer
knowledge (if | can call it
that) has come along the
way. And, per usual, when
I’m off to learn one thing, |
always learn something else
along the way.

| was doing my best to take
on the publication of a sort
of aflyer/bookmark for my
October-November Sunday
School class. | was going
to type up my own notes
and figured that with the
change in staff positions at
church, it would be helpful
for me to turn out some of
this simple stuff on my
own.

On that particular day, |
learned little bitsin the
process from Karen, Dawn,
and Anne. For instance, |
learned how to copy whole
pages (even if they have
multiple text boxes). |
learned how to delete
whole pages. | learned
about publisher “fonts’ and
soonand soon. And |
can't say that | “learned”
this, but | was definitely
reminded of the joy of
working with people who
shared their gifts well and
with care.

What | wasreally trying to
learn more about was
prayer. |'ve always been a
pray-er. My husband
claimed that was because |
came from along line of
pray-ers, most especially
my mom. | remember
praying for three and a half
years while my husband and
| were dating that he would
just go to worship. | prayed
and prayed. That regular
worship, | thought, would
be enough, or at least a good
place to start. He did start
going to

worship with

me after we

moved 2,000

miles from

home to

Portland

Oregon. We

rarely missed worship after
that. However, he would
have said that his growth in
faith happened through
playing guitar in music
ministry and through
washing dishesin the
church kitchen during the
midweek evening family
ministry.

Y ears later after he had
spent ayear on church
council and a year as the
interim business
administrator for a church
of 2,500 members, he said
to me “The next time you
want me to do something,
just ask, don’t pray!” |

guess he was imagining that
| had some super-extra-
powerful direct line to God!
(I fooled him! We all have
that line!)

Now as | have been
preparing for and teaching
this class, I’ ve reflected on
the many types of prayer
and locations of prayer that
I’'ve used in my life.
Sometimes prayer comes
with hands gripping the
steering wheel of my
vehicle tightly. Sometimes
it ison my knees
at my bed.
Sometimesitis
through journaling
—oftenitiswhile
walking or
exercising. My
family and | pray
wherever we eat — table,
yard, car, restaurant, boat.
Sometimes there are lots of
words — sometimes one, like
“Why?" or “When?’ or
“Thanks.” Some prayers
areonly sighs. Some are
songs in worship or in the
garden.

I'm till learning new ways
of “how” to pray, I'm ever-
learning about the “to
whom.” | pray that | will
always desire to continuein
holy conversation.

The 100th Anniversary
team will be surveying the
congregation in December to
see what options we should
consider. Please note that this
survey isnot avote for a
plan, but only a method to
guide the team toward
narrowing our focus and
building a plan with
consensus, aplan we can all
get behind and support.

Building and renovations
are often part of such
celebrations and thanks to the
generosity of a 100th
Anniversary team member,
our building was examined
by a professional along with
our Property team. Because
of this, we now know that we
have no major structural
problemsin our church
building. (The most major
item identified was the
sanctuary floor, which creaks
and sags. It could use
replacing but it is safe and
will not collapse).

Options that have been
proposed by members
include:

Suggestions we are
likely to do: * 100th Ann.
Service, * 100th Ann.
Dinner, * Ann. DVD using
oral histories, * special
events during the
anniversary year, * assorted
100th anniversary mugs and
similar items.

Suggestions that would
involve some fundraising: *
Minor renovations, such as
new carpet and painting of
the church, light fixtures,
and some audio/video
improvements that would
freshen up the building but
not address some repairs.

Suggestions that would
involve athree year fund
raising campaign: * Major
renovations to the building;
fixing the Sanctuary floor,
revamping the sound
system, adding full video
capability while not
harming the integrity of
traditional worship, a
sanctuary renovation,
painting, new tile flooring in
heavily used areas, and/or

an addition of agym/ large
space. Thiswould renovate
the entire structure and
possibly add a new space
for ministry.

Suggestions that would
require alarger and/or
longer fund raising
campaign: Relocationto a
new property with a new
church or remodeling an
existing building.

Again, theseare
suggestions from
member s, and no one has
made any decision for or
against any of
them. Please excuse the
bold print, but we really
want to be clear about
this. The survey will be
given to people during
worship during the first
three weeks of December,
and will be mailed / emailed
to any member who
requests one. The team will
be gathering the results and
will be sharing these results
with you early next year.

A Place Where Everyone Is
Invited, Welcomed, and
Safe....A Church Family/
Home

I'd like to share some
ideas about church family/
home (which happensto be
one of my three primary
goalsto build a children and
family ministry my first
year here at Trinity) with
you from Seasons of the
Spirit in an article by Pastor
Gaye Sharpe, Gateways to
Worship by Carolyn C.
Brown, and some email
exchanges with Trinity’s
own Jane Bahls.

Creating an authentic
intergenerational
community does not happen
by chance, nor can its
creation be motivated by
concerns about growth and
fears for survival. Forming
community with all kinds of
people and all agesis one of
the prime ways in which we
know and experience God.

Most “new” people (in
fact over 50 %!) come to
church through a direct

invitation from a member
who not only invites, but
brings their guest (s) to
church with them. When
was the last time you invited
someone? Brought someone
with you? Can you share the
Good News with someone
this week and bring them
with you?

Being welcomed was
integral to Hebrew culture.
Foundational storieslift up
the sacred duty to provide
hospitality to the stranger.
Behind each story isthe
reasoning that an encounter
with a stranger may well be
an encounter with God; a
new person walking through
the doors of our church
might well be an angel sent
by God with power to
transform usinto more
faithful followers of the
Christ. Anyone who walks
through our doors should be
treated like family.

Building a place that
everyone calls home is not
as much about sharing
activitiesasit is about
sharing lives. Activities are

just like ateacher’s
curriculum: the most
important part isto use each
as ajumping off point to
establish relationships. By
providing an atmosphere of
acceptance, celebration, and
honesty a church encourages
all agesto build a community
and afaith that enriches each
life. Those new to the
community, when invited,
welcomed, and made to feel
safe (for example: young
families need to see an
adequately staffed Nursery
with 2, at least 1 being an
adult) to explore and express
ideas that will transform us
into better disciples. Those
with experience and
commitment will mentor
those who are searching and
unsure. The wisdom of all
ages, offered in worship,
education, fellowship,
mission, and music blesses
the congregation. The gifts of
each person feed the
community both inside and
outside of the church.

Recently, | have been asked
why, if | have had aflu shot,
can | still get sick with the
flu. This question hasto do
with the immune system of
the body. Immunology is
one of the miraculous
mechanisms that scientists
and researchers study daily
to try to understand more
fully. Fortunately, inthis
case, enough is known to
answer the question.

Fluis caused by avirus.
Each virus family has many
strains (like brothers, sisters,
aunts, uncles and cousins
3rd, 4th or 6th removed!).

If you are exposed to one of
the strains of viruses, you
may get the flu and your
body will develop defensive
antibodies against that
particular strain. However .
.. you are till susceptible to
the other strains of influenza
that are floating around.

Y our body has not been
exposed to those strains and
so has not had a chance to
build up antibodies. (By the
way, this principle works
for the common cold viruses
also - for which there are
thousands of strains).

Each year, flu virus strains
that are expected to be
causing the major amount of
risk are: identified, isolated,
killed and made into a
vaccine. (By the way, eggs
are used in this process — so
if you are allergic to eggs,
you should not receive aflu
shot). Because the viruses
in the vaccine are killed,
your body cannot be
infected by them, but your
body does produce
defensive antibodies
temporarily against these
strains. This year’ s vaccine,
which contains the dead
viruses of three major flu

strains, beginsto provide
protection in about two weeks
and lasts for several months,
becoming less protective as
time wears on.

Anyone can get the flu, but
the concern comes because
flu causes death from
complications each year for
thousands of people —
especially those considered
‘highrisk’. ‘Highrisk’
includes the very young, the
frail, the elderly and the
chronically ill. Most people
who get the flu are back on
their feet in aweek or so. In
aflu epidemic 20-50% of
those not immunized may
contract the flu. Theflu
vaccine has been proven to be
75% effective in preventing
theillness —and may very
well decrease the severity if
contracted, thus being life-
saving in the remaining
vaccinated people.
