In those 
times, please remember that 
you are not alone, even if 
you feel alone. Please 
remember that you remain a 
child of God and that Jesus 
still cares about you. Please 
remember to reach out and 
ask for help if you are caught 
in a gloomy place, and let 
the people of God be an aid 
and a help in walking 
through the gloom. After all, 
we are in this life of faith 
together, and we can be, as 
Martin Luther put it, “Little 
Christ’s”  to each other. May 
God bless you this month 
and in the times to come!

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During these winter months 
we all become more aware 
of the cost of heating our 
homes and the expense of 
the electricity we use.  
Electric companies 
understand that concerns 
about climate change are 
growing, and some are 
taking voluntary action to 
address GHG (greenhouse 
gas) emissions.  Mid 
American Energy web site 
www.midamericanenergy.c
om includes a Chairman’s 
message by David Sokol, 
CEO, about environmental 
efforts and he states some 
general principles.  It will 
require an aggressive and 
sustained commitment by 
the power industry and 
policymakers to develop 
strategies and technologies 
to reduce greenhouse gasses 
and carbon dioxide 
emissions.   

However, we, as committed 
stewards of our 
environment, can do more 
than just contact our 
legislators.  If we have not 
already taken advantage of 
the newest compact 
fluorescent lights (CFLs), 
this is an especially good 
time to investigate what is 
available for different areas 
of our homes.  There may 
be a few people who have 
had older CFL bulbs in their 
homes, are dissatisfied with 
the amount and/or quality of 
light emitted, and have 
investigated no further.  

There is good news and 
much from which to choose 
for these folks – and for all 
of us.  .   

Different types of CFLs 
include twin tube, quad 
tube, triple bias, spiral, 
circular, and F lamps   
Pictures and descriptions 
can be found at http://
saveenergy.about.com with 
suggestions on the types of 
lamps or light fixtures for 
which each is appropriate.  
There are  three-way 
models, CFLs that can be 
used for dimming, and 
choices of brightness and 
color of light.  Another 
helpful resource is 
www.energystar.gov, and 
local store personnel are 
often well-informed about  
choices of light bulbs.    
According to the 
” IowaDNR Waste 
Management”  print-out, “ If 
every home in America 
replaced just one 
incandescent light with an 
ENERGY STAR rated CFL, 
it would save enough 
energy to light more than 3 
million homes and prevent 
greenhouse gas emissions 
equivalent to those of more 
than 800,00 cars annually” .   
And, we get more power for 
less money.   Every little 
watt counts! 

Because CFLs contain a 
small amount of mercury,  
they should be disposed of 
properly, ideally recycled.  
Locally, different cities 

have differing views on 
disposal.  At least one Illinois 
QC town is unconcerned about 
the small amount of mercury 
and says it is permissible to 
just put them in with the 
regular trash.  A call to the 
Regional Collection Center in 
Scott County definitely advises 
that CFLs should be brought to 
their location along with old 
medicines, paint, or other toxic 
materials.  More information 
about scheduling such a drop-
off is available at 563-386-
9575.  Some of the internet 
sites give specific information 
on how to clean up the 
material in your home if a bulb 
is broken.   

We Lutherans remember the 
children’s song, “This Little 
Light of Mine” .  Let’s work 
together to make the song 
meaningful in more ways than 
one!
