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Warmth!  Well, at least not 
sub zero cold. It is without a 
doubt getting warmer, and 
before too many months we 
will start wishing for the 
cooler weather of April. It is 
all part of the circle of the 
seasons that 
comes each year

Each year there 
is the come and 
go of the seasons 
and the cycles of 
warmth and coolness that 
come each year like the 
rising of the sun each day. 
Knowing the seasons helps 
farmers in caring for crops

The church has it year long 

cycle as well, 
which starts in late 
November or early 
December with 
Advent, a season of 
preparation for the 
Christmas season 
which follows. 
After the 12 days of 
Christmas (where 

the song gets the 12 days 
from) comes the season of 
Epiphany, the season 
remembering the Lord’s 
presence on earth, followed 
by the preparation season of 

Lent, Holy Week, and then 
the Easter season 
celebration. The other 6 
months are the season of 
Pentecost, emphasizing the 
time of the church, the time 
in which we live. Knowing 
this yearlong cycle helps 
keep us focused on our Lord 
and on various parts of our 
shared Christian faith. It can 
remind us of what Jesus did 
for us during the year and if 
how we can respond in faith 
and in service. 

 
So enjoy your spring and 
your Easter season!

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While we as Americans are 
increasingly recognizing the 
threat of climate change, we 
don©t always recognize the 
urgency of action to combat 
it.   
The University of Iowa©s 
Professor Jerald Schnoor 
has worked up a list of 7 
ideas for the online 
publication, Environmental 
Science & Technology (of 
which he is editor).  You 
can find it if you google 
Seven Ideas Lost on 
Americans / global 
warming. Are these 
controversial? Needed? 
Timely? You decide. Here 
they are, condensed and 
paraphrased. 

  
1. Our  Unsustainability is 

Immense.   Americans 
don©t have any idea how 
far we are from 
sustainability. 

2. Tipping Points Are 
I r reversible. Americans 
have trouble grasping 
that we face an ice free 
planet.  It will take 
centuries, even 
millennium to reverse the 
damage.  We buy 
insurance against fire and 
weather damage to our 
homes, though we don©t 
expect it to happen.  We 
buy health insurance 
even when healthy.  Why 
do we resist protection 
against climate change, a 
known threat? 

3. Time Lags Bite. 
Americans tend not to 
accept that the cavalry 
can©t always arrive on 
time to save us from 
whatever threatens 
us.  We needed to start 
stabilizing the 
atmosphere to 450 

particles of CO2 per 
million years ago.  That 
will require an 80% 
reduction of emissions by 
year 2050.  Very 
difficult. We are wasting 
precious time. 

4. Species Matter . 
Americans tend to 
believe species loss is 
inevitable, always has 
happened, always 
will.  But when there are 
no bees to pollinate 
crops, when coral reefs 
collapse to only a few 
species, when disease  is 
no longer controllable by 
nature, we will grasp the 
consequences of not 
protecting them.   

5. Free Markets Aren’ t 
Free.  Air, land and 
water are natural capital, 
but their destruction 
seemed not to matter 
when there were fewer 
people and territory 
seemed endless.  Now it 
does matter.  The 
environment is a valuable 
commodity, a scarce 
resource. A state or 
individual should pay for 
filling the atmosphere 
with CO2.  Successful 
capitalism depends on 
this basic concept. 

6. Inaction Can Be More 
Expensive Than Action. 
Americans have trouble 
with the idea that steps 
toward reducing 
emissions will produce 
quality jobs and enhance, 
not ruin, our 
economy.  More 
Hurricane Katrinas, 
drought and fires on our 
western coastal deserts 
will cost far more than 
reducing emissions. 

7. Technology Alone Can’ t 
Do I t. Americans still seem 
to have the idea that 
technology, (like the cavalry 
charge) will somehow save 
us.  We are a "can do" 
nation and technology has 
always solved our problems, 
like putting a man on the 
moon or feeding more 
millions with agricultural 
technology.  And of course 
technology can take us from 
the fossil fuel age into the 
future.  But not alone.  This 
challenge is far more 
daunting than those I 
mentioned.  The U.S. must 
act with leadership, 
inspiration and compassion. 
Hearts and minds must 
change and we must work 
together if we are to solve 
this challenge. 

  
     But hearts and minds are 
changing.  All three 
presidential candidates have 
proposals for combating 
climate change and congress is 
talking about it.  States, cities, 
business and industry, 
churches and educational 
institutions and individuals are 
doing things about it.   
     And so are we.  By now 
you have received information 
about the joint Trinity and St. 
John©s workshop “A Green 
Congregation Training 
Workshop”  on Saturday, April 
5th at Trinity.  Check it out 
and come.

 In the summer of 1997, 
Ron Henning and his wife, 
Pat, made their first visit to 
Tanzania where their 
daughter was serving as a 
teacher at the Maassae Girls 
Lutheran Secondary School 
in Monduoi.  Ron’s 
response to that experience 
was, “My daughter opened 
my eyes to the opportunity 
to serve globally.”  Later that 
year he joined the Northern 
Illinois Synod Global 
Mission Subcommittee.   

 As part of the Mwangaza 
Teacher Exchange, in the 
year 1998, Ron and his wife 
Pat hosted a Tanzanian 
teacher for six weeks.  He 
then completed the teacher 
exchange by returning to 
Tanzania to partner with 
that teacher in presenting 
seminars to Tanzanian 
teachers on the teaching 
materials they had created.  
Upon his return to the 
States, Ron participated in 
the founding of “The 
Friends of Mwangaza”  in 
support of that organization 
and was elected as vice 
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NIS and Arcot Church.  His 
experience in India will 
provide the basis for his 
presentations.   

 Trinity has a longtime 
investment of both funding 
and Christian support for the 
foreign mission activities Ron 
serves so well.  His 
involvement in these activities 
make him well qualified to 
speak to the Trinity 
congregation about the role 
Trinity can continue to play in 
supporting Lutheran mission 
work in developing countries.
