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May, it’ s a season of 
changes, with new buds 
shooting up and warmer 
weather that we can count 
on staying warm. It is a 
season when children look 
forward to the end of school 
and the brilliance of flowers 
is all over the place. It is a 
season of change, 
continuing the change from 
winter’s cold to summer’s 
heat.  
 
For Trinity it is a season of 
change also, with the 
resignation of our Minister 
of Music and our Choir 
Director. Many of you have 
gotten to know the Mays, 
and I suspect that there are a 
number of feelings that have 
arisen with their coming 
departure at the end of June. 
In fact, there is probably not 
a single emotion that 
someone at Trinity has not 
felt at some point over this 
change in our ministry staff.

They 
are a part of a kind of 
grieving process, a way of 
digesting this news, of 
letting go, and of moving 
toward acceptance of this 
change at Trinity. This 
gradual process toward 
acceptance is not saying that 
you desire the change but 
rather that you have 
accepted its reality 
emotionally. How long it 
takes to get to that 
emotional acceptance varies 
with each person, since each 
person is a unique child of 
God. I share with you some 
of those feelings of 
grieving, and the same time 
look forward to our future 
for our music ministry. 
 
Currently we are reforming 
our search team to begin the 
process of looking at our 

musical staff  needs for our 
music ministry. We also 
continue to look at our 
worship life and plan to use 
those results for the hiring 
process. I share this with you 
in order to keep you 
informed and to remind us 
all that our journey continues 
as we trust in God and move 
ahead in faith. Also, please 
rest assured that many 
people will be actively 
involved in action, study, 
and prayer to ensure that we 
make this transition in an 
intentional and fruitful 
manner. May God bless you 
in this month of changes!

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After a 6 week analysis of 
our confirmation ministries, 
the Focus group presented 
to TLC Council that the 
confirmation ministry be 
staffed with one 15 hour per 
week paid staff 
member.  The focus group 
had reviewed ministry 

values, strengths/growth 
areas, priorities, and roles 
for a paid confirmation staff 
person, the pastors, the 
Youth Education Team, 
small group leaders, parents, 
youth mentors, students, and 
the congregation.  The TLC 
Council approved the 

recommendation and 
encouraged them to prepare 
a job description, 
advertising, and prepare to 
interview.  Many thanks go 
to the Focus Group for their 
work thus far. 
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“Water, water everywhere 
and not a drop to drink!”    
We’ve all heard or read that 
phrase, and now it becomes 
very important to us with 
our climate changing world.  
Yes, we must take water 
conservation seriously – 
now!  I can hear someone 
living near the Rock River 
or in other flooded areas 
saying, “What do you mean!   
Conserve water??   My 
house is flooded and the 
river keeps rising!”    Yes, 
we must look at our water 
supply – drinking water – 
and we’re looking at a 
future shortage. 
 

Water has come to be 
known as “ the oil of the 
21st century” , and by the 
year 2025 it is predicted that 
two-thirds of the world’s 
population will run short of 
fresh drinking water.  There 
are many issues to learn 
about our water supply, the 
use of plastic water bottles 
(discussed in a previous 
“Cool It”  article) being only 
one.  According to the Salt 
Lake Tribune of 2/11/2006, 
the Ogallala aquifer, the 
vast underground pool that 

feeds faucets across the Great 
Plains, is running low.  Some 
experts have said it is the 
fastest-disappearing aquifer 
in the world.  
(www.sltrib.com/
nationworld/ci ) 
 

Another issue is private vs. 
public control of our water 
supply.  Some private 
international companies are 
now controlling the cost and 
quality of drinking water in 
many states and 
communities, and the battle is 
intensifying in Illinois.  
According to the Chicago 
Tribune of May 28, 2006, 
about 15 percent of 
America’s water business is 
in private ownership with 
some being owned by a 
German company RWE, 
known as American Water.  
The Illinois Quad-Cities’  
water supply is run by 
municipal, or public, 
operations.   Is our water 
supply a resource for the 
common good or are water 
rights available for private 
companies to control?  For 
updated information, see 
www.foodandwaterwatch.org 
or www.sierraclub.org/cac/
water 
 

What can we do?  Here are 
only a few suggestions: 
¨  Water your lawn only when 

it needs it. 
¨  Fix leaky faucets and 

plumbing joints. 
¨  Use a bucket of water and a 

quick hose rinse at the end 
when washing your car. 

¨  Install water-saving shower 
heads or flow restrictors and 
shorten your showers. 

¨  Use a broom instead of a 
hose to clean your driveway 
and sidewalks. 

¨  Capture tap water while you 
wait for hot water to come 
from the pipes.  It can be 
used later on house plants or 
your garden. 

¨  Keep a bottle of drinking 
water in the refrigerator so 
you won’ t have to wait for 
the tap water to become 
cooler.

And when I’m there, I 
breathe, great free breaths.  
That breathing might bring 
on thanksgiving.  It might 
bring up a lament.  It might 
bring on tears.  Regardless, 
it is conversation – perhaps 
unspoken, but a none-the-
less deliciously tactile 
conversation with God.  (No 
electronics, or postage 
required.)

By being able to recognize 
symptoms and understand that they signal an emergency, you are able to seek medical 
attention quickly. Treatment exists to minimize the effects of stroke; however it must be 
given within 3 hours of the first symptom. It is easy for people to recognize stroke 
symptoms by learning to Act F.A.S.T.

Fifteen years later, 
Julia Ward Howe, pacifist, 
suffragist, and author of the 
lyrics to the “Battle Hymn of 
the Republic,”  organized a 
day encouraging mothers to 
rally for peace, since she 
believed they bore the loss of 
human life more harshly than 
anyone else. In some 
countries, Christian 
communities have expanded 
Mothers’  Day to include a 
celebration of the entire 
family, and all of God’s 
family. 
    Educators, mothers being 
some of our earliest ones in 
life, will also be recognized 
on May 11. We are asking all 
Sunday School classes to start 
in Founders Hall before going 
to class, so that the teachers 
can be recognized too as part 
of the educators group.
