ways. Donationsto

food banks and other
helping agencies are
significantly down while the
need for these servicesis
rising. And our financial
offerings at Trinity from
those who have not pledged
is down as well, meaning
that our budget for this year
istight. Financially
speaking, we are not in dire
straits yet, but we are by no
means out of the woods
either... and the financial
“summer ump” that almost
all churches experienceis
still ahead.

But in such times, |
think that it is even more
helpful to look at the part of
the glass that is full and not
concentrate on the part that
isempty. At Trinity, we
have much to be thankful
for even when it is“abit
rough out there”. We have
been blessed with a

substantial bequest from the
estate of Elsa Johnson that
was designated for capital
improvements, and we are
making good use of that
generosity in making
improvementsin
accordance with that
bequest. Our Sunday School
has grown in attendance but

more importantly in terms
of quality of programand in
numerous activities that
reinforce the learning. Adult
education has had engaging
and thought provoking
sessions, with more planned
for the summer months. The
strong and heart felt
response to our new prayer
shaw! ministry, where hand
knit shawls are prayed over
and given to folksin
stressful situations has been
deeply moving to me. And |
could go on with more
examples, in confirmation
and in... well, | think you
get my point. And while we
will be wishing Godspeed to
the Mays family this month
for Kristato take a position
that is a great opportunity
for an organist, we are now
actively planning for the
musical interim and for our

musical needs.

And so | encourage you
to look at what you have and
at what you have been
blessed with as we all head
toward the midpoint of 2008.
Please seek to celebrate what
you have, and please
remember that our loving
God remains faithful to each
one of us, seeking what is
eternally good for all. There
will always be good times
and bad timesinlife. The
glass will always be
somewhere between empty
and full. And God istherein
the middle of it all, holding
us up and walking the path
of our lives with us. May our
Lord and Savior blessyou in
the days ahead!

Last month | traveled with
Judy Rullman to the men’s
prison in Dixon Illinoisto
offer devotions and sharein
fellowship, aMother’s Day
craft, encouragement, and
prayer. It wasablessing to
be with them that day.

When we extend ourselves
toward or past some
boundary of our own making,
we not only learn about
ourselves, we learn about
each other. | know first-hand
the dangers that farmers face
every day. | know the
challenges of living alone. |
now know 15 or so men who
are imprisoned better now as
well. | heard their
thankfulness for their
mothers. | heard their
deepest prayer requests. |
heard about what they missed
from their lives outside the
prison. | heard their hopes
for themselves, their children,
siblings, and other loved
ones. When we are sent (and

actualy do go) to serve others

we are changed. Our
perspective changes.

One can find information on
health and wellness and
specific diseases, find out
more about health
organizations and resources,
talk with others with similar
concerns and/or participate
in on-line support groups
and see and/or purchase
health related products
(even medications!). A
word of caution is needed:
Be askeptic! Publication
on the world wide web is
not proof that the
information is reliable or
valid. Thefollowing
guestions can serve as
guidelines for judging the
quality of health
information on the internet.

Do they offer any on-line
support groups moderated
by professionals?

Do they increase your
ability to use health care
resour ces or replace your
current health care
provider? Do they keep
information confidential ?

If you have health concerns
that you would like to learn
more, | would be happy to
share some of the resources |
have, or assist you in finding
reliable resources.

Although the Web can make
you a better-informed
consumer, it can't replace the
individualized care of a
doctor. Relying on the Web
to replace the diagnosis, care
and advice of your physician
isdangerous. ALWAYS
seek the counsel of your
doctor, or other health
professional if you have
concerns over your health and
well-being.
