And it iswhen we
hold our faith as more
important than any issue that
we can really begin to hear
the Spirit’s call to us. Can
we redlly agree to disagree?
Can weredlly put faith
before our feelings? Thisis
my hope and my prayer, for
we are called to beonein
faith if not inissues.
