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Have you ever tried to walk
backwards? To walk while
looking back to where you
were and at the same time
being unable to see where
you are going or what you
might bump into? I've tried
it afew timesin my life but
| have never gone farther
than afew steps. That
feeling of not knowing
where | was going
and the fear of
injuring myself
combined to make
my backward
walking
experiences few
and brief. Looking
back where | was could
help somein figuring out
where | was but it did not
help at all compared to
looking forward.

And it isnot only people
who can walk backwards. A
church can also “walk
backwards’. This kind of
walking backwards,
however, is abit different

than what | did when | tried
to walk backwards myself.

A church that is “walking
backwards’ occurs when all
eyes are on the past instead
of the present and the
future. When most of a
congregations time, talent,
and treasure is dedicated
Y toward
- ’ wondering
0 ~ why
things are
not like they
were “back
then”, itis
abit
like

walking backwards. Now it
isagood thing to preserve a
congregations’ heritage and
past — let’s make no mistake
about that. But when that
past overwhelms looking to
the present of the future, it
can be like walking
backwards. And when we
look only to the past for
guidance, the results can be
painful.

If your reaction to thisis that
we cannot see the future
either as a congregation, you
areright. We seedimly at
best, and redlly not very far
ahead, sinceweliveina
changing world where
situations change daily. But
we do claimto live by faith,
to follow the lead of our
Lord Jesus who saysto usto
trust him and move ahead in
faith. To me, this means
celebrating the past, while
walking forward and
allowing ourselvesto beled
by our Lord. It means
accepting both the good and
the not so good of our past,
acknowledging simply that
all of what has happened, the
great and the not so great, is
just that — our past asa
community of faith. And it
means accepting one another
asimperfect people, walking
forward, seeing dimly, but
trusting fully in the Lord of
the church, our Lord Jesus.
May God bless you in your
walk of faith!

Last month in this column,
Shirley wrote about a
proposed cap-in-trade bill to
encourage reduction of
industrial CO2 emissions by
70% by 2050. This month,
we'd like to introduce the
relatively new concept of
carbon offsets as away for
individuals to reduce their
personal CO2 emissions.

Carbon offsets allow
individuals and businesses
to offset their carbon
dioxide emissions by
investing in green
technologies to reduce,
avoid, or capture
greenhouse gases. Y ou
essentially pay someone to
reduce or remove climate-
changing pollution in your
name. For example, when
you buy 10 tons of carbon
offsets, the seller guarantees
that 10 fewer tons of
greenhouse gas (GHG)
emissions go into the
atmosphere. While the
pollution you produce
yourself isthe same, you get
the credit for that 10-ton
reduction. Critics of carbon
offsets argue that they are
just away to assuage our
‘emission guilt’ without
actually changing our
lifestyles. But offsetting
energy isn®an excuseto
pollute. It®away to take
responsibility for the
pollution that can®be
avoided. Sellers of offsets
encourage you to increase
energy efficiency and
reduce waste production as
much as possible, and then
offset the rest of the energy
you use by investing in
clean and sustainable
sources of energy.

Sounds simple,
right? Not really. Buying
and selling carbon offsetsis
initsinfancy —a sort of

Wild West right now —soit’s
best to be informed and do
your research thoroughly
before buying. Shopping for
offsets can be confusing. If
YOUuEe not an expert, it can be
hard to tell how much
pollution isreally being
reduced or removed.

So how does one go about
finding a reputable company
from which to buy reliable
carbon offsets? As| started
researching offsets, | had a
lot of questions. I'll try to
answer some of them here
and in next month’s column.

How do | know how much
carbon | need to offset? Most
of the websites | visited that
are selling carbon offsets
have a ‘carbon
calculator’. For example, |
logged onto
www.terrapass.com (one of
many companies selling
offsets) and clicked on
‘calculate your
footprint’ (your carbon
footprint is the impact you
have on the environment
measured in CO2 emissions).
| decided | wanted to offset
my car emissions for afull
year so | entered the year,
make, model of my car and
the average number of miles|
driveinayear. The
‘calculator’ calculated that |
use 10,207 Ibs of CO2 per
year to drive my car and they
charged me $65.45 to offset
my emissions. Y ou can do
the same for your air travel or
your home energy use, as
well.

How much do carbon
offsets cost? | found awide
range of prices for carbon
offsets — $4.50 to $425.00
with most offsets costing
between $8.00 and $16.00
per metric ton of CO2.

What types of projects am
| investing in? The most

common carbon offset projects
include renewable energy
projects (wind and solar
power), energy efficiency
projects (reducing tailpipe
emissions from semi trucks),
landfill and livestock gas
capture (methane destruction),
and forestry projects.

Where are these
projects? There are projects
available both inthe U.S. and
overseasin developed as well
as developing
countries. Countries who have
signed on to the Kyoto
Protocol generally have higher
standards of regulation. The
U.S. isavoluntary market at
thistime. Companies can be
for profit or not for profit.

Where do | find projects that
sell carbon offsets? On the
internet! www.ourcarbonnatio
n.comisagreat place to start
(plusit has a great glossary of
terms). Simply decide what
you want to offset (e.g. home,
car, air travel), what you want
to
invest in (renewable energy,
energy efficiency, forestry) and
where (in North America or
overseas). They will show you
all of the websites selling
offsetsin their database that
match your criteria along with
aprofile of each. It'sagreat
place to start!

Next month, we will continue
our discussion of offsets
focusing the certification
process and what to look for in
areputable company.

If you
get any sort of pop-up
window on your screen
saying that your PC is
infected and you need to
"click here" to download a
product to fix it, don®do it!
Several Trinity members
have unwittingly infected
their PCs with nasty
computer viruses recently,
by trusting these bogus
messages. The products
themselves will ruin your
PC. Examples| have

seen: MaWarrior, Vista
Anti-Virus,

Anti SpywareM aster, and
even variations of SpyBot.
Also be wary of any tool that

claims to remove such a
program, as that tool may
also be adamaging virus.

Sample pop-up message:
"Warning!! Y our computer
could be infected with a
Virus or Spyware! Take
action against it now!" It
may say that "over 100"
viruses have been found on
your PC, or it might start
"scanning"

your hard driveto locate
viruses. Just close these
windows and ignore what
they said.

There are trusted free anti-
virus programs such as
AVG and Avast, and anti-

spyware programs such as
Ad-Aware 2008. Beyond
that, you need no protection.
Y ou aso don®need any
"Registry Cleaners' or
"Performance Boosters."
Never download any such
program until you have
researched it

first, using Google. If you
get a pop-up message saying
that your PC

has a serious problem so
“click here," just deleteit. If
you have questions or
problems, Trinity®Tech
Advisory Team may be able
to help.

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Diabetesisadiseasein
which the body does not
produce or properly use
insulin. Insulin is a hormone
that is needed to convert
sugar, starches and other
food into energy needed for
daily life. The cause of
diabetes continues to be a
mystery, although both
genetics and environmental
factors such as obesity and
lack of exercise appear to

play roles.

There are 20.8 million
children and adultsin the
United States, or 7% of the
population, who have
diabetes. While an
estimated 14.6 million have
been diagnosed with
diabetes, unfortunately, 6.2
million people (or nearly
one-third) are unaware that
they have the disease.

Type 1 diabetesis usually
diagnosed in children and
young adults, and was
previously known as

juvenile diabetes. Intype 1
diabetes, the body does not
produceinsulin. Insulinisa
hormone that is needed to
convert sugar (glucose),
starches and other food into
energy heeded for daily life.

Having type 1 diabetes
increases your risk for many
serious complications. Some
complications of type 1
diabetes include: heart
disease (cardiovascular
disease), blindness
(retinopathy), nerve damage
(neuropathy), and kidney
damage (nephropathy).

Type 2 diabetesis the most
common form of diabetes.
In type 2 diabetes, either the
body does not produce
enough insulin or the cells
ignorethe insulin. Insulinis
necessary for the body to be
able to use glucose for
energy. When you eat food,
the body breaks down all of
the sugars and starchesinto
glucose, which isthe basic

fuel for the cellsin the body.
Insulin takes the sugar from

the blood into the cells. When
glucose builds up in the blood

instead of going into cells, it
can cause two problems:

Right away, your cells
may be starved for
energy.

Over time, high blood
glucose levels may hurt
your eyes, kidneys,
nerves or heart.

Having type 2 diabetes
increases your risk for many
serious complications.
