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Change. Not the small
pieces of metal we may
have nearby with
engravings of presidentson
them, but rather the
undeniable fact that things
do not remain the same. Try
as we might, change
happens. In adynamic and
fluid creation, change
happens. And, changeis
funny in that there are some
changes we may embrace,
while some other changes
we may resist with all of our
might. It isalso funny in
that something that is “the
way it has always been”
(unchanged) for one person
isat thesametimearadica
change to another person.
The very same thing can be
drastically different for one
person, while for another it
isroutine. Thisis because
our experiences are
different, and what each
person sees as “normal” is
different based on our life’'s
journey.

In our music ministry, we
are embarking on what is
for Trinity arather mgjor
change in our musical
leadership system, while for
me this same systemisa
very routine thing. This
change is about how we
staff our music ministry. In
the past, Trinity has had one
full time person asthe
director of music, with other
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part time people augmenting
this position from time to
time. The system we are
now starting is different in
that we have developed
different part time contract
positions for our music
needs, which will be
overseen by a part time
director of music. Itis
different for Trinity but as
familiar as an old shoe for
me personally, as| have
been involved in this kind of
system in the past for over
20 years. Thisisamodular
system in which there are
many hands rather than one
person doing most if not all
of the music ministry staff
work.

It separates duties such as
organist and contemporary
worship leader into tasks
that can be filled by more
than one person, with the
part time Minister of Music
handing the budget duties
and overseeing the musical
ministries of Trinity.

Why this change? It isto
provide for excellencein
musical leadership in
worship while at the same
time giving Trinity
flexibility in music staffing
and programming. Under
this system, we have more
people involved in the
staffing of our music
leadership, but each of those
people has a much smaller

role. It keeps all of our
“eggs’ from beingin “one
basket” and also isamore
faithful use of our resources
as acommunity of faith. This
system comes only after
months of reflection and
study by a special ad hoc
team, the worship team, and
the Council.

| am pleased that Mr. Dave
Maccabee has agreed to take
the position of Minister of
Music and to oversee our
varied music ministries. As|
write this, heisleading the
search for the rest of the
team, each doing a smaller
part of the ministry, which
together will make up our
musical staffing. He brings a
weadlth of talent and
knowledge to this new
ministry position.

In terms of the way ahead,
the Worship team will be
reviewing this system in six
months, to review how well
it isworking and what (here
goes that word again!)
changes might be needed.
May God bless us this day
and in the days ahead, as we
all deal with that fact that is
always present: change!

So, you' ve changed all of
the light bulbsin your house
to CFL’s, you sold your
SUV and bought a hybrid
car, you invested in a
geothermal heating/cooling
system in your house and
you now work from home 2
days/week instead of
commuting on those days.

Y our carbon footprint has
been reduced from 10,500
Ibs/year to 6,260 |bs/year.
Pretty good, right? But
those last 4,000+ Ibs are
bothering you and your
father in Californiais very
ill and you need to fly out to
see him tomorrow. Up goes
the carbon footprint. What
to do? One possibility isto
invest in some carbon
offsets.

If you remember
from last month’s article,
carbon offsets are a way to
take responsibility for
pollution you can’'t avoid by
essentially paying someone
else to reduce or remove
climate-changing pollution
in your name through an
investment in green
technologies. But before
jumping into this relatively
new market, it's critical to
make sure the companies
you areinvesting in are
really removing or reducing
greenhouse gas (GHG)

emissions from the
atmosphere. Make sure you
check for:

Additionality Thisterm
means the project that you€e
supporting by buying offsets
-- say, awind turbine --
wouldn®be happening
without that extrafunding. If
the wind turbine was going to
be built anyway then that
project really isbusiness as
usual, not additional.

Certification and
Verification Make sure that
the offsets you are investing
in have been verified by an
independent 3" party and
certified to ensure that
emissions counted in an
offset product are not counted
elsewhere. Look for high
standard and verification
reguirements such as ones
provided by the Gold
Standard and the Voluntary
Gold Standard, The Climate,
Community and Biodiversity
Alliance (CCBA), Green-e
Energy or the Chicago
Climate Exchange (used in
the US voluntary market). A
good website for explaining
certification process can be
found at http:/
www.carbonfund.org. Offset
projects should be audited
yearly, aswell, by an
independent 3" party.

Here are afew websites to get
you started on your search for
the perfect carbon offset:
www.ourcarbonnation.com,
www.carbonfund.org,
www.terrapass.com,
www.climatetrust.org or
www.nativeenergy.com. Itis
recommended that when
buying offset that you act as
conservatively as possible and
buy offsets with highest
standards of certification and
verification, even if they are
more expensive. Buying
offsetsthat invest in aternative
energy, energy efficiency or
methane destruction are more
reliable than those involving
forestry projects at thistime.

Are carbon offsets the solution
to climate change? Not by a
long shot. But they canbe a
critical piece of the solution to
global warming because they
push investments into new
technologies and programs that
make a difference today.
Buying offsetsis also away to
stimulate the alternative energy
industry, drive corporate action
on climate change and
influence long-term public
policy. So reduce what you can
and offset the rest!

Be sure to watch for updates
on the eco-friendly changes
that are happening in our
congregations!

With over 20 members
representing nearly all of
Trinity’ s teams, committees
and outreach, Trinity’s
Green Team met on Sunday
August 10th to plan for how
to extend our Care of
Creation to all areas of the
church.

Y outh homelessness is
disturbingly common.
Although the prevaence of
youth homelessnessis
difficult to measure,
researchers estimate that
about 5 to 7.7 percent of
youth experience
homelessness. With at least
one million youth on the
streets and in shelter—and
thousands more leaving
juvenile justice, mental
health facilities, and leaving
foster care systems—the
problem of youth
homelessness continuesto
grow. Everyone finds
transitioning to adulthood
difficult, but homeless

adolescents have even
greater obstaclesto
overcome. Stable housing
linked with services are
critical to helping homeless
youth transition to
adulthood.

Domestic violence is the
immediate cause of

homel essness for many
women. Resear ch studies
reveal that domestic
violence is one of the most
frequently stated causes of
homelessness for families,
with 13 percent of homeless
families saying that they
had |eft their last place of
residence because of abuse
or violencein the
household. Domestic
violence victims have both
short and long-term housing
needs that must be met so
that they do not need to
choose between staying
with their abuser and
sleeping on the street.
Immediately, domestic
violence victims need a safe
place to stay. Ultimately,

domestic violence victims
need safe, stable, affordable
housing. A general supply of
affordable housing is crucial
to this population so that they
can afford to leave the shelter
system as quickly as possible
without returning to their
abuser.

Most Americans
underestimate how the
problem of homelessness
affects families. About
600,000 families and one-
million, three hundred and
fifty thousand children
experience homelessnessin
the United States. Family
homelessnessis more
widespread than many think,
but it is not an unsolvable
problem. Across the country,
hundreds of communities are
planning to end
homelessness, and a handful
of communities and many
local programs are making
progress in ending family
homel essness. (National
Allianceto End

Homel essness)
