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Trinity’s Congregation 
voted to engage Samaritan 
Consulting Services for a 
nine to twelve month 
visioning process. This 
process will include several 
phases; information 
gathering, sharing the 
information, developing a 
new vision for Trinity, and 

implementing the new vision.   
The information gathering 
phase will begin this month 
with listening sessions 
scheduled for staff (Nov. 4 at 
1:00 and Nov. 11 at 4:00), 
Executive team (Nov. 4 at 
4:00), Ministry team leaders 
(Nov. 4 at 7:00), and Church 
Council (Nov. 11 at 7:00).  

Listening sessions for the 
congregation will take place 
December 13th.  Sessions 
will include 8—10 
participants and last an hour 
to an hour and a half.   
Watch the bulletin 
announcements later this 
month for the location of a 
session sign-up sheet. 
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 Some of you may have 
noticed that I have started to 
try to memorize the Gospel 
reading on those Sundays 
where I read the Gospel 
aloud in worship. With the 
aid of a copy of the passage 
in my pocket so that I can 
review it anywhere, I have 
sought to share the 
Gospel reading 
during worship 
strictly from 
memory. I say try 
because I 
have been able to 
do this for only 
two of the last 
three Sundays that 
I have had the 
honor of reading the Gospel 
within worship. Even on the 
one week that I read the 
Gospel text and did not 
recite it from memory (It 
was long!); I found that the 
spiritual discipline of 
seeking to memorize the 

passage was still very 
helpful to me. I am 
finding that I see details 
more clearly in the text. 
Single words blossom 
with meaning after I have 
read the text many times 
and become familiar with 
it. I am finding, to my 

surprise, that I 
can actually do 
it, as I have been 
terrible with 
memorizing 
anything. And I 
am finding that 
I am living with 
the text in a 
more intense 
way that I have 

ever done before, in that 
the text becomes more 
alive and vivid for me. 
 These results should 
not be surprising. When 
we exercise, be it in 
exercising our body, mind, 

or soul, we are enriched by 
the process. If we exercise 
our bodies, they become 
healthier. If we exercise our 
mind, it becomes sharper and 
more acute. And if we 
exercise our faith, if we 
engage in various forms of 
spiritual discipline, we find 
benefits in our daily living as 
well. And so, during this 
month of November with its 
stewardship emphasis, called 
"Walk with Jesus", it is my 
hope and prayer that you 
take some time in response 
to God and exercise some 
part of your soul. Be it any 
of the three traditional 
responses to God of "Time, 
Talent, or Treasure", seek to 
discover how you can enrich 
your walk with Jesus in this 
fall season. The benefits can 
be surprising and wondrous!

EarthKeepers ......Is this 
group accomplishing 
anything?.... Does it really 
affect my church?...........
...... Should I be interested? 

 
These are questions some of 
the members of St. John’s 
Lutheran and Trinity 
Lutheran might be asking as 
they see announcements and 
references to this 
cooperative group of 
members of the two 
churches.  Last spring Dr. 
David Rhoads from the 
Chicago Theological 
Seminary gave a 
presentation on the 
“Environmental Guide for 
Congregations, Their 
Buildings and Grounds”  to 
members of our 
congregations and some 
from other churches.  A 
follow-up meeting was held 
on October 4th to 
summarize progress made 
and discuss future goals, 
and participants included 
members of St. John’s, 
Trinity, and Salem 
Lutheran. 

 
With the leadership of 
Pastor Laura and Pastor 
Stacie,  a chart was 
presented summarizing 
some of the changes and 
accomplishments in each 

church and some of the 
combined efforts completed 
and planned.  Pastors and 
others attended the Northern 
Illinois Synod Assembly and 
voted to be a Green Synod.   
At the October meeting, it 
was decided to ask for 
permission to have an 
EarthKeepers informational 
booth at the “Greening of the 
Congregations”  synod 
meeting in Geneseo on 
November 13th. 

 
Combined efforts also 
include plans for bulk buying 
of paper/cleaning products.  
Cloth shopping bags with the 
EarthKeeper logo have been 
purchased, these “Cool It”  
articles continue, and other 
educational and support 
activities are underway.  
Another conference in the 
spring will be scheduled, 
probably as a major Earth 
Day event.  Members are 
encouraged to support and 
participate in other local 
environmental efforts, as 
well. 

 
Both churches have replaced 
their boilers, installed CFLs 
and light timers, and 
provided recycling containers 
in several different areas.  
Both buy and serve Fair 

Trade coffee and chocolate and 
encourage members to shop 
locally at farmers’  markets. St 
John’s introduced the 
‘Covenant of Creation’  and is 
encouraging members to sign 
it, and Trinity used the 
“Seasons of Creation”  for 
September worship services 
with related adult education 
offerings. St. John’s adult 
education plans include 
showing the “Renewal”  DVD 
published by the American 
Religious-Environmental 
movement.  Other projects 
have been completed or are 
underway at both churches, 
including more provision of 
awareness and informational 
programs and materials. 

 
If your answers to the three 
questions above were “YES’, 
‘YES’,  and “YES’, your grade 
is an A+.  For more 
information, volunteer to join 
the Green Team in your church 
and the EarthKeepers  team of 
cooperating churches.   What 
are your ideas and 
suggestions?  What should we 
be doing now that is not being 
done?   How can we do a 
better job of environmental 
stewardship in our 
communities, churches and 
homes?   Good ideas and 
volunteers are needed!
