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“Green is the new red, 
white, and blue” .  This is 
the title of one chapter from 
Tom Friedman’s 2008 book 
Hot, Flat, and Crowded, and 
the title is especially 
intriguing and appropriate 
with the recent changing of 
the guard in Washington, 
D.C.   Friedman is a foreign 
affairs correspondent for the 
New York Times and has 
been awarded the Pulitzer 
Prize three times for his 
work.   
 Friedman stresses that the 
convergence of global 
warming, soaring 
population growth, and the 
rise of middle classes all 
over the world have brought 
our planet to an unstable 
state.  The world has a 
problem, and America has a 
problem.  Our world is 
getting hot, flat, and 
crowded.  In 1953 (the year 
Friedman was born), the 
population of the world was 
2.681 billion, and today it is 
6.7 billion.  By 2053, the 
projection is for more than 9 
billion, with most of that 
growth in countries least 
likely to be able to sustain 
their population. 
 There is undeniable 
evidence of global warming 

in spite of our local recent 
frigid temperatures.  
(Friedman has a previous 
chapter on this subject which 
he titles “Global Weirding” .)  
There are tightening energy 
supplies, intensifying the 
extinction of plants and 
animals, deepening energy 
poverty, strengthening 
petrodictatorships, and 
accelerating climate change. 
He states, “We’re trying to 
change the climate system – 
to avoid the unmanageable 
and manage the 
unavoidable.”  
 However, the challenges 
can be an opportunity for the 
United States, as well as a 
test of whether or not we are 
willing and able to lead.  He 
labels this the Energy 
Climate Era – ECE, year 1.   
He feels it imperative that 
this country must fully tap its 
resources of idealism, 
innovation, volunteerism, and 
philanthropy.  The author 
quotes John Gardner,  who 
said that things can be ”a 
series of opportunities 
disguised as insoluble 
problems” .  
 Friedman’s Code Green is 
a big project, needing a 
whole new system for 
powering our economy.  He 

proposes the combination of 
energy efficiency, clean 
electrons, and conservation, 
optimizing these three things at 
once to deal effectively with 
the issues confronting us.  And 
conservation is where most of 
us can assume the 
responsibility we have to our 
communities, our country, and 
to future generations of the 
world.    
 The development of a source 
of abundant, clean, reliable 
electrons could diffuse more of 
the ECE’s problems . The first 
job, then, is innovation.  Last 
month’s “Cool It”  article dealt 
with new innovations for 
possible biofuels. Friedman 
sees the solution in the 
invention of a source of 
abundant, clean, reliable, and 
cheap electrons.  American 
scientists and 
environmentalists working to 
ease some of these great 
challenges can make our 
country stronger, healthier, 
more secure, and more 
respected.  We can solve some 
of our own problems by 
helping the world solve its 
problems.  What can be more 
patriotic than that?  Truly, 
green is the new red, white, 
and blue.

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In February, many people’s 
minds turn to thoughts of . . 
. chocolate!!  It is the food 
of comfort love and 
decadence and it ranks as 
the favorite flavor for most 
Americans.   
Did you know that 
chocolate can actually be 
good for you?   
You may be surprised to 
learn that chocolate isn’ t as 
bad as once perceived.  
Research is showing that 
some chocolate may 
provide important 
cardiovascular benefits.   

Here’s how . . .  

© The fat in chocolate, 
from cocoa butter, is 
comprised of equal 
amounts of oleic acid (a 
heart-healthy 
monounsaturated fat also 
found in olive oil – 
which raises the good 
cholesterol), stearic and 
palmitic acids.  While 
palmitic acid does affect 
cholesterol levels 
negatively, it only 
compromises 1/3 of the 
fat calories.  Stearic acid 

appears to have a neutral 
effect on cholesterol.  ,  

© *Chocolate contains 
flavinoids – a powerful 
antioxidant.  Among 
other things, flavinoids 
may affect the relaxation 
capabilities of blood 
vessels (lowering blood 
pressure) and may 
positively affect the 
balance of certain 
hormone-like 
compounds which are 
thought to play a role in 
heart health. 

© *Chocolate contains 
carbohydrates which 
elevate serotonin levels 
in the brain, resulting in 
a feeling of well-being.  
While not chemically 
addicting, culturally we 
have learned to crave the 
product.  It has become a 
great ‘comfort food’ . 

© This good news does not 
give us license to 
consume as much as 
we’d like, however.  
Choosing the right kind 
and amount of chocolate 
is important.  Here’s 
how . . .  

© *Choose plain chocolate 
with 60% cocoa or 

higher - the higher the 
cocoa amount, the 
healthier the fats.  Milk 
chocolate has 
processed out many of 
the flavinoids and 
added sugar and milk 
to make the chocolate 
sweeter (and 
unhealthier).�

© Indulge in small 
amounts only a few 
times a week (about an 
ounce a day is allowed 
according to one 
source). 

© Don’ t forget to include 
other foods rich in 
flavinoids such as 
apples, red wine, tea, 
onions and cranberries. 

So, enjoy that chocolate!  
It just might do your heart 
some good!

What is Appreciative Inquiry? 
Appreciative Inquiry (AI) is a 
visioning process used by 
organizations to look at the life-giving 
qualities, strengths, and resources of an 
organization and vision a future that is 
built upon those things. It is an 
energizing process that involves the 
entire organization.  
How does AI  work? 
A large group event is held where the 
entire congregation (youth as well as 
adults) is invited to provide input into 
the life giving qualities of Trinity. This 
is a structured process that involves 
small and large group processing.  
Following this event, the pastors and a 

smaller group of laity will work with 
the consultants to study the 
information from the larger event and 
will create a future vision for Trinity. 
This then will be brought back to 
Council and then to the congregation. 
How is this different from what we 
just did? 
The initial listening sessions in 
November and December were more 
diagnostic in nature and were designed 
to get to know the congregation and 
how it works. Although questions 
around strengths and opportunities 
were asked, they were not explored 
enough to create a unified vision for 
the congregation. Many of the things 
shared at those listening sessions will 
be considered in this process but there
