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taking a bit longer to do this - 
we want to get it right. 
Therefore (at no additional 
cost to Trinity), the ad hoc 
team will be meeting again in 
March on our own and in 
early April with Samaritan to 
finalize the vision and to 
begin the process of moving 

The process of refining the 
many thoughts into one vision 
statement to guide Trinity 
through the coming year’s 
progresses but is not yet 
complete. The ad hoc team is 
still hard at work, at a process 
that needs time to be done 
right, which is why we are 

from the general and abstract 
to the more concrete and 
specific. The results of this 
early April meeting will be 
shared with Council that 
month, and a bit later on with 
all God©s people at Trinity. 
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I can remember the first 
time I crawled, ran, jumped, 
and balanced my way 
through an obstacle course. 
Some of it I did easily, 
while other parts, like the 14 
foot wall I had to run up to, 
get a boost up from another 
person, grab the top of the 
wall, and pull myself over, I 
did with a lot of 
effort and not so 
easily. But what I 
remember most 
clearly was the 30 ft 
long zigzagging 
balance beam. The 
2x4 beams were 
only 6 inches above the 
ground, but still, to keep 
ones balance and not fall 
off...I was sure that I could 
not do it. For a person like 

me who never could 
master roller skating much 
less ice skating...this was 
going to be ugly and 
embarrassing. Or so I 
thought, wrongly, as it 
turned out. For I went 
over those 30 ft. of 2x4 
and kept my balance on 
the very first try. No one 

was more 
surprised then I 
was—shocked is 
more like how I 
was feeling 
afterwards.  
But life can be like 
that. Hard things 

can come up in our path 
and we may think that its 
too hard, that we cannot 
do it, that there is no way 
things will turn out well. 

In such times, please 
remember the God who is 
expert in turning crosses into 
empty tombs. Our God is 
known for bringing hope to 
hopeless situations and new 
life where life seemed gone 
forever. For individuals, for 
families, for communities of 
faith, and for all of us...we 
have a God who loves us in 
Christ and who can help us 
do things that even surprise 
ourselves! But, of course, to 
experience that surprising 
joy and wonder, we have to, 
in faith, simply try.....

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Over the past year and a 
half since we began writing 
these articles, we have 
provided you with 
information about what you 
can do to care for the world 
God entrusted to us. Where 
do we get our inspiration?  
Let¹s take a look this month 
at a couple of eco-
enthusiasts, one country 
dweller and one city 
dweller, who took a year to 
live in a way that some may 
describe as “eco-extreme”  
and see what they, and we, 
learned from their 
experiences. 

 
Barbara Kingsolver in her 
book, Animal, Vegetable, 
Miracle - A Year of Food 
Life, challenged herself and 
her family to a year of 
eating local, in-season foods 
in the foothills of 
Appalachia. Just about 
everything they ate that year 
came from their own garden 
and livestock or from within 
an hour’s drive. Items that 
they couldn’ t get locally 
they either did without (like 
fish and bananas) or bought 
fairly traded/organic (like 
coffee and olive oil). They 
did this for many reasons, 
not the least of which was 
environmental. The average 
food item travels 1500 miles 
before ending up on our 
plates, and that adds up to 
lots of spent fossil fuel in 
travel, packaging and 
refrigeration. For them, it 

was a year of hard work 
researching, planting, 
growing, weeding, canning 
and butchering that yielded 
more than just fresh, healthy, 
local food but also a new 
insight into the importance of 
supporting small 
farmers/sustainable farming 
practices and a feeling of 
reconnecting with the earth 
and their neighbors. Now that 
the year is over, do they 
continue to eat only in-
season, local food? Not 
entirely. But their convictions 
about supporting local food 
production remain very 
strong and their garden 
continues to thrive. I highly 
recommend this book as a 
great source of information 
and inspiration as well as a 
very entertaining read. 

 
Colin Beavan, also known as 
“No Impact Man” , took a 
similar 1-year challenge in 
NYC. He and his family 
chose to take a year to 
develop and live a “no 
impact”  lifestyle, both 
reducing their negative 
impact (e.g. using no fossil 
fuels for energy) and 
increasing their positive 
impact (e.g. taking part in a 
reforestation project to 
reduce CO2).  They did it 
slowly, each month adding a 
new challenge and 
researching ways to eliminate 
solid waste, eat locally, and 
live without fossil fuel 
powered energy and 

transportation. Was it easy? 
No. Were they ultimately 
happier? Overall, yes. Now 
that the year is done and 
they’ve reentered the world of 
normal consumerdom, they are 
well equipped to decide which 
parts of their no impact 
lifestyle they are willing and 
able to keep and which ones 
they’re not. And we can take 
advantage of their hard work 
and research to make better 
decisions about our 
consumption and energy use.  
(See www.noimpactman.com

m> .) 

  
Do we need to go to these 
extremes? Certainly not. As 
Kingsolver says in her book, 
“Small, stepwise changes in 
personal habits aren’ t trivial.”   
Taking small, persistent steps 
toward educating ourselves 
and changing our attitudes is a 
very effective, lasting way to 
combat climate change. Will it 
be easy? Not all of the time. 
Change takes time and being 
“green”  takes planning. If 
you’re like me, you’ ll need to 
hear the message over and over 
again to maintain what you¹re 
doing now and to take new, 
baby steps. Perhaps after a few 
years of baby steps these year-
long experiments won’ t seem 
so extreme after all - and the 
monster we call climate 
change will seem manageable.  
Take a baby step today. 
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I am waiting much of the 
time.  Sometimes I am 
waiting for the washing 
machine to finish the spin 
cycle, and other times 
waiting in the parking lot of 
the high school for a 
practice to conclude.  Some 
of us are waiting for the 
stimulus package to bring 
relief.  Others are waiting 
for some 
treatment to have 
its desired effect. 
 

I can’ t claim that 
I am some sort of 
champion 
“waiter”  although 
in some kinds of 
waiting I have been 
described as quite patient.  
Some of my patience is born 
of the rhythm of the farm – 
the seasons cannot be 
rushed.  I am especially 
patient with the very young, 
the very old, and those who 
are laboring to give birth.  I 
am not necessarily patient 
with myself. 
 

Besides the amazing 
journey of childbearing, I 
am more recently shaped by 

the events of 1997 and 
1998.  Having discerned my 
call to ordained ministry 
over the course of a year or 
so, those were the two years 
that my family and I waited 
to begin the seminary 
process.  There were many 
reasons for this.  Our house 
wasn’ t selling and Rod 
couldn’ t find a job near the 

seminary.  
The next 
year, the 
same. 
 

However, 
that first 
year, I 
spent 

many months caring for my 
Grandpa Davis in the last 
months of his life.  During 
the next year, my home 
church blessed me with a 10 
hour per week job as the 
Director for Evangelism 
and Outreach.  Those two 
experiences of “active 
waiting”  continue to be 
blessings. 
 

In 1999, my husband and I 
announced to our daughters 
that we would be going to 
Disney World and would 

sell our house and move to 
the seminary.  (One of these 
announcements didn’ t really 
seem to out weigh the other, 
however…) 
 

The jobs, the house, 
schools, and such are stories 
for another day.  Yet, the 
waiting and the spiritual 
stretching continues to bear 
fruit today.  That is my 
Lenten journey this year – 
to explore my waiting 
spiritually.  Some of us are 
joining in a 7 week study 
(Seven Spiritual Gifts of 
Waiting), and even though 
one session will have 
happened prior to your 
reading of this, you are still 
welcome to join us, Sunday 
mornings.  After all, we 
share having had the 
experience of waiting for 
something or someone.  
Now, we wait together for 
the appearance of our risen 
Lord.
