Times are getting tough out 
there. You hear it on the 
television and read about it 
in the paper, but now the 
downturn is hitting home in 
more up front, personal 
ways. Recently I learned of 
a member of Trinity who 
lost their job, and of another 
who will be receiving a one 
week unpaid 
"vacation" along 
with everyone else at 
their place of work. 
And those are only 
the ones of which I 
am personally aware 
- recently. I am sure 
that there are others 
who have watched 
investments that 
were supposed to pay for 
their retirement wither, as 
there are others who are 
silently suffering, perhaps 
feeling shame over their 
changed economic fortunes. 
Even worse, I can imagine 
that there are some who 
would even isolate 
themselves from their 
church out of these feelings 
of failure and loss, ashamed 
to admit the downturn in 

their lifestyle. 

 
And that is truly sad, for a 
community of faith is 
meant to be a place of 
refuge, a place that will 
accept us just as we are, a 
community that will still 
accept us after we give 
less than we used to, a 

church home 
that will not 
turn its 
shoulder and 
blame us 
after we 
have 
suffered a 
downturn in 
our lives. 
And I think 

that Trinity can be such a 
place, to the extent that we 
continue to be willing to 
bear one another's burdens 
and be the church in tough 
times. We are called to 
help those in need, 
including those in our own 
church family who are 
hurting. In prayer, in kind 
words and a willing ear, in 
doing what we can when 

we can, we can be that place 
of refuge during the storms 
that rage around us. It is all 
about listening and caring 
about people first and 
foremost, just as God does. 

 
And if you are one of those 
who has been battered by the 
economic storms, know that 
you are still welcome in this 
place of prayer. Even if your 
pledge needs to be much 
lower than it was, or if you 
know that there is now no 
way you can give what you 
intended, we welcome you 
just as much as before. You 
are still welcome to make 
this a place of prayer and 
hope, a place where we 
speak of the "downturn" of 
Lent before the joy of Easter 
each year. For God still loves 
you, still cares for you, and 
still welcomes you to join in 
the family of faith. It is good 
to know that you are not 
alone, and that where God is, 
you are never alone.

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January’s column was about 
cutting edge bio-fuels 
described in Fred Krupp's 
and Miriam Horn’s 2007 
book "Earth, The Sequel" 
March's column uses the 
same book to discuss ocean 
energy. The Electric Power 
Research Institute estimates 
that wave power alone 
could provide 10% of that 
estimate. There are basically 
3 kinds of ocean power: 
wave, marine stream and 
tidal. 
Currently the best wave 
potential is found in the 
western coastal areas of 
North and South America, 
Europe, Australia and 
Africa where west winds 
generate strong wave action. 
Eventually, future 
technology may enable 
engineers to harvest from 
ocean swells. 
Coastal and marine 
ecosystems are extremely 
valuable and vulnerable 
environments competing 
with urgent needs for 
reliable energy and 
economic development. 
Both traditional and new 
technologies have 
considerable impact on the 
environment which every 
one agrees must be 
protected. The book argues 
that traditional ones are far 
more destructive. Therefore 
any development must 
involve many regulatory 
and licensing agencies such 
as the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission 
(FERC), state and federal 
fish and wildlife agencies, 
the U.S. Corps of Engineers, 
state historical preservation 
offices and marine 
sanctuaries mandated to 
protect sea floors, among 
others. Development 
industries are constantly 
revising their plans in order 
to address environmental 

concerns. Progress is less 
rapid than it would otherwise 
be making necessary 
financing harder to come by. 
Currently Europeans are 
substantially ahead of us, 
getting help from 
governmental subsidies and 
infrastructure assistance and 
by carbon emission caps (cap 
in trade). 
Finavera Renewables, a 
Canadian based corporation, 
works on wave energy using 
technology developed by 
Aqua Energy Group, an early 
wave power company 
operating in the Olympic 
Peninsula region of 
Washington State which was 
acquired by Finavera. The 
basic technology involves 
water rising and falling 
through huge tubes attached 
to buoys and moored loosely 
to grids on the sea floor. The 
motion turns turbine blades 
attached to the tubes, 
producing electricity in 
generators which send it 
through cables to the 
mainland. Variations of this 
technology are used by other 
companies, American and 
foreign, with potential for 
very large numbers of 
megawatts. 
Ocean potential also exists in 
the enormous power of the 
great marine streams like the 
Gulf Stream that are caused 
by variations in salinity and 
temperature at various 
locations and levels in the 
oceans. Promising research is 
now being done with huge 
generators lowered into the 
Gulf Stream. 
The third category of ocean 
energy comes from tidal 
flows which are immensely 
powerful. Projects have been 
small scale until 2007 when a 
company called Vioth 
Siemen Hydro announced 
plans to suspend turbines 

from bridge-like structures 
(rather like underwater 
windmills) into the currents 
around islands in the South 
Korean province of Wando, 
among the fastest currents in 
the world. They will turn 
blades of the turbines which 
can rotate to face both 
incoming and outgoing tides to 
produce one megawatt of 
electricity each with 600 such 
installations planned. This 
technology is new and 
challenging, but other 
companies are fiercely vying 
for permits. Chevron is 
competing with Alaska Energy 
in Alaska's Cook Inlet; New 
York City based Verdant 
Power and Oceana Energy in 
Washington D.C. contend for 
permits for New York City's 
East River, a tidal strait. 
Oceana is looking at currents 
under the Golden Gate Bridge. 
Research indicates that fish 
swim harmlessly through these 
turbines. Oceana uses "open 
center turbines" interestingly 
based on their subsidiary roller 
coaster industry technology 
allowing aquatic life to swim 
right through, only contending 
with slowly turning blades on 
the outer rims. Other projects 
involve smaller turbines off 
Maine, Alaska and Oregon. 
The fierce competition 
between these companies have 
caused problems with FERC 
licensing, resulting in 
jurisdictional uncertainties that 
make financing very difficult, 
slowing down progress 
considerably. Comprehensive 
and predictable rules would 
help. There is much support at 
the federal level for these 
technologies and especially for 
wave power in the western 
states. Political state and local 
and industrial leadership 
support it. They see great 
promise for the economy from 
growth in these new high tech 
industries. 
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For two weeks now I have 
had a few hearty cut flowers 
in two improvised vases on 
my desk at church.  They 
give me a little lift every 
time I see them.  Soon my 
yard will start to bloom and 
for about six months there 
will be something 
continually in bloom.  I am 
so ready for that! 

 
There is a much larger vase 
on my desk that has a 
philodendron growing out 
of a plastic cup in the neck 
of the vase, with its roots 
soaking in the water of the 
vase.  With the blue glass 
marbles that line the bottom 
of the vase and the plant on 
top it is a wonderful home 
to a beta fish. 

 
This was a home to a lovely 
blue beta named Luther a 
few years ago and then a 
home to another beta named 
Martin for about a year and 
a half.   Now it is empty.  
Martin died before 
Christmas and I decided to 
wait until after my shoulder 
surgery and some of the 
recovery to get another beta.  

I need strength and 
dexterity to be able to carry 
the vase, after all. 

 
I’m ready now for my next 
beta.  His name will be 
Philip Melancthon (mel–
ANG–thon), named for the 
fellow reformer, scholar, 
theologian, and friend to 
Martin Luther.  The actual 
Melancthon (not the fish) 
lived from 1497-1560 and 
was actually Philip 
Schwarzerdt at his birth 
which means “black soil”  in 
German.  His Greek 
teacher, who perceived that 
the young Philip would be a 
great Greek scholar, 
renamed him with the 
Greek word for “black soil”  
– Melancthon. 

 

I’m ready for my 
Melancthon to come.  It 
really feels like the space 
that he will occupy is 
acutely “empty.”   Maybe 
the flowers in the other 
vases are just hiding that 
emptiness.  I’ ve waited.  
Now it’s time. 

 
Soon we will learn that 
someplace else is empty too 
– the tomb.  That emptiness, 
though, is good news.  That 
emptiness means there is 
new life. That emptiness 
means that those places in 
me, and in us all, are filled 
with good news that Jesus is 
risen, just as he said.  
Maybe this Easter, this 
waiting for Melancthon 
really is good black soil for 
me…a good place to 
grow…helping me to be 
ready to welcome the risen 
Lord into places that have 
been empty for too long.

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At the Congregational 
Resourcing Event (CRE)  
keynote speaker, Dr. Matthew 
Marohl (who taught Romans 
in March’s Adult Sunday 
School) said that there are 
500 different Bibles in 
English…wow! And I felt I 
had looked at all of them for 
Bible Sunday! Not only is the 
Bible a best seller, but is the 
best seller every year (yes, 
even more than any of the 
Harry Potter books.). 
The new Lutheran Study 
Bible (and a soon to be 
released Children’s Bible) 
helps us to “marinate”  in the 
text by looking at it through 
the richness of history, a 
Lutheran lens that helps us 
to be faithful/loyal to God, as 
literature, and as a devotion. 
Even though 91% of our 
population owns a Bible 
(80% of those are given as a 
gift) and the average 
American household has four 
Bibles, less than 50% read 

their Bible more than once a 
week. So, how can we help 
families to “open scripture”  
and “ join the 
conversation?”  (two of the 
slogans from the “Book of 
Faith”  Initiative). 
Luther compared parents to 
the bishops of their families, 
yet how many of us really feel 
qualified? Coming to CRE 
next year may be one way to 
become a more informed 
“bishop.”  Since Bible Sunday, 
I’ve been hearing how the 
children have led their 
families (using their new 
Bibles) into reading and 
discussing the stories: 

© Camille read the first 125 
pages of her Bible in one 
week. 

© Nick and Trish talked about 
his favorite story, Noah 
(which he also highlighted). 

© Kylen takes his Bible to 
bed almost every night. 

Please, share your stories 

about your child’s Bible with 
me, the pastors, the Children 
& Family Ministry Team 
(Ruth Stewart, Sandy Hansen, 
Cindy Wildermuth, Sue 
Basala), Sunday school 
teachers, and each other. We 
are in this faith development 
journey together as a church 
family and want to share in 
your successes and trials.
