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Voting. It's a process that 
we are pretty much familiar 
with and use all the time. 
From voting in local 
elections to electing a slate 
of officers for a club to a 
family deciding where to go 
for dinner, voting is a 
familiar process for the vast 
majority of people 
in the QC area. 
It's a process 
where the 
majority wins and 
the minority 
figures out what 
to do next. It 
works well for 
government and 
for many 
organizations to make 
decisions. 
 By the time that you read 
this, we should have a 
vision statement and a 
mission statement for 
Trinity to reflect on and 
consider. It's only a few 
words, but they are words 
that reflect many hours of 
thought and prayer, words 
that we will be amplify and 
share with one another in 
the months to come. It's an 
exciting process, of 
discovering who we are and 
where God is leading us, a 
process that does not end 
but really begins with a 
mission and a vision 

statement. There is much 
ahead in the amplification, 
going from the general 
and the abstract to the 
specific and concrete. 
 And, regarding the 
vision and the mission 
statement, I hope and pray 
that we do not vote on 

these 
statements. I 
say this 
because a 
vision, one 
that 
transforms a 
congregation 
and gives it 
direction, 
comes out of 

a consensus. A consensus 
is different than voting 
because in a consensus the 
vast majority, if not 
everyone, agrees that 
something is acceptable to 
them. There are no 
winners and losers such as 
in voting, but is rather a 
process where all come to 
basic agreement.  
 And a consensus is my 
hope and prayer for this 
process of transformation, 
that we come to a place 
where we agree together 
that the statements are 
acceptable to us as a 
congregation. With a 
consensus, we are free to 

disagree with portions of it 
while still affirming the 
overall consensus, meaning 
that the statements remain 
acceptable, along with the 
reservations. The result is 
that a consensus includes the 
points where we may 
disagree, while we affirm the 
acceptability of the 
statements. It allows us to 
differ on the fine points 
while agreeing on the basic 
ones without anyone losing a 
vote and trying to figure out 
what to do next. 
 This is, I realize, a 
different process than voting 
and Roberts' Rules of Order. 
It can take longer, be 
frustrating at times, and 
often involves more people, 
but I feel that this is good in 
the long run for a community 
of faith as it is a unifying and 
not dividing process. It is my 
prayer that we can embrace 
and affirm this direction, as 
we amplify its meaning for 
us together. May God bless 
you this May!

 Mirror, mirror on the 
wall, who’s the greenest of 
them all? Here in the Quad 
Cities, that distinction may 
well go to Augustana 
College. Over the past three 
years, the college has taken 
great strides in 
environmental stewardship, 
spurred on by students, 
faculty and administrators 
who are passionate about our 
planet. 
 The changes stretch 
from local food and 
composting to transportation, 
and from recycling to LEED 
(Leadership in 
Environmental Energy and 
Design) standards on new 
construction. And this year 
the college announced a new 
Environmental Studies major 
for students hoping to turn 
their passion for the 
environment into their life’s 
work. 
 Augustana’s 
Environmental Action Plan, 
approved by the Board of 
Trustees in 2007, includes a 
campus sustainability 
committee comprising key 
administrators and faculty, 
student and staff 
representatives to direct and 
monitor the college’s efforts 
toward sustainability. 
 “We are committed to be 
a leader in promoting 
sustainability and a healthier 
planet,”  says Garry Griffith, 
director of dining services for 
the college and leader of the 
innovative Farm2Fork 
program. The college has 
contracted with local farmers 
to provide fresh, locally 
grown produce and meat for 
the campus. Why eat things 

shipped from other side of the 
world when eating local is 
both tastier and better for the 
environment? 
 At the other end, food 
waste is now composted by 
local organic farmer and 
Augustana alum Jim Johansen, 
completing the circle. Griffith 
estimates that the compost 
project keeps 80,000 pounds 
of waste a year out of landfills. 
In addition, Johansen 
transforms the college’s used 
cooking oil into biodiesel fuel 
to run his tractor. Various 
groups of students go out to 
Wesley Acres for first-hand 
experience with sustainable 
farming. 
 When students get meals 
to go, they use paper plates 
made from milled sugar cane, 
box lunch containers, cups and 
lids made from corn, and 
utensils that look like plastic, 
made from potatoes. All these 
products can be composted—
unlike Styrofoam, which 
doesn’ t degrade at all. 
 The college has changed 
its purchasing policies for a 
wide range of other products 
in the interest of sustainability. 
For instance, copy paper is 
now 100 percent recycled, 
chlorine-free and certified by 
the Forest Stewardship 
Council to come from 
sustainably managed forests. 
Several campus committees 
are looking for ways to reduce 
the amount of paper used on 
campus. Likewise, the college 
has switched to 95 percent 
recycled toilet paper and 100 
percent recycled paper towels. 
 Last fall, Global Affect, a 
student group, distributed 

1,000 compact fluorescent light 
bulbs to students in residence 
halls, to reduce energy use. 
Starting next fall, incandescent 
bulbs will not be allowed in 
college houses and residence 
halls. 
 In the annual Recyclemania 
contest, Augustana took first 
place over all participating 
colleges in Illinois in both 2007 
and 2008. Last year, during the 
10 weeks of the contest, 
Augustana recycled 30.94 
pounds per student, faculty or 
staff member. 
 “Being in Recyclemania is 
good for the community-- both 
the campus and surrounding 
communities--because there’s a 
lot less waste going to the 
landfills,”  says Bill Fineran, 
manager of the recycling 
program. “We only have one 
Earth, and it’ s everyone’s 
responsibility to do their part to 
conserve it.”  The college now 
uses single-stream recycling, 
where plastic, glass, aluminum 
and paper no longer need to be 
separated. 
 Then there’s the matter of 
transportation. In a new 
agreement with MetroLINK 
aimed at reducing automobile 
use, every member of the 
Augustana community can ride 
the bus for free. Global Affect 
gave 15 new bikes to students 
who pledged not to bring a car 
to campus. More than 60 first-
year students signed the pledge. 
For next year, the group is 
seeking grants to provide at 
least 60 bikes. 
 These are some of the 
things Augustana College is 
doing to help the environment. 
What are you doing?

They are 
getting excited about high 
school.  They talk about 
being a part of LYO, going 
on LYO trips, helping with 
future confirmation camps, 
and doing some home 
communion visits.

Fitting everything in will 
take effort on their behalf 
and their families too. 

 
We are at such a place of 
looking ahead in the life of 
our congregation, too, I 
think.  We are beginning to 
live out that hope.
