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When are we going to
see the results of the
visioning process? It'sa
good question, and a
question that | sympathize
with, remembering times
and places when | had to
respond fast to a situation or
make a quick decision... and
live with the consequences.
The visioning process has
been more of a deliberate
journey, and it has needed
to be so, up until this point,
because of the importance
of the task and the
implications of the results.
For this visioning processis
about nothing lessthan a
new understanding of who
we are as a congregation
I and where God is leading
' us. It means nothing less
than re-examining what God
has equipped us with for
ministry as a community of
faith and seeing how we are
to use the resources with

which we are blessed. It is
nothing less than looking at
old assumptions and seeking
to see the present clearly
and honestly.

And it isabout nothing less
than transforming us and

! moving forward in concert,
together.

We now have avision
statement and amission
statement that we are trying
out (not formally adopted
by the congregation as of

this writing) which are
intended to say many
things with few words.
Now we are in the process
of adding wordsto clarify
and expand upon those
few words... and we need
your help to do
this. For this
processis not
about a
statement from \
"on high"
brought down
the mountain. |
am sure that |
am not M oses and that
God has never spoken to
mein aburning bush -
those times are rare and
special in human history.
Thisvisioning processis
about building a new
CoNnsensus among us
together. It is about
articulating a shared
understanding about who
we are and where we are
going. That iswhy,
prayerfully, the visioning
team took the input from
the listening and visioning
sessions to heart in
crafting the vision and
mission statements that we
are now trying out in

many venues, to seeif we
have captured that sense
of who we arein all of our
diversity. If we have done
well, we will formally
adopt them later on... or
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go back to the drawing board
if we have not.

And so | invite you to
listen and to speak, to hear
the thoughts of others on
what this means to them and
to share what it meansto you
in the next 2
months, to help
build the shared
vision together
with al of our
thoughts being a
(/" = partof the
A whole. | also

invite your
listening, speaking, and
prayers as our worship team
begins the process of using
the mission and vision
statements to start a process
of reviewing our Sunday
morning schedule. |1® be
writing more about that after
the team has met and we
have a clear processto do
thisin place.

At the sametime, | wanted
you to know that we needed
to do this foundational work
before we could start
addressing any specific
issues, and that specific
issues will be addressed.
And, as aways, please feel
free to contact me. 1@ be
happy to discuss this with
you, to clarify and explain,
to speak and to listen.

In arecent article,
Patrick Buchanan writes to
argue against “cap and
trade”, and he concludes
that “after the record cold
temperaturesin many cities
this winter, that global
warming is acrock — that
there is no conclusive proof
it is happening, no
conclusive proof man isthe
cause, no conclusive proof
it would be a calamity for us
or the polar bears’. (Quad
City Times, 5/13/09) The
great majority of reputable
scientists and environmental
experts strongly disagree
with Pat. The oil and coal
industries are paying tens of
millions of dollarsto
lobbyists in Washington to
keep the EPA from
implementing strong
regulations for carbon and
other noxious gases. The
country isin agreat struggle
to determine the best
decisions for our economic,
industrial, and
environmental future.

In his book, Hot, Flat
and Crowded , Thomas
Friedman takes a different
view of our use of fossil
fuels and the international
implications of our
dependence on qil. He
writes that our oil addiction
isnot only changing the
climate system, itisaso

changing the international
system. The most important
fact isthat we are
strengthening “the most
intolerant, antimodern, anti-
Western, anti-women'’ sright,
and antipluralistic strain of
Islam — the strain propagated
by Saudi Arabia’. Secondly,
Friedman feels that our
addictionis helping to
finance areversal of
democratic trends in Russia,
Latin America, and
elsewhere that had begun
with the fall of Communism.

His third observation is
that we are fueling an ugly
global energy scramble that
brings out the worst in
nations, and his fourth
statement is that through our
0il purchasing, we are
funding both sides of the war
onterror. We are paying for
our own armies and also,
with our purchases, indirectly
financing al-Queda, Hamas,
Hezbollah, and the Islamic
Jihad. In his chapter titled
“Fill *er up with Dictators’
Friedman elaborates on these
conclusions and describes the
economic power of the
Saudisto effectively spread
their fundamental strain of
Islam to its neighbors.

In Greg Mortenson and
David Oliver Relin’s book
Three Cups of Tea, they
describe their successful

effortsto build progressive
schoolsin rural Pakistan and
Afghanistan in order to fight
Islamic extremism. However,
Saudi money is making it
possible for many times more
conservative madrassas
(schools indoctrinating
students into a puritanical
faith, hostile to other faiths) to
be built for every progressive
school that still exists.

Friedman further writesin
this chapter about Petropolitics
and its resultsin eliminating
domestic manufacturing jobs,
and in keeping women
subordinate. He concludes one
section -- “Our addiction to oil
makes global warming
warmer, petrodictators
stronger, clean air dirtier, poor
people poorer, democratic
countries weaker, and radical
terroristsricher.” He asks,
“Have | left anything out?’

There are many points of
view on issues of alternative
fuels and ways to reduce our
oil addiction. One can become
overwhelmed with the
magnitude of the problems.
However, herein our QCA,
are we car pooling more? Is
that bike rack installed at
church yet? How can you and
| become better stewards of
our environment and citizens
of our country and of our
world?

Notes onthe Journey

In the past month | have
been doing alot of
pondering about journeys —
big ones and little ones. I've
traveled to Pennsylvania and
back to retrieve my eldest
daughter from college. 1've
traveled across town with
my youngest as she got her
driver’'slicense. I've walked
the brick path around my
house brick by brick as1’ve
tried to “tame” the weeds
and grass that keep growing
where | don’t want them. |
also spent alot of the last
month thinking about
“Notes on the
Journey” asthat isthe
themethat | have
chosen for my
sabbatical in May,

June, and July of 2010.

Y et thereisone
simple journey that | take
about three times a week that
has had me doing the most
pondering. Thisjourney is
around the track on the
second floor of the Rock
Island Fitness and Activity
Center, or RIFAC for short.
I’ ve mentioned many times
in sermonsthat | like the
view of theravinethat | see
through the windows as |
exercise on the elliptical
trainer. 1'm reminded of the
rhythm of God'slove
through the seasons of the
year. There are certain trees
that | especialy love. The
scenes always rank better
than whatever is on the
televisions that hang from
the ceiling.

In these last few months
as| returned to regular
exercising after my shoulder
surgery, | have gotten to

know the track better.
Again, | have walked it for
years, but I'm seeing the
path in anew way.

If I walk it on Mondays,
Wednesdays, and Fridays,
the prescribed direction for
walkers and runnersis
counter clockwise. Thisis
my usua route. About half
of thelarge oval pathis
around the exercise
equipment and weight
rooms. Some of thisyou

The
rest of
the
track
goes

around
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the
basketball and
racquetball courts. The
court areas have no
windows. The other areas
are primarily windows.
One day as | was well

into my walk | started to
really “look” at those
windows, as well aslook
through them. Part of the
walk isin only artificial
light, but as | round the
furthest corner and look
ahead | see alarge window,
divided into four equal
square panes — divided as if
by a cross with arms of
equal length. As| turn past
that window, it is followed
by three sets of windowsin
arow, and then another
large four pane window.
That window isthen

followed by along row of
single windows until I'm
plunged back into only
artificial light.

Some days my walk isa
bit like that....plunged into
artificial light, pretty dim,
but when it seemsthat |
can’'t do “whatever” any
more, | see way ahead to the
cross, and fix my eyeson
that. And, when I’mright up
closeto the cross, | then see
the beauty of the world
through the three sets of
windows...Father, Son, and
Spirit. Then, dowly, the
windows space back out and
I'minartificial light again.

When | started noticing
this pattern | also started
noticing that | can change
theway | walk. | look ahead
more and less at my feet. |
look forward to seeing the
cross and the sets of three —
and the world through them.
When I'm headed to an area
without those windows |
have the memory of them to
focus on rather than just bare
cement walls.

Our churchisona
journey aswell. Inthese
next weeks Pastor Larry and
I, with all of you, are going
to be exploring what it
means to look through the
lens of the cross and the
Trinity — seeing through the
window of our mission and
vision statements. We have
only begun to look, but
aready | love looking, and |
love what | see.

| recently ran across an
article | had written several
years ago about walking —
prayer-walking to be
specific. Thisisthe perfect
timeto revisit that topic as
the Health and Wellness
Team kicks off its‘Walk to
Tanzania’ on June 1%,

The article referred to a book
written by Linus Mundy
entitled ‘ Prayer-

Walking' (Abbey Press,
1994). In hisbook, Mr.
Mundy states, “For many,
many years now, our
contemporary culture has
told us both prayer and
walking were pretty much a
waste of time! They both
seemed to accomplish so
little; they didn’t “work” fast
enough, if at all. Now things
are changing. Walking —
even sow walking —is seen
asvery good for us. And
“wasting” some time with
God —even alot of time—
isn't so bad either, we've
discovered. Taking a
prayer-walk means deciding

$

to make atime and a place
where God can touch us and
we can touch God.”

In addition, he offers afew

suggestions for your prayer-

walk:

© Redlize, asyou walk,
that your real journey is
an interior one. You
are looking for love and
opening up to Grace.

© Makeit clear to God
and yourself as you set
out, that thisis awalk
toward holiness. You
are seeking it; you have
prayerful intentions.

© Make your prayer-
walk. That means
walking at your pace,
on or off the marked
paths, reciting
traditional prayersor
spontaneous prayer,
centering prayer or,
obviously, sometimes
‘NO’ prayer.

© Thingsto take along
(al optional): a

notebook, spiritual
reading, a pet, afriend,
inspiring music; perhaps
most often — none of the
above.

© Thingsto take along (not
optional): thecry —or
song —in your heart, the
people you love, your
dreams, your true self.

© Thingsto take along and
‘drop off’, bit by bit:
your hurts, your worries,
and your false self.
