This group will
begin its work after Council
approves the date of people
asked to serve, which could
be as early as this month.
The group will start by
looking at our vision and
mission statements,
gleaning what they have to

say regarding what we do
on Sunday morning and
when we have corporate
worship. We will be
looking for your thoughts
also, knowing that we
cannot possibly include
each and every idea but
that we can and will listen
to them all. Then will
come the work of
prioritizing and seeking a
general consensus, first
among the team, then
among the Council and
congregation. The goal is
to develop and implement
a schedule that reflects
who we areasa
community of faith and
where we are going, a
schedule that we can have
agenera consensus upon,
agreeing that this solution
iswhat isright for all of
ustoday.

And, in asimilar way,
we are moving forward
with developing a plan for
renovating our sanctuary,
ideally to have it ready in
time before our 100th
anniversary in 2012. The
council approved a
process where we will
form ateam, which will
start by taking alook at
our vision and mission.
Theidea, again, isto see
what directions these
statements point towards
regarding our worship
space. Indeed, to me,
doing thisisvery muchin
line with our vision

statement where it saysto
"Invite everyone", for an
inviting facility is a part of
that concept. Following this
will be getting with experts
and coming up with a
general plan. We will also
seek aviable plan for
covering the cost, for to do
otherwise would not be good
stewardship. Then we plan to
share these general ideas and
to seek your responses.
Again, every idea cannot be
used, but every child of
God®thoughts are valuable
and will be heard. Then
comes finalizing the plan,
including the seeking of a
general consensus regarding
our worship space and the
way ahead.

S0, as you can see, we
have a busy time ahead at
least for this summer. Some
of these things we have done
before, but we plan to go
about the process of
developing themin a
somewhat different way,
emphasi zing maximum input
from you and in seeking
consensus based solutions
that reflect the feelings of the
people of God in this
community of faith. To me,
this makes it also an exciting
time, and | pray that it be
also afaithful time. Got
Growcareserve*, anyone?

Summer isfinally here, full
of sun, vacations and
farmer’s markets! Between
now and October is your
best opportunity to buy and
eat locally. Let’ stake alook
at 10 markets that are
currently openin the QCA:

The two largest markets are
both in Davenport — the
Davenport Market and the
Davenport Freight House
Market. The Davenport
Market is located at the East
entrance to Northpark Mall
and is open Wed. and Sat.,
8-noon. This market has
been serving the community
for over 25 years with
locally grown produce and
bedding plants, baked
goods, crafts and locally
produced wines and meat
products. The Freight House
Market isthe only year-
round, indoor-outdoor
FarmersaMarket of itskind
in the Mid-west. Located in
and around the historic
Freight House building at
421 West River Drive, this
market consists of over 100
growers, bakers, crafters,
and artisans. Open Tues.
from 3-6 PM and Sat. from
8-1PM.

Bettendorf also offers 2
weekly markets —the
Trinity Farmer’s Market
and the Bettendorf Farmer’s
Market. The Trinity Market
islocated at Trinity at
Terrace Park Hospital (4500
Utica Ridge Road). Trinity
staff offers health related
special events on the 2nd
Monday of each month.
Market vendors offer alarge
variety of annuals and
perennials, hanging baskets,
locally grown fruits and
vegetables, green tea,

honey, beef, poultry, and
baked goods. Open Mon.
from 3-6 PM. The Bettendorf
Market islocated at 2117
State Street, Bettendorf and is
open Thurs. 2-6 PM. They
offer farm fresh produce,
bedding plants, hanging
flower baskets, locally
produced meats, baked goods
and arts and crafts.

On the Illinois side of the
river, several smaller markets
are available. Starting in the
Eastern IL Quad Citieswe
have the East Moline
Farmer’s Market and the East
Moline Main Street Market.
The EM Market islocated in
the Skate City parking lot at
1112 Avenue of the Cities
and is open Wed and Sat 8-
noon. 100% of all fruits and
vegetables sold at this market
are grown by vendors within
50 miles of the Quad Cities.
They aso offer plants, crafts
and soy candles. The market
issmall now but will grow as
more produce becomes
available. The EM Main St
Market islocated in
downtown East Moline at
15th Ave and 7th Street and
isopen Mon and Thurs 2-6
PM. (see http://
www.eastmoline.com/
farmersmarket.cfm for more
information).

Heading west, Moline hosts
the Trinity 7th Street
Farmer’s Market located in
the Trinity Hospital parking
lot at 500 John Deere Road.
They are open Sat 8-nhoon.
All produce sold is 100%
grown by the vendor within
50 miles of the Quad Cities.
There are awide variety of
fruits, vegetables and herbs
available at the market,
including organic produce,
baked goods, jams, salsa,

green tea, plants, beef, crafts
and soy candles.

Aswe move into Rock Island,
two new markets have
emerged this year. Augustana
College hosts a small FM in
the College Center on 7th
Avenue on Tues from 2-4 PM.
This market offerslocally
grown, in season produce from
3-4 local farmersall summer
with a possibility of extended
hours when the students come
back in September. The Quad
City Botanical Center also
began its “Urban Market” this
year and is open Thurs 4-8 PM
from June-Sept. The center
callsthe market "a
combination of a growers®©
market, an art gallery and a
street fair." Each week could
be completely different than
the week before since vendors
do not have to commit to the
whole summer. All products
arelocal.

And last, but not least, the
Milan Farmer’s Market offers
avery small selection of crafts
and produce grown within 50
miles of the QCA. Located in
the old Hy-Vee parking lot
(900 W. 4th St) they are open
Wednesday afternoons 2:30
p.m. to 5:30 p.m.

Again, this market will grow
as the summer progresses.

Step outside after a soft
summer rain and take a deep
breath.
