 Cutting edge solar 
technology, especially with 
photovoltaic cells, is too 
complex to describe in the 
space available to COOL 
IT! So this will cover some 
generalities Fred Krupp and 
Marion Horn discuss in 
"Earth, the Sequel" on the 
promise, problems and 
potential of solar energy. 
Venture capitalists and 
entrepreneurs are pouring 
hundreds of billions of 
dollars into solar research. 
These guys are not starry-
eyed idealistic dreamers. 
They may become very 
rich...they could also 
employ hundreds of 
thousands of highly paid 
workers. 
 There are two basic kinds 
of solar energy: 
photovoltaic and thermal. 
Photovoltaic is from the 
future - quantum physics 
and solid state electronics of 
the information age. See 
what I mean about "too 
complex"? The cells are 
made of semi conductors, 
mainly silicon that release 
electrons when hit by solar 
heat, thus converting it 

directly into electricity at the 
point where it is used. So it 
has potential to transform our 
centralized energy economy. 
Example: solar roof panels. 
Users can exist outside of the 
energy infrastructure, even in 
poor places like African 
villages that have no 
infrastructure.  
 The biggest problem is 
price. Mass production can 
bring that down, but for now, 
the initial cost is too great to 
encourage that. Advanced 
technology will solve this, 
but we are not quite there yet. 
 The other kind is thermal: 
the production of energy by 
using heat from the sun to 
boil water, producing steam 
by concentrating the sun's 
rays on water with mirrors 
and high tech glass. 
The steam drives turbines, 
producing electricity. This is 
from industrial age 
technology, essentially from 
the past. But for now and the 
near future, it is the only 
clean energy source that can 
match coal, our cheapest fuel, 
in cost and scale. New 
technologies have hugely 
increased its efficiency. Its 

greatest advantage over 
photovoltaic is in storage. Heat 
can be stored far cheaper than 
electricity and the greatest 
disadvantage of all solar is that 
the sun doesn’ t shine all of the 
time. So storage is the key to 
reliable usage. 
 Enthusiasts think thermal 
solar could eventually produce 
96% of the energy needs of the 
U.S., but unlike photovoltaic, 
it needs to use our 
transmission grid - our 
infrastructure. 
 Advantages of both types 
include less environmental 
damage and they both use far 
less land than either biofuels or 
wind.  They create twice as 
many jobs as coal and gas. The 
National Resource Energy Lab 
research indicates that solar 
thermal can produce 34,000 
construction jobs, 250 
permanent jobs and generate 
$500,000,000 in tax revenue 
for every gigawatt 
(10,000,000,000 watts) 
generated. 
 The potential for solar 
energy is enormous and by the 
time the sun burns out, it will 
no longer be a problem!

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 In just a few hours, I’ ll be 
boarding a bus and heading 
to New Orleans for the 
ELCA Youth Gathering.

 Thirty-three years ago 
(1976) I boarded a bus and 
headed to the same city for 
the same reason.  That time I 
was between my freshman 
and sophomore years in high 
school.  I don’ t remember 
every thing about the trip, 
but some things I remember 
vividly. 

 I remember hearing Pastor 
Herb Brokering speak a 
number of times.  (He was 
my favorite.)  I remember 
playing euchre on the bus for 
about 12 hours continuously.  
I remember walking through 
the French Quarter.  I 
remember AMAZING 
worship in the Superdome, 
and the thousands of 
Lutherans gathered there.  (I 
hadn’ t and still haven’ t been 
to all 50 states, but they all 
came to that gathering.) 

 I also remember the theme 
– “Walking Wet.”   Every 
event was centered in 

baptism and 
living that 
blessing, 
identity, and 
calling every 
day.  This 
theme has 
shaped my 
own theology 
ever since that 
trip. 

 The experience those 
many years ago was a living 
example of how we are 
united in Jesus, even though 
we might live in very 
different places, look 
different from one another, 
and have different opinions 
on issues.  In Jesus, we were 
and are united. 

 This year’s theme – 
“Jesus, Justice, Jazz”  flows 
from that baptismal identity, 
for being a child of God is 
all about serving.  Check out 
Philippians 2:1-8 (also 
known as the Christ hymn), 
and especially hear verse 4 
“Let each of you look not to 
your own interests, but to 
the interests of others.”   
Seeking justice for others 
flows from our love of 
Jesus. 

 The jazz?  Well, it is the 
heartbeat and voice of that 
region.  It is an 
improvisational art form.  
That is what we are prepared 
to do – plan, plan, plan, and 
then expect the Spirit to take 
us places we can’ t even 
begin to imagine.  With 
thanks to our Youth Minister 
Robyn Graham, to our 
youth, to our LYO team of 
parents and friends, to the 
whole congregation for 
support, and to our sister 
congregations of Faith and 
Calvary, we will go (and 
Growcareserve) in Christ’s 
name!

First let me hear how the 
children stood round his knee,  
and I shall fancy his blessing 
resting on me;  
words full of kindness, deeds full 
of grace,  
all in the lovelight of Jesus© face. 
  

Into the city I©d follow the 
children©s band,  
waving a branch of the palm tree 
high in my hand;  
one of his heralds, yes, I would 
sing  
loudest hosannas, "Jesus is 
King!"  
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The economic situation of 
this year creates fear, despair, 
and worry that make us 
consumed and obsessed with 
scarcity. Program cuts leave 
people without jobs and 
others without necessary 
programs for their health, 
education, and well being. 
God tells us the opposite: we 
live in a world that has more 
than enough. In fact, if we 
trust our God we can give 
knowing that God will take 
care of us and our families. 
We live in a world that is 
abundant. There is enough. 
You are enough. Where you 
are weak, God is strong. 
     Remember the feeding of 
the 5,000? It is in weakness 
and scarcity that God can 
come in and fill in the blanks. 
God, the almighty Creator, 
makes things bigger and 
better and whole. During 
times of stress and need do 
not forget that you are blessed 
by God and let that be the 
guiding light in how you 
respond. I did not respond 
with the kind of generous 
spirit or light for one of us 
who has no home. 
     The Lord is in charge and 
we need to let his light shine 
through our actions. That is 
the kind of light that shines 
with the basketball hoop once 
again in the parking lot to 
provide hours of play for our 
neighbors. That is the kind of 
light that shines with some of 
the neighborhood kiddos 
participating in Vacation 
Bible School (VBS) this year 

for the first time since I’ve 
been here at Trinity. That is 
the kind of light that shines 
when our children at VBS 
gathered 3lbs. of tabs for the 
Ronald McDonald House in 
Iowa City. They also brought 
their pennies that were 
matched to raise $112.60 
towards the goal of $350 for a 
shallow well that will be built 
in Tanzania for a whole 
village by the Marion Medical 
Mission. I pray that in the  
future my actions reflect this 
kind of generous light with 
those who have needs brought 
to our door steps that does not 
enable co-dependency but will 
allow whoever to receive the 
body of Christ in a helpful 
way.   
     Nelson Mandela says this 
about the light:   
“Our greatest fear is not that 
we are inadequate, but that we 
are powerful beyond measure. 
It is our light, not our 
darkness that frightens us. We 
ask ourselves, who am I to be 
brilliant, gorgeous, handsome, 
talented, and fabulous? 
Actually, who are you not to 
be? You are a child of God. 
Your playing small does not 
serve the world. There is 
nothing enlightened about 
shrinking so that other people 
won’ t feel insecure around 
you. We were born to make 
manifest the glory of God 
within us. It is not just in 
some; it is in everyone. And, 
as we let our own light shine, 
we unconsciously give other 
people permission to do the 

same. As we are liberated 
from our fear, our presence 
automatically liberates 
others.”   
      I am reminded of the first 
story at Vacation Bible School 
at Camp E.D.G.E. 
(Experience, Discover God 
Everywhere) told by 
Jane Bahls. Like the 
Hebrews who had an 
Ark of the Covenant, 
we here at Trinity 
Lutheran Church 
have the communion 
table. It is our mercy 
seat, where we meet 
our God. Through the 
common everyday elements of 
bread and wine, what is sacred 
is revealed to us. Yet, how 
many of our problems stem 
from not keeping our focus on 
the Table of the New 
Covenant? This is not a 
covenant of law and 
judgment, but a covenant of 
love and grace. Just like in the 
contents in the Ark of the 
Covenant, at the table we 
learn everything we need to 
know for true safety: God 
leads us like the stone tablets 
of the Ten Commandments 
led the Hebrews; God feeds us 
like the jar of manna reminded 
those in exile that God 
provided for them; and like 
the staff of Aaron in the Ark 
of the Covenant we know that 
God saves us.

Bishop Hanson has called for 50 days of prayer before the ELCA Church Wide Assembly on 
August 17th. The suggestion was made to use daily and weekly prayers and scripture readings 
in support of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America and the members that will gather at 
the assembly and for faithfulness in discerning the direction to which God is calling the ELCA 
church in mission and service. In support of this request from the bishop, the prayer team will 
be using weekly prayers in the Prayer Chain, and on Monday mornings at 8:15 a.m. at Prayer 

Partners in the chapel.  
You are invited to participate in the 50 days of prayer which begins on June 28th. If you are 

not receiving the prayer chain, there will be a link on Trinity’s website 
trinitylutheranmoline.org to sign up or you may contact the church office for more information. 

You are always invited and welcome to Prayer Partners in the Chapel on Monday mornings. 
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 Do you struggle to find 
time to pray during your 
hectic daily life? Once I get 
out of bed in the morning, it 
seems my day’s routine 
consumes me and there is 
no “alone/quiet”  time to 
devote to prayer. It also can 
result in my day feeling 
more frantic, disorganized, 
and frustrating. 

 However, if I set my 
alarm to go off five minutes 
before I need to get up, I 
then find time to quietly 
devote myself to prayer. 
First I repeat the line from 
Psalm 118: "This is the day 
the Lord has made. Let me 
rejoice and be glad." From 
this point, I pray that my 
day be centered on the 
Lord’s will for my 
direction, pace and attitude. 

 By starting my day in 
the Lord’s will, I truly 
feel the Lord’s guidance, 
care, and peace each time 
I am tempted to lose 
patience, rush through 
tasks, or try to do too 
much at once. Try this 
and you may find the 
value of the “Five Minute 
Rise and Shine Prayer!”  
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keep growing in their faith, 
understanding and practice. 
 Bible studies and other 
educational discussions are a 
large part of Trinity's ASF 
program, both on Sunday 
mornings and other times 
during the week. The ASF 
team also manages and 
promotes the library, which 
is full of books that can get 
people thinking about 
matters of faith and develop 
habits that lead to deeper 
spirituality. The team 
sponsors prayer groups, 
enrichment retreats and any 
other organized group 
activity that can contribute 
to spiritual formation. 
 Over the summer, the 

 ASF stands for Adult 
Spiritual Formation. The 
name indicates the mission 
of the team, which goes 
beyond the original task of 
adult education.
