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By the time that you read 
this, the ELCA's 
Churchwide Assembly of 
2009 will be a memory. 
And if you were in church 
on the 23rd of August, you 
may remember what I 
spoke of regarding that 
assembly, with words that 
I know only in my heart 
when I type these words to 
you. As you may be aware, 
there were controversial 
actions addressed at that 
assembly, which may or 
not have caught national 
press attention. And, as 
will all issues where 
people have passion and 
differing perspectives, 
there are people who are 
strongly in each camp and 
people who are in the 
middle. There will be those 
who cheer whatever 
decision was reached and 
those who jeer, along with 
those who just feel 
heartsick about the whole 
situation. 
 It is not the first time 
that passions have arisen 
over an issue in the 2,000 
year or so history of the 
Church. Paul dealt with the 
issue of whether Gentiles 
had to become Jewish 
before becoming Christian 
of if they could go directly 
from Gentile to Christian. 
Today it is a non-issue in 
the extreme, but the 
passions were just as great 

in Paul's day over this 
issue. The Civil War 
divided churches just as 
it divided the nation, and 
the now reunited 
Lutheran churches of that 
day were not exempt. I 
could write a series of 
books just to briefly 
outline all of the other 
times when passions 
inflamed the body of 
believers, all of whom 
sought to be faithful 
regardless of position. 
Issues do arise in the life 
of the Church nationally 
and locally. Issues arise 
from time to time, 
decisions are made, and 
some will cheer while 
others jeer. This is a fact 
of life we cannot change. 
But how we respond, 
how we react to these 
issues, is a very different 
matter over which we 
have a lot of control. 
 And the issue of how 
to respond in a time of 
passion and conviction is 
one that I have given 
years of intellectual 
study, prayer, sleepless 
nights, and thought. Out 
of this process comes my 
passionate conviction 
that such a faithful 
response is far more than 
simply being for or 
against this or any issue. 
To me a faithful response 
also includes 

remembering the Body of 
Christ, the oneness of faith 
that Jesus called on all the 
disciples - including all of 
us—to seek. For I know 
from my own life and 
experiences that one can 
maintain differing positions 
of conviction and passion 
with others and still 
maintain the conversation. I 
have experienced times 
with others when we agreed 
that, despite our 
differences, the oneness in 
faith that we shared in 
Christ was worth keeping. 
Maybe I am a bit of a 
dreamer, but just imagine 
the witness to our 
community and our world if 
we continue our fellowship, 
respect others as also 
seeking to be faithful to 
God, and at the same time 
maintain our views with 
passion and conviction!  I 
for one believe that we can 
achieve this, that we can 
show the world that we are 
Christians by our love - and 
I know that I am not the 
only one. And, by the way, 
if you want to know my 
own views - just ask and I'll 
be happy to pour out my 
passion and conviction...but 
remember if you do so... 
you asked for it!

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Do you have electronic 
waste such as computers, 
monitors, televisions, 
VCRs, printers, scanners, 
cassette players, etc.? Is the 
electronic waste 
accumulating in your home 
because you are concerned 
about the environmental 
hazard if disposed in a 
landfill or shipped overseas 
to toxic extraction sites? If 
you are a resident of Scott 
or Rock Island County, 
there is an option. Scott 
County Waste Commission 
operates an Electronic 
Demanufacturing Facility 
(EDF) that provides an 
environmentally sound and 
economically feasible 
option to dispose of your e-
waste. Located in 
Davenport, the EDF will 
accept your e-waste for 
disassembly and recycling. 
The electronic items are not 
refurbished or reused, but 
disassembled into separate 
components for shredding 
and recycling. The 
recovered material from the 

demanufacturing process is 
then sold to markets in the 
United States and the 
proceeds from the sales help 
offset the operating costs of 
the facility.  Toxic materials 
such as lead, mercury, 
cadmium, and chromium do 
not end up in landfills where 
they can leach into 
underground water tables. 
The EDF also assures that 
data in discarded computers 
never becomes public. Hard 
drives are removed from 
computers and shredded on-
site. In addition to the above, 
the facility accepts CD 
players, adding and 
answering machines, video 
game equipment, cell phones, 
radios, and digital cameras. If 
unsure about your waste, call 
the number below. 
 The facility's address is 
1048 E. 59th St., Davenport, 
and its operating hours are 
Monday through Friday from 
7:30 AM to 3:30 PM. 
Employees at the facility will 
assist you in removing the e-
waste from your car or truck. 

 Scott County residents are 
charged 20 cents per pound for 
most e-waste items. Davenport 
and Bettendorf residents that 
receive curbside collection can 
put e-waste out as bulky waste 
on their recycling day. The e-
waste will be delivered to the 
EDF as a service that is 
included in their solid waste 
fee. 
Because of a contract with 
Rock Island County Waste 
Management Agency and 
Scott County Waste 
Commission, Rock Island 
County residents can bring 
their e-waste to the facility. 
There is no charge with a valid 
Rock Island County address. 
Minor paperwork is involved. 
 The demanufacturing 
facility's phone number is 
(563)823-0119. Their web 
address is wastecom.com. Call 
or visit their site for more 
information. Business owners 
are also welcome, but call for 
details on possible large or 
unusual items.

 Through our trip, the 
concern of how to help the 
homeless and of our own 
fears related to the homeless 
came up.

However, 
we kept asking the questions 
because we remembered 
something from a 
conversation that Jesus and 
his followers had had 44Then 
they also will answer, 'Lord, 
when was it that we saw you 
hungry or thirsty or a 
stranger or naked or sick or 
in prison, and did not take 
care of you?' 45Then he will 
answer them, 'Truly I tell 
you, just as you did not do it 
to one of the least of these, 
you did not do it to 
me.'

 Diabetes is a disease in 
which the body does not 
produce or properly use 
insulin. Insulin is a hormone 
that is needed to convert 
sugar, starches and other 
food into energy needed for 
daily life. The cause of 
diabetes continues to be a 
mystery, although both 
genetics and environmental 
factors such as obesity and 
lack of exercise appear to 
play roles. 
 There are 23.6 million 
children and adults in the 
United States, or 7.8% of the 
population, who have 
diabetes. While an estimated 
17.9 million have been 
diagnosed with diabetes, 
unfortunately, 5.7 million 

people (or nearly one quarter) 
are unaware that they have the 
disease.  
 In order to determine 
whether or not a patient has 
pre-diabetes or diabetes, health 
care providers conduct a 
Fasting Plasma Glucose Test 
(FPG) or an Oral Glucose 
Tolerance Test (OGTT). Either 
test can be used to diagnose 
pre-diabetes or diabetes. The 
American Diabetes Association 
recommends the FPG because 
it is easier, faster, and less 
expensive to perform. 
 Type 1 diabetes is usually 
diagnosed in children and 
young adults, and was 
previously known as juvenile 
diabetes. In type 1 diabetes, the 
body does not produce insulin. 
Insulin is a hormone that is 
needed to convert sugar 
(glucose), starches and other 
food into energy needed for 
daily life. 
 Having type 1 diabetes 
increases your risk for many 
serious complications. Some 
complications of type 1 
diabetes include: heart disease 
(cardiovascular disease), 
blindness (retinopathy), nerve 
damage (neuropathy), and 
kidney damage (nephropathy). 
 Type 2 diabetes is the most 
common form of diabetes. In 
type 2 diabetes, either the body 

does not produce enough 
insulin or the cells ignore the 
insulin. Insulin is necessary 
for the body to be able to use 
glucose for energy. When 
you eat food, the body breaks 
down all of the sugars and 
starches into glucose, which 
is the basic fuel for the cells 
in the body. Insulin takes the 
sugar from the blood into the 
cells. When glucose builds up 
in the blood instead of going 
into cells, it can cause two 
problems:  

·  Right away, your cells 
may be starved for energy. 

·  Over time, high blood 
glucose levels may hurt your 
eyes, kidneys, nerves or 
heart. 
 Having type 2 diabetes 
increases your risk for many 
serious complications.

The additional 
amount bringing our total 
weekly offering to 10% of 
our weekly income will go to 
Trinity’s global mission 
projects. 

 The “ key ingredient to 
tithing”  will be the focus of 
the October  TRINITY 
VISITOR ar ticle about 
“ Try-A-Tithe Sunday.”   
Watch for  it!
