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I have to admit that at 
times recently I am feeling 
like I a juggler. Now when 
I write this please do not 
expect to see me keeping 
multiple balls or pins in the 
air at the same time. I can 
promise you that will not 
see that because, to be 
honest, juggling is not a 
skill that God saw fit to 
give to me.  

When I write that I feel 
like a juggler, I am 
referring to “ juggling”  
three issues that are very 
important to the future of 
this congregation. These 
three issues are the 
visioning process, the 
schedule review process, 
and the sanctuary review 
process. So in my attempt 
to keep all three of these in 
the air, please allow me to 
share a bit about each with 
you. 

The visioning process has 
spawned the mission and 

vision statement, as well as 
being the catalysis for the 
schedule review and 
sanctuary renovation 
processes. It has given us a 
means to go about decision 
making in a more open and 
collaborative manner that 
we are using, and is giving 
us a much clearer sense of 
where we are and where 
God is calling us to go as a 
body of believers.  
Currently the team is 
finishing up work on a 
series of value statements. 
These statements will be 
forward looking and useful 
to anyone doing strategic 
planning, to include our 
ministry teams and council 
when they look ahead. 

The schedule review team 
has met a few times and is 
well into the process. 
Currently they have looked 
at the mission and vision 
statements to see what 
guidance is there for us, 
and are examining the why 

behind the solutions various 
people are proposing. By 
seeing the issues, the 
“whys”  behind various 
solutions, we can then seek 
solutions that work for 
almost all of us. 

The sanctuary renovation 
team has met and is just 
starting their process. They 
also are looking to the 
mission and vision 
statements for guidance as 
they work toward their goal 
regarding repairs and 
possible upgrades to our 
primary worship space.  

So here are my three 
“ juggling issues.”  You 
should, Lord willing, be 
hearing more about this at 
the town hall on the 11th of 
October and in the weeks to 
come, as well as have an 
opportunity to respond. 
May God guide us in the 
days to come!

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Schedule Review Team Update 
The Schedule Review Team is meeting and is engaged in the process of reviewing Trinity's 
worship, educational, and fellowship schedules. This team is temporary, formed with the 

purpose of developing a set of recommendations regarding Trinity’s worship, education, and 
fellowship schedules. The people who agreed to serve on this team are: Kay Allen, Pastor 

Larry, Jim Fox, Al Hansen, Janice Harpest (Priggie), Jennifer Jordening, Pastor Laura, Dave 
Maccabee, Heather Martin, Ron May, Kathy Meyer, Kurt Meyer, Jan Peterson, Judy 

Rullman, Jodie Creen-Wesemann, and Ralph Stephenson. The process that we are using as a 
team is based on developing a consensus. This means that, before any approval process 
starts, everyone on the team is able to accept any recommendation. Such a consensus 

seeking process is admittedly slower, but it has a greater chance of finding a solution that 
better meets our needs. 
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“Cool It” offers 
information on 

conservation efforts, 
environmental 

legislation, and other 
opinions or viewpoints 
that are endorsed by 

Earth Keepers. 

 

Why is 350 the most 
important number in the 
world? According to the 
350 Campaign, 350 parts 
per million is the safe level 
for of carbon dioxide in the 
atmosphere. Above 350, we 
have global climate change. 
Below 350, we’re safe. 
We’re currently at 386 parts 
per million. The 350 
campaign wants to bring the 
levels back down again. 
What’s needed is both 
personal and political action 
on a global scale, and the 
folks at 350 are working on 
bringing that about.  As they 
put it, “ Our  mission is to 
inspire the wor ld to r ise to 
the challenge of the 
climate cr isis—to create a 
new sense of urgency and 
of possibility for  our  
planet.”   
They’re seeking to spark a 
movement, and Earth 
Keepers are joining in. On 

October 24, we are joining 
the “350 Day of Action.”  
There will be over 1500 
events worldwide (in 114 
different countries!) as a part 
of this movement.  October 
24th also happens to be 
United Nations Day; the UN 
meets in just a few months, in 
Copenhagen, to discuss 
global climate change. UN 
scientists agree that 350 is a 
good target level for carbon 
dioxide. But will the nations 
of the world have the 
political will necessary to 
limit our greenhouse gas 
emissions? Will we heed the 
call to care for God’s creation 
and our neighbors? 
The answer is partly up to us. 
That’s why we want to invite 
you to join our 350 Day 
Action on October 24th at 
Augustana College (10 am-
noon)! We’re having a good 
old-fashioned teach-in. 
We’ve invited Quad City 

mayors to speak with us about 
the Cool Cities Campaign, our 
local answer to global 
warming. We’ve invited local 
activists to educate us about 
climate change.  And an 
Augustana band, the Sassy 
Pomegranates, will be spicing 
up the event with their folk and 
blues music. Some students 
have agreed to bake cookies 
(in a 350-degree oven, of 
course) and others will offer 
tours of Augustana’s eco-
house. It will be fun and 
educational (not too much 
gloom-and-doom; more of an 
emphasis on solutions).
